The staff of the Morton Tribune visited 
the courthouse to check on the progress 
being made. Dust and noise came from 
everywhere, and carpenters, electricians, 
and painters were working hard.

We spoke to the County Judge's secre­
tary, Mrs. Tyson, and found her smiling 
in at atmosphere of business and change. 
She told us that work on the courthouse 
is making good progress mostly because 
of the fine work of the building coopera­
tive. Just at that moment the electricians

installed the air conditioners. Everybody 
thinks that the courthouse will be finished 
in August. The combined $495,000 bond 
issue for the courthouse and the hospital 
will be paid off by 1982.

There will be one now additional office 
in the courthouse, which will be the coun­
ty library. In addition there will also be 
offices for the clerks, the tax office, the 
judge, the auditor, county attornney, dis­
trict attorney, sheriff, and offices for 
the four County Commissioners (a public 
meeting room will be available for anyone 
who wishes to use it.)

The courthouse will get all new furnish­
ings except for a few filing cabinets which 
will be refinished. The grounds will un­
dergo a face lifting, too, but information 
was unavailable as to the extent of the 
project.

In the sheriff's office , the Morton Tri­

bune could see for itself that in the future 
Morton will not be a good place for un- 
desireable persons. Sheriff Hazel Hancock 
showed us the new jail cells.

The jail promises to be quite a chal­
lenge to pri.v)ners. Unlike the older jail, 
which could be vacated in various ways 
by prisoners, the new one has a few de­
vices which could make it very difficult 
for anyone to leave who belonger there. 
If a prisoner tried to saw his way through 
the bars, his connfidence would increase 
greatly when he sawed through the first 
portion of the bars with little trouble. The 
next step, however , might prove to be a 
challenge for even the wisest of men on 
the wrong side of the bars. The bars of 
the jail consist of a steel tube which hous­
es a smalled steel rod coated with a very

'Liquor by Drink' bill opposed 
by Representative Bill G ayton

In a telephone call to the Morton Trib­
une Wednesday, Representative Bill Clay­
ton extended hi.s views on the "Mini-Bollle 
l.iquor By the Drink " hill, which passed 
in the lexas House of Representatives 
this week.

Representative Clayton announced that 
on June 8, 1968, the Mini-Bottle Liquor By 
the Drink Bill passed the House of Repre- 
sentatu’es by a small margin. Represen­
tative Clavton opposed the bill all the 
way and he feeU that the bill is demoga- 
tory and that the legislation is unwork­
able.

Clayton said, "We fought heavy odds and

lots of outside lobby influence and we 
were out-voted. We felt it was our respon­
sibility to continue to oppose the bill, so 
amendments were added to the hill that 
will cause the Senate to take a close Uxik 
at the over-all picture and perhaps they 
will vote 'no' on the bill.”

Claylon tried to convince the members 
of the House that the legislation was bad. 
but in the end the measure did receive 
enough votes to finally pass. The legisla­
tion now goes to the Senate and the fate 
of the Mini-Bottle Liquor By the Drink 
Bill IS in the hands of hte Senate.

Chairman Charles Scruggs of Dallas and 
Lubbock Representative Delwin Jones.
"-pie rapid and continuing loss of mark­

et by the natural fibers presents a 
challenge to everyone with an economic 
leierest in the production, processing or 
Berchandismng of fibers," Annderson 
staled

He pointed out that most of the grow- 
^  fiber market in the U. S. and abroad 
a being captured by non-natural fibers. 
Dnoestic consumption alone of these 
man-made fibers Is at a rate equal to al- 
Bout 7 million bales of cotton annually — 
mote than double the rate of just five 
sesn ago.” he said.
Cotton's percentage of the total U. S. 

fiber market has gone from the I9S0-S9 
average of over <7 per cent to last year's 
aC-time low of dS.J per cent. Per capita 
consumption of cotton for the same periods 
hw dropped from 2C.T pounds to 22.S 
pounds.

A iunilar story holds true for wool and 
sMkair. while the market percentage held 
hp the man-madcs has gone from a 
IM-Jt average of 25 per cent to last 
year's 44 per cent.

Anderson told the Committee that 
"Price competition is not the major factor 
csusing our market losses. Rather, man­
made competitors are taking our markets 
■Jirough research, and through promotion, 
a spite of the fact that they have not 
matched many of the desirable qualities 
foand in cotton, wool and mohair."

He went on to say . . we have 
only scratched the surface in using to 
dietr advantage the built-in qualities of 
cotton, wool and mohair . . .  we haven't 
pushed our textile engineering school hard 
fsough . . .  we haven't done anything 
like the volume and quality of research 
and promotion that is needed.”

In addition to increased volume of re­
search. Anderson called for "some state- 
»de mechanism or group through which 
•e can define our goals as clearly and 
sharply as possible, then coordinate our

agronomic and utilization research in such 
a manner as to reach those goals by 
the shortest route."

He said. "I fear that too often in the 
past some of our research has been in­
stituted and carried out with only vague 
objectives in mind or with objectives de­
cided upon by slipshod processes. There 
is a definite limit to our research dollars, 
and we cannot hope to get maximum le- 
turns from them without some sound, 
long-range thinking and close coordina­
tion of all efforts.”

Calling attention to the million-dollar- 
plus expansion of the Textile Research 
Center at Texas Tech. Anderson noted 
that " . . .  this will make the Textile 
Research Center at Tech the only na- 
ural fibers facility in the United Stales 
capable of studying textile operations 
from fiber production through dyeing and 
finishing.

"It IS imperative that nothing be al­
lowed to interfere with making this a 
truly complete and active fiber research 
institute. It must be adequately financed 
and adequate'y staffed. And we muol 
make certain that its research projects 
are realistically designed to increa.se 
markets for our fibers and ultimately to 
increase the net profits from their pro- 
duclKNi."

Changes designed for 
aiding widow of Gl 
in getting home loan

Recent changes in the GI home loan 
program should make it easier for thous­
ands of unremarried widows to get Gl 
home loans. Jack Coker, Manager of the 
Veterans Administration Regional Office 
in Waco, announced today.

Basic eligibility requirements are that 
the widow's husband either died on ac­
tive duty or from a service-connected dis­
ability, Coker said, and the veteran's ser­
vice was during World War II or after 
June 27. 1950.

A new law permits the VA to guaran­
tee home loans up to $12,500 of the loan 
amount but not more than 60 per cent of 
the loan, Coker added.

The higher ceiling on GI loan intere.st 
rates that went into effect recently should 
help these widows to get a GI loan from 
a commercial lending institution, he said.

Many eligible widows had husbands who 
serve d in World War II; under current 
legislation, they still have more than two 
years to obtain a Gl loan — until July 
25, 1970.

Entitlement for qualified widows of 
men who served in the Korean Conflict is 
not scheduled to expire until January 31. 
1975.

Widows whose spouses served during 
the Vietnam era — or any time after 
January 31, 1955 — will have their eligi­
bility expire:

(a) 20 years from the date of the vet- 
ran's death in service,

(b) 20 years from the date of the ve­
teran's discharge, or,

(c) March 3, 1976 — whichever is later.
Coker said that veterans' widows who

think they qualify for GI loans should 
obtain further information from the VA.

Changing the name

Mrs. Wayne Porter, president, presided 
at a short business session before hav­
ing the program on “When and How to 
Collect Material for Dry Arrangements ’, 
given by Mrs. Murray Crone and Mrs.

For dried arrangements, start collect­
ing as early as June and continue until fall 
or frost to obtain variety. Nut all flowers 
dry well, but (hose that do must be 
gathered at the right time and condi­
tioned properly to obtain the best results 
and maintain proper color. In general, 
allow two weeks for material to dry.

When gathering material to dry, dry 
about twice as much material as you 
want, to aLow for breakage The secret 
is to pick them at the right time, when 
they are just mature and properly de­
veloped. if too mature they wil Ishatter 

One of the easiest and best ways !i 
dry plant material is to lie the stems to­
gether with a string or rubber band 
and hang heads down in a dry place.

A gykerin solution may be used to pre­
serve foliage and it works best used 
during the heat of the summer, since the 
leaves seem to drink up the glycerin 
solution more rapidly at that time. Place 
the stems in a jar. about sinx inches deep, 
in a solution of on part glycerin to two 
parts water. When fill absorption lakes

place, usually after two weeks or more, 
remove from glycerin solution, which may 
be saved and reused Store liquid in a 
covered jar.

To keep the shape and color of many 
flowers as dahlia, pansies, zinnia either 
use sifted, fine beach sand, thoroughly 
dried or mix one part powdered borax 
with six parts white cornmeal and spread 
either mixture over the bottom of a pan. 
or box, the botttom reinforced with lev- 
era: thickness of paper. Use two inches 
or more of the sand or mixture. Stripped 
of any foliage, face down. Do not let 
flowers overlap and gently work mixture 
around, up and over the flowers until they 
are just lightly but completely covered. 
Do not cover, store in a dark. dry. coiil 
place from one to three weeks The mix­
ture may be used over and over again.

Startling simple was the defense offered 

by a young man aciu.sed of murdering ins 
own father.

••I'm a rough chiracter." he ci>ncede<l 
in court, ‘ but only because my lather 
brought me up that way. He taught me 
to drink whiskey, use a gun. and run 
around with a gang. So don't blame me 
for what I did. B ame my father."

No doubt the slam father bore a share 
of the fault. But the court held the son 
guilty anyhow, because he was old enough 
and rational emnigh to take responsibility 
for his own behavmr.

To what degree should extenuating cir­
cumstances excu.se what would otherwise 
be a crime'* To what degree should a 
killed be allowed to blame his upbring­
ing? a thief his poverty? a rapist his pas­
sion'* a vandal his youthfuincrss?

In an ear'ier day. there was Ititle of 
such l.ilk in the courtroom Wrong brought 
retribution almost as a matter of course. 
Scarcely a century ago. a murderer was 
put to death in an American prison even 
t.iough he was only 12 years old.

But with greater insight into human mo- 
tivatKins has become greater understand­
ing in fixing blame.

This, mental deficiencies are increas­
ingly taken into account—not only in de­
ciding on legal guilt but also in setting 
the punishment. And all states recognize 
a minimum age below which a person can­
not be held to criminal liability.

Nevertheless, while today's law avoids 
total responsibility, it also avoids total ir­
responsibility. It holds that most people, 
in most situations, do indeed have free­
dom of choice between doing right and 
doing wrong.

Because of that freedom, an individual 
Is expected to stand on his own feet, be 
his own man. and "take his medicine" (or 
what he does wning—just as he is entitled 
to take credit for what he diw-s right.

In short, despite outer influence or in­
ner weakness, despite the pressure of ad­
versity or the lure of temptatum, he uv 
ually has the power to refrain from 
harming others—d he tries hard enough

And, for the sake of society, the livz 
demands that he try that hard.

It affects some mure than others. This 
usually is a matter of inexperience, or 
having a gun that doesn't fit.

Any man who knows how to shoot and 
has a gun that fils him will have fewer 
bruises than the occasional shooter, or 
the man who rent:; or borrows a shotgun 
fur a day or two of fast and furious 
shooiing.

SOME HUNTERS can stand up under 
the pounding of a 12-gauge with full load 
better than others with a 2U-gauge. All 
guns have recoil. Extent of the impart 
depends as much or mure on the shooter 
than on the gun and its load.

Some shooters have reduced this kirk 
by using good quality recoil pads. Others 
use compensators on the muzzle end of 
their scatter guns. Both are slightly ef­
fective. But neither is a total solution.

Naturally this has been a great con­
cern both tu the gun and the ammunition 
manufacturers. They have been producing 
lighter guns and heavier loads, neither of 
which tends tu reduce recoil.

WINCHESTER has a siock which may 
priA’e to be the greatest step forward in 
reducing recoil bruises on the shoulder. 
It IS designed to take the “kick” out of 
shotgun shouting.

This new recoil reduction system utilizes 
the principle of hydraulics and a powerful 
spring. On a 12-gauge gun it reduces the 
recoil approximately 78 per cent. This 
gives an effective kick of less than half 
the 26-gauge load, when shooting the hea­
vier 12.

This stock is available on two Winchest­
er guns, the Model 120U and the Model 
1400.

“ Inside story” of the new method of 
recoil reduction includes a new Cycolac 
stuck. It duplicates the warmth of walnut, 
but provides greater strength than wood. 
It resists scratches, corrosion, salt solu­
tions, oil. alkalies and mild acids. It won't 
warp or crack under extreme tempera­
tures.

INSIDE THIS STOCK is a set of strong 
springs that flank a hydraulic cylinder. 
When the shotshell explodes, the springs 
and the hydraulics cushion the impact. 
The two-piece stock depresses under the 
kick, and then returns to its original 
form.

Measuring the impact of recoil is not 
a new practice. Technically the kick is 
known as kinetic energy. It is created 
by the backthrust of the shotload as it 
travels along the barrel length. It is re­
ferred to in foot-pound measurement, and 
the results are generally known as “free 
recoil.”

A comparison taken from available tab­
les, shows that a 7 pound. 12-gauge shot­
gun, loaded with 3 dr. of powder and \Vt 
oz. shot will give a kick of 22.4 foot 
pounds. In a heavier load, 3̂ 4 dr. of 
powder and 1'4 oz. shot, the recoil 
amounts to 44 pounds.

A IVi POUND 20-gauge, with a light 
load of 2Vi drs. and % oz. shot will pro­
duce 16.9 pounds of back thrust. The 2 ^  
X 1, will produce 28.4 foot pounds.

This indicates that if the new Winchest­
er device reduces free recoil of the 12- 
gauge load, the light charge would deliver 
under 10 pounds of kick and the heavy 
load would be less than 15 jxiunds.

Any shooter should be able to stand up 
under this all day at skeet, trap or in the 
field.

Naturally the reduced recoil shotgun will 
get its first real tryout on the shooting 
range. Skeet and trap shooters, as a rule, 
have more time and money to spend. 
And they are constantly seeking ways to 
reduce recoil in sustained firing. These 
men also know the science of getting their 
gun butts to the right position against 
their shoulders.

NO DOUBT similar studies are being 
made on big bore rifles. Here the casual 
hunter pays little attention to the recoil 
in the fever of excitement. The target 
shooter does. Also, it may be able to do a 
lot for the shooters of fully automatic 
weapons on the battlefield.
