This title will be placed on this subject 
for several years to come. This statement 
does not indicate Rtck of interest in the 
subject. Quite the contrary, it indicates 
an awareness that the successful com­
pletion of an importation program will re­
quire joint efforts of local, state and fede­
ral entities.

The Tex’as Water Plan includes the plan­
ning, authorization, engineering and con­
struction of facilities to convey water to 
West Texas and other regions of the State. 
Uses of this water will include irrigation, 
industrial, municipal and recreational. 
To augment this plan it is essential that 
•all p<issible action be taken locally to con­
serve the water that is now available.

There simply is not enough water in the 
state of Texas to supply our future needs. 
We must obtain water from out of stats 
sources. Several plans for obtaining this 
w*aler have been suggested. One of these 
plans sugge.sts importing water from the 
Northwest. This plan is known as the 
.N'AW.APA Plan. Another possibility would 
be desalting of water from the (iulf of 
Mexico. But the most feasible plan as of

the Mississippi River.

The Lf. S. Bureau of Reclamation and 
U. S. Army Corps of Engineers will be 
preparing a feasibility report on the pro­
posed project. It has been pointed out to 
us here in West Texas by this group we 
will not be able to obtain water from the 
Mi.ssissippi unless there is a determina- 
tionn of surplus of water now and also for 
the future needs ol the Mississippi. If 
Texas and New Mexico ever get any water 
from the Mississippi River, it will be under 
circumsi'ances acceptable to the Delta 
States.

It has been pointed out that before any 
water can be delivered to this area the 
formation of one or more master districts 
will be necessary. These districts will 
contract to pay the cost allocated to them. 
There is much concern as to the ability 
and willingness of the people in Texas to 
pay the price of importation because of 
the enormous cost of this project. It will 
be secessary that all of Texas act in unity 
when seeking funds from Congress for 
this gigantic task.

The forst step has been tbken in .Mor­

ton’s bid to become a blue ribbon city. 
Five more steps must be taken to make 
this dream come true. Morton was one 
of several towns to receive various awards 
bt the quarterly board meeting of 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce, at 
Wichita Falls August 8-9.

The achievement award in the category 
of education was presented to Mr. Ray 
Griffith, a member of the Board of Direc­
tors. of the Morton brea Chamber of Com­
merce, by .Mr, Beberly King, President 
of West Texas Chamber of Commerce. 
Mr. Ray Lanier was chairman of the 
education committee, and did a very good

job with his committee.
The committee on local government 

has completed their report and are ribdy 
to send it in for approval. Committee 
chairman EIra Oden is to be commended 
for the leadership in getting this report 
ready.

Some work has been done on the other 
projects and it i$ believed that all ebti- 
gories can be completed this year.

The blue ribbon is a complete program 
of self evaluation, sponsored by the West 
Texas chamber of commerce. The pro­
gram is designed to help each community 
look at itself bnd make the improvements 
that need to be made. We are not com­

peting with other communities, but wi'h 
ourselves. Any number of towns can be 
blue ribbon cities by accumulating the 
required number of p<unts in thi six rati- 
gories. Besides the education, and local 
government divisions, the others are tour­
ist development, beautification, indus­
trial development, parks and recreafKjn. 
Some work has been done in each of these 
divisions and some are near completion.

Also attending the meeting at Wichita 
Falls was Leon Kessler manager of the 
chamber. Mr. Griffith and Mr. Kessler 
attended committee meetings and re­
ported that they were very informative.

The Opinion of Van Greene
The future of Morton will be determined 

largely by two things. The first and most 
important will be the people. The other 
will bo the government farm program. 
Other factors which could affect the fu­
ture of Morton would be in the order 
of developinq natural resources or im­
portation of water. These arc far enough 
in the future that we will not consider 
them today. We will not have much effect 
on the government farm program. We 
can and will vote and discuss our prob­
lems with our congressm’an and sena­
tors, but the farm block in congress is 
not the effective legislative tool that it 
was in the past.

Even though there are a few bright 
spots such as cotton, it will probably be 
a long, long time before we return to full 
allottments and high support prices.

As long as we have ’a substancial por­
tion of our land in the soil bank, diverted 
acres or lay-out land, there will not tx* 
as many goods or services required; nor 
will we need as many people or busines­
ses to supply them as we have in the past 
Also, improving farm methods such as 
chemical control of weeds, larger equip­
ment. self-moved sprinklers will all fur­
ther cut down on the number of people 
required to farm the land still in cultiva­
tion. This is progress and d we do not 
accept it, someone who does accept it 
will take our place. Progress has made

the LInited States the g ri’j t  nation that 
it is. So, we must have progress. History 
tells us that progress may eliminate 
certain jobs, but it creates more and bet­
ter jobs than it eliminates.

The long range outlook for agricultu'^e 
is still good. But, we must diversify away 
from our cotton and grain economy if

the smaller operators are to survive. Far­
mers in the Olton and Hail Center area 
have had good success with cucumbers 
Then. potatcH’s are grown with some suc­
cess both north and south of us in the 
tfereford and Seminole areas. Also peaches 
•are fast becoming a major crop m Games 
County. We can grow many other high 
profit and high risk crojis. The only pn>- 
blem to overcome will be in marketing 
them.

Certainly, Morton has its problems. If 
we do not see ihem. wc are not lieing 
realistic. It is no comfort to realize that 
nv'st other small agriculture towns have 
their problems - some of them more ser­
ious than ours.

Our grc’atest asset is our people. We 
have a large labor force with intellegence 
and abihty, and we must find some way 
to use them or they sixm will be gone.

The most obvknis choice for a business 
wiHild be sorm* agricultural oriented such 
as priK'essmg agricultural products grown 
lot’jlly  or m mufacture something lor the 
farmer to use. Another business which 
should be a succe.ss here would be a 
commercial feeding operation and closely 
related warm-up feed lots.

Ideally, we should attempt to attract 
other industries not directly related to 
agricultural. Titan Electronics, with its 
eleven employees, is a start in this direc-

$10 million research 
program for cotton

The Cotton Board has recommended ap­
proval of a $IO-millk)n research ’and pro­
motion pnigram for 1989 to be adminis­
tered by the Cotton Producers Institute 
and carried out by the National Cotton 
Council.

The announcement was made by George 
C. Cortright. Rolling Fork, Miss., chair­
man of the B<*ird Texas Cotton Board 
members are Roy B. Davis. Lubbock; 
J. B. Cooper, Roscoe; Jay I .Naman. Wa­
co; Jack R. Funk. Harlingen; and Cieorge 
Lee Smith, Prairie View. Alternate mem­
bers are Donald A. Johnson, Lubbock; 
J. F. Crews. Pecos; John W. NiglAizzn,

Hearne; Frank Stubbs, Corpus Christi; 
and John C, Williams, Praine View.

They pointed out that the budget for 
1969 represents a 25 per cent increav' 
over 1968, and highly commended Texas 
cotton growers for their support of Ihe 
$I-per-bale effort which it making this 
potaible.

Collections across the Belt on the 7.3- 
milhon-b«Ie crop ’amounted to more than 
$7 million as of July 31. This is better 
than 95 per cent, and some funds .still are 
in transit and some cotton still in the 
hands of growers. Collections in Texas 
totaled more than 97 per cent of ginnings.

In Fresno, Calif., August 7-8, the Board 
heard *a detailed review of the 1968 pro­
gram and CPI recommendations for 1969. 
The budget and program were forwarded 
to the Secretary of Agriculture with a 
unanimous recommendation for approval.

Major effort will be aincenti’aled on 
improving, developing, and promoting 
durable press cotton products — a mar­
ket involving 4.2 million bales presently 
held by cotton, and with a potential of 
2.3 million now held by competitors The 
budget also calls for expansion in maga­
zine advertising, more newspaper ads 
sponsored 50-50 with retailers, coopera­
tive projects with major chains, shopping 
center promotions,.and other activity.

While product development and im­
provement will claim major research at­
tention, substantial allocations will be 
made for projects aimed at lower pro­
duction. marketing, and processing cos's

began paying for this water ’approxima­
tely ten years before the delivery of water 
could be made. This indicates to us that 
it is vital to our state that we be willing 
to make necessary plans now to insure 
our scale of its future water needs.

The idea of recharging the reservoir 
from which we pump our water now. 
should be very pleasing to the people of 
our area. To have our water table rise 
from 2 to 4 foot per year instead of low­
ering. would certainly be gratifying. The 
experts tell us this can bo ’accomplished 
if and when water is imported into our 
area.

Proposed legislation 
for w ater to be 
aired by Clayton

Proposed water legislation will be made 
public in September. Representative Billy 
rtayton of the House Intenm Water Study 
Committee of the Texas Legislature an­
nounced at the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce meeting in Wichita Falls that 
proposed legishation authorizing the for­
mation of Master Water Districts will bo 
made public at press conferences to be 
held in LubbiKk and Amarillo early in 
September.

Following public release of the proposal, 
public hearings will he held in loingview 
and in Hereford. The public hearings are 
needed, ’according to Clayton, to deter­
mine the thinking of the people affected 
by the plan. The public will be given the 
opportunity to express its wishes in the 
formation of their water import agency.

Representative Clayton indicated that 
after the public hearings were completed 
are redrafting of the proposed legislation 
a bill will probably be introduced in the 
Texas Legislature during its next regular 
session starting in January.

The Hereford hearing is now scheduled 
for 9:30 A M.. October 5 at the Deaf Smith 
County Bull tfarn. It should be completed 
by 4:30 P M. The East Texas meeting is 
scheduled for September 6-7, Tejas Vil­
lage at Lake o ’ the Pines. The East Texas 
and West Texas meetings will be followed 
by a hearing in Austin probably in Novem­
ber.

After months of hearings, delays, en­
ervating falsi- starts and almost continuous 
head-counting, supporters now appear to 
have the votes to pass an extension of the 
Agriculture Act of 1963, perhaps for at 
long as four years.

According to Donald Johnson, Execu­
tive Vice President of Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., who returned from Wash­
ington Thursday. July 25. a survey of 
Representatives in the House gave H-17126 
a favorable margin of votes

Tile same survey indicated that an a- 
mendment imposing payment limitations 
on individual farmers, certain to be pro- 
p wed. would be defeated.

First pointing out that the situation u  
the House is still extremely shaky, John­
son reported that "unless something else 
happens to change the minds of those now 
committed to vole for the measure, it can 
be passed without limitations or other 
crippling amendments."

Indications now are that the test will 
come on Monday. July 29. when the Bill 
it due to follow food stamp legislation onto 
the fUxir of the House.

The Senate passed a four year exten­
sion of the Act. with relatively minor 
changes, in a weekend session Saturday, 
July 20

H-17126. as reported from the Agricul­
ture Committee is for a one year exten­
sion, But an amendment to make it run 
for four years will be offered, and USDA 
officials in particular feel such an amend­
ment will have an excellent chance.

The majority of cotton people, including 
all producer groups and moat others m 
the industry, are on record as favoring an 
extension of the current program. This 
somewhat uncommon togetherness stems 
from a wide realization that for this year 
at least it is either an extension of the 19 
65 Act or nothing at all.

The present program ii slated to expire 
at the end of 1969, and unless Congress 
moves to prevent it. cotton will revert to 
the old pre-1964 "two price" system, with 
domestic mills paying seven or eight cents 
a pound more for cotton than foreign mills.

"And I would be hard pressed to name 
any individual or group that would like to 
see that happen," Johnson said.

However there are some in the industry, 
principally among procentors but inclu­
ding some producers, who would prefer 
an extension for only one year. These 
feel some changes are needed in the cur­
rent set-up and would go back to Con­
gress in 1969 and 1970 for a new law.

"But the PCG Board has resolved — 
and I think wisely — to work for at least 
a four year exteniion," Johnson noted.

Proponents of a one year extension 
mostly want the law altered to eiu-oura- e 
increased cotton acreage and production. 
Under strongest attack is the " I  llender 
Amendment.”  wrhich guarantees that the 
price support loan plus the price suppo't 
payment will equal 65 per cent of parity- 
on producers' permissible acreage.

And this feature of the 1965 law ckvs 
indeed influence administrative decisior : 
on maximum permissible acreage and 
price suppirl levels It may even be tru-- 
that cooperating producers this year 
would have been allowed to plant th- 
full allotments, as many contend th -v 
should have been allowed to do. had it 
n<jt been for the Ellender Amendment.

"But it IS also true," Johnson poini^ 
out. "that without the Ellender Amend­
ment producers would be without protec­
tion of any kind under the law. They 
would be at the mercy of the Secreta'^v 
of Agnculture, whoever he might be at 
a given time

"So if the Ellender Amendment it to 
be taken out of the law to give the S«cr.*- 
tary more power to increase production, 
then something else needs to be put mio 
the law that wHl restrict his power to de­
crease producer incom e"

It should be noted also that the present 
law imposes no minimum on the size >! 
payments for acreage voluntarily diverted 
from cotton production, nor are these pay­
ments affected by the Ellender Amend­
ment And Jonnson feels that this feature, 
tt^ether with other administrative actions 
open to the Secretary, piovides consider­
able flexibility to the program.

"Properly administered." he contends, 
"the present program is adequate to ,n- 
crease or decrease the acreage planted 
to cotton at the Secretary’s discretion."

A four year extension would not, of 
coursa, preclude the possibility of pro­
gram changes, or even a completely new 
program, before 1973.

"N o law or program Is beyond the 
reach of Congress at any time." Johnson 
concluded, "but with a four year exten­
sion on the books — if we get it — we 
will have a much better chance of main­
taining a program we can live with should 
the new Congress not be able to agree on 
a better one,"

The Committee feel* the Great Plains 
Conservation Program has been a big 
help in getting conservation applied in the 
Cochran District and urges anyone need­
ing a.vwstance with a conservation prob­
lem to contact the acs office. Since 
money will be limited, the sooner you 
sign up the better your chances are of 
getting cost share assistance.

The third week in September has been 
set as the penod durmg which elections of 
community ASCS committeemen will be 
held throughout the country, according 
to Danny Key. Chairman, Cortran County 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Committee. The election in Cochran 
County will be held during the period of 
September (th through September 18th 
by mail. All ballots must be postmarked 
by midnight, September I8th

Last year w ^  the first year for a uni­
form voting period for community com­
mitteemen elections.

// Fit the crime'"?
"To  make Ihe punishment fit the crime" 

may hUve been enough of a goal, a cen­
tury ago, for the comic opera team cf 
Gilbert and Sullivan.

But not for modem criminologists. To­
day's goal, as the United Slates Supreme 
Court put it, is to make the punishment 
"fit the offender and merely the
crime."

Consider two robbers. One is a veteran 
s'afe cracker, wise in the ways of the un­
derworld. The other is a teenage purie 
snatcher, nenrvously trying to be tough.

Both offenders are guilty of the same 
crime: nibbery. Yet there are obvious 
reasons for not treating them alike. They 
are different not only in the degree of 
their evil but also in the chance of saving 
them from a life of crime.

When the time comes to pronounce sen­
tence, the judge naturally wants to take 
such differences into account. But he may 
not have any leeway. Very often b single, 
standard pem>l<y '* prescribed in advance 
by the legislature.

What happens then? There are these 
possibilities:

1) the judge may be forced to impose 
a sentence thbt he feels is unwise: or

2) he may get around the law—maybe 
by arbitrarily reducing the charge, maybe 
even by finding the offender not guilty bt 
all.

In either ca.se, as the unhappy result 
of a "prefabricated" sentence, justice is 
not done.

The problem was highlighted recently 
in a special report on sentencing, by an 
advisory committee of the American Bar 
Association.

The committee’s report, part of a mas­
sive ABA study of criminal justice, urged 
a speedy end to too-rigid penalties frozen 
into law.

True, it is up to the legislature—as 
spokesman for the public—to set our basic 
standards for the punishment of wrong­
doing.

But when it comes to bpplying those 
standards in a particular case, the com­
mittee said the judge should have plentv 
of options. He, after all, has to deal wHh 
an individual humbn being. Who better 
than the judge can make the punishment 
fit the man?

Social Security 
Questions and Answers

Q. — I have seen told that Medicare 
will pay only for a semi-private room. 
If 1 request a private room, will 1 hare 
to pay all of the cost?

A. — No. If you have a private room 
at your own request, you will have to pay 
the difference in the cost of a semi-private 
room and a private room.

Q. — Why was the premium for medi­
cal insurance increased from $3 to $4 a 
month?

A. — A number of things were consider­
ed in increasing the premium. Among 
these were improved coverage under the 
law, an expected increase in the use of 
medical services, and an expected in­
crease in the cost of medical service.

Q. — I signed up for Medicare when 
it first started. Someone told me that I 
missed out on additional coverage be­
cause I did not sign up again by April 
1. Is this true?

A. — No. You are entitled to all of the 
improvements in the Medicare program 
provided by the 1967 Social Security Ad- 
mendments. The April 1 deadline applied 
to people who were 65 before 1968 and 
were not enrolled in part B (supplemen­
tary medical insurance) of the medicare 
program.

Q. — My student benefit was terminat­
ed when I got married. Was there any 
change in the Social Security law that now 
allows a married student to continue to 
receive social security benefits?

A  — No. Congress was considering a 
change last year, but it was omitted 
from the 1967 amendments. Student bene­
fits are payable to unmarried children of 
deceased, disabled, or retired workers, 
attending Khool full-time.

Job discrimination because 
of age is outlawed by U. S.

Job discrimination against older per­
sons (40 to 65 years) is outlawed. The 
Federal Age Discrimination In Employ­
ment .Act went into effect June 12.

The law forbids employers in industry 
affecting inter-state commerce to "fa il 
or refuse to hire or to discharge or to 
otherwise discriminate against any indi­
vidual with respect to his compensations, 
terms, conditions or privileges of employ­
ment because of such individual's age." 
says .Minnie Bell, Extension Service fam­
ily life specialist.

It also forbids employers to "limit, 
segregate or classify" workers becauso 
of age or "to  reduce the wage rate of 
any employee in order to comply" with 
the law, according to the Texas A&.M

University specialist.
The few exceptions include a bona fide 

"occupational qualification required for 
normal business operations"; or in exist­
ing or new seniority systems; in benefit 
programs and for discipline or discharge 
for a good reason.

In asking for the legislation. President 
Johnson said that 6750 million a year 
Went into unemployment insurance pay­
ments annually to workers 45 years or 
older. Thousands have found "themselves 
jobless because of arbitrary age discrim­
ination"

The Starving Children of Biafra

“I was in Biafra last week! You would have wept with 
me i f  you saw what I saw. Thousanda, many o f them 
children, are starving to death. Some o f theie children 

get only one gex^ meal every three weeks. Many are diseased 
as a result o f malnutrition. They eat flies and scrape the 
ground fo r  worms in hope o f finding something to eat."

This harsh, gruesome description o f conditions in Biafra, 
the former Eastern region o f Nigeria, was related by Rev. 
Anthony Byrne during a press conference in New York on 
July 18. F'ather Byrne is director o f the emergency airlifts 
under the auspices o f Caritas, the international Catholie wel­
fare agency, to fly acutely needed food, medicines and other 
relief supplies to help alleviate the widspread starvation and 
death in Biafra. ,

Caritas, the World Council o f Churches and the Interna­
tional Committee of the Red Cross have been organizing these 
mercy flights since February and much su p^rt for these 
flights comes from Church World Service and Catholic Relief 
Services, the American Protestant and Catholic overseas aid 
agencies, respectively.

Still, relief experts predict that, i f  immediate massive aid 
is not forthcoming, one million men, women and children will 
die of hunger in Biafra between now and the end o f August! 
Six million may die in six months!

Hope holds out that negotiations will begin soon between 
the Federal government of Nigeria and the ofikials o f Biafra 
to discuss a cease fire in this horrendous d v il war and that 
the two sides will agree quickly on a land corridor to transport 
the needed relief supplies to the starving people in the war- 
affected areas.

But negotiations have an unfortunate hi.story o f dragging 
on and on— and meanwhile the innocent suffer, facing death 
or certain permanent mental and physical retardation among 
the children because o f the malnutrition.

ticipate in the F’umi authorized 
in this subsection except as 
ppi-mitlcd by Section 6't of Ar­
ticle .XVI of this Constitution.

district, municipal corporation, 
or other politicid subdivision of

or in home office facilities to 
be used In administering the 
Employees Retirement System 
including land, equipment, and 
office building; or in such cor­
poration bonds, notes, other 
evidences of indebtedness, and 
corporation stocks, including 
common and preferred stocks, 
e f any corporation created or 
existing under the laws of the 
United States or o f any of the 
states of the United States, as 
said Board may deem to be 
proper investments; provided 
that in making each and all 
of such investments said Board 
shall exercise the Judgment 
and care under the circum­
stances then prevailing which 
men of ordinary prudence, dis­
cretion, and intehigence exer­
cise in the management of 
their own affairs, not in re- 
gaixl to speculation but in re­
gard to tne permanent dispo­
sition o f their funds, consid­
ering the probable income 
therefrom as well as probable 
safety o f their capital; and 
further provided, that a suf­
ficient sum shall be kept on 
hand to meet payments as they 
become due each year under 
such ntirement plan, as may 
now or hereafter be provided 
hy law.
