Voters in record numbers turned up 

at the polls here Saturday in the Morton 
city election that returned incumbent 
.Mayor Donnie Simpson to office and filled 
three city council seats.

Lepsided victories were the order of 
the day in all except one race in which 
incumbent E. E. (Bud) Thomas eeked 
out a narrow win ovi Marshall Leitzell 
by a margin of six votes, 249-243, for 
councilman in Place Two.

The other two council seats were won 
by incumbent H. A. Lamb, Jr. in Place 
One and Robert K. Robinson, also an in­
cumbent, in Place Three, by overwhelm­
ing majonties. Lamb defeated Bobby 
Smith by a vote of 339-158, while Robin­

The race (or Mayor, which was charac­
terized, as was the entire election, by 
hard campaigning on both sides, turned 
out to be equally one-sided. Simpson re­
ceived an almost two-to-one margin of 
328-169 over T. K. Williamson.

Total votes cast reached 499, which 
city secretary Elra Oden characterized 
as a record vote in the memory of pre­
sent personnel at city hall.

A special meeting of the city council 
was held beginning at 6 p.m. Monday in 
the council room where the vote was can­
vassed and declared official.

E. L. (Rusty) Reeder and Tom Rowden 
served as election judges and Nina Cart­
wright. Mike McDerniett, Mrs. O. L. Til- 
ger and Mrs. E. O. Willingham served 
as clerks. A total of ten absentee ballots 
were cast in the election.

Schixil board elections were also held 
at Morton, Whiteface, and Bledsoe in the 
crunty and an uncontested election of 
three members of the Cochran Memorial 
Hospital District board of governors all 
took place Saturday.

A heated contest for two seats on the 
Whiteface school board saw the first 
three candidates separated by only three 
votes. Darwood Marshall won one seat 
with a total of 86 votes, M. L. Mosely 
won the other with 84 votes and both 
were closely persued by Roy Akins with 
83 votes.

Others receiving votes in the Whiteface

not favor limitations but they feel that 
the House would reject any bill which 
did not contain payment limits. Officials 
of the Department of Agriculture are on 
record in favor of payment limitations.

Mahon says that a permanent typ<‘ bill 
ir widely favored by farmers and that 
he prefers this course but that at this time 
it appears that a program of three years 
duration is must likely.

The trend is toward a program financed 
at about the same general level as the 
present program. Many technical provi­
sions of the bill which nonetheless affect 
the producers in a very direct way are 
being debated in the House Committee 
but there is no way to predict the final 
outcome of the legislation.

First, there must be action by the House 
Agriculture Committee, then by the House 
it.self, then by the Senate Agriculture Com­
mittee and the Senate itself. Thereafter 
differences between the House and Senate 
bills must be resolved in conference.

“There is a long road ahead,” .Mahon 
said, “but action within the next few 
weeks on the House version of the bill 
should shed some light on what the final 
version of the new farm law will be like.”

Mahon states that the new farm pro­
gram will continue to be top priority 
with him. He says that the Committee 
which he heads plans to present to the 
House in late May the annual appropria­
tion bill for the financing of the USDA 
and all farm programs.

He feels that it is highly desirable that 
the bill for the new program pass the 
House before the appropriation measure 
is considered.

Comments on Conservation

I believe it is true. They say that there 
•  re more boats per capita in West 
Texas than there are in the rest of the 
state. If you were on the highways over 
the weekend, you probably saw a large 
number of those boats.

Have you ever stopped to consider the 
fact that fishing bait is big busines.s? 
A few years back, most of the better 
minnows used fur bait in Texas came 
from Arkansas. Texas fishermen still 
fish with a lot of bait that comes from 
other states. Cochran SWCD Cooperators 
could probably supply the fishing bait 
market on a limited basis.

Earthworms and other very small ani­
mals and bacteria that live underground 
help "plow" and condition the land. The 
number of these “plows" that the earth 
depends mainly upon the food supply that

is available for them. The food supply 
depends upon the types of crops that 
are grown on the land. The land in the 
Cochran SWCD needs from 175# to 2508 
pounds per acre of organic matter put 
back on the land each year. (If you have 
ever grown earthworms in a washtub. 
you will recall that the tub was filled 
with "rich dirt" that contaned a lot of 
b.irnyard manure.) The main thing that 
makes "rich dirt" is organic material 
that has been at least partially decum- 
pi'sed.
