W ell, p r im a rily  because Ihe typical 
consum er doesn't enter the market often 
enough to know what to look for and what 
lo  avoid. If Ihe consum er does h is 
"hom ew ork" he w ill know how to shop for 
anautomobi Ic.

A used c a r  transaction can be a 
satisfactory event when inlurmed 
consum er and nonest automobile dea ler 
getlogether.

Tw oof the most com m oncom plaints we 
rece ive  are  I) that the dea ler d iih i'l 
“'k e eph isw o rd "o ii the warranty, and 2) 
that the buyer didn’ t get the ca r *1 was 
supposed to get."
