recent redistricting of the
county’s four precincts, with
voters not knowing where to go
to cast their ballot.

The county commissioners
court emphasizes that the
redistricting does not go into
effectuntilJanuary |, 1974 and
has nothing to do with this
election. All voters in the
county are still in their old
precincts and will vote where
they have always voted— cast
your ballots at the same
polling place where you voted
in last November's general
election.

A thumbnail sketch of the
nine amendments to be voted
upon is as follows:

I. Increasing legislative
salaries to $15,000 annually

and providing for annual
sessions.
2. Providing that single

persons may claim the same
homestead property
protection as married, and
requiring consent of both
spouses to abandon a
homestead through sale.

J. Allowing unmarried
persons to receive the same
homestead tax exemptions as
married persons.
