High screwworm

count expected

Livestock owners of the
southwestern United States
should re-double their efforts
this spring to find, treat and
prevent screwworm cases,
since the livestock parasite is
expected to reach record
numbers due to the unusually
mild winter just ended.

This warning comes from
Dr. M.E. ‘‘Cotton’’ Meadows,
Jr., director of the Mission-
based screwworm eradication
program of the U.S.

'Department of Agriculture.

Meadows also cautioned
roducers to refrain from
ivestock surgery or other

manmade wounds to prevent
screwworm infestations.

““Thirty per cent of all

laboratory confirmed cases so
far in 1974 have been collected
from manmade wounds
(dehorning, branding, docking
andthe like), and every effort

AUSTIN — Sometimes it's not until
spring that homeowners realize they have
been harboring some pests that are not
only unpleasant, but that can do extensive
damage to their homes. Often, these pests
are termites or wood-borning beetles.

Attorneys for our Environmental
Protection Division, which represents
the Texas Structural Pest Control Board,
say that persons who have found evidence
of bugs, or who suspect their home may
harbor such pests, are prime candidates
for the unscrupulous pest control
Ooperator.

The Structural Pest Control Board
reminds consumers that all
exterminators or pest control companies
mustbe licensed by the Board to operate
in one or all of the following five
Categories: (1) Termites and wood-
destroying organisms, (2) pests such as
roaches, ants, and fleas in the home, (3)
fumigation, (4) lawn and ornamental
spraying,and(5)weed control

Not only must every company be

licensed, but every serviceman working
fora company must carry an identifying
card.

One favorite method of operation for an
unscrupulous exterminator is
deliberately to pick a neighborhood in
which many older persons live

Then they go door-to-door and offer
free inspections. Usually they will
“inspect’’ under the house or in the attic
where the elderly personis less likely to
80,come back with stories of termite or
other pest infestation, and report that
extensive structural damage has
resulted.

For a fee that may range as high as
thousands of dollars, they offer to get rid
of the pests and repair the damage. In
many instances, pests are found not to
have been present, and no structural
damage has taken place

In one case in the Structural Pest
Control Board's files, a widow who has
inherited $30,000 claimed to have been
taken by an unscrupulous exterminator

As restitution to the
consumer, he offersa company check for
some amount in excess of what the

consumer had lost

When the customer protests that the
amount i1s more than he paid, the
representative tells him that he can give
the company his check for the difference
The company check is worthless, and the
consumer has losteven more money

My attorneys say it is a good idea to ask
tosee the license or serviceman's card of
any home solicitor for pest control
companies. If the person is reluctant to
produce such identification, or says he
doesn’t have it with him, be suspicious

that under the present
guidelines set out January 15,
lube o0il receives only a
general priority classification
which forced many oil
producers and distributors to
selloil needed for agriculture
tonon-agricultural users.

Illustrating the emergency
situation faced by the farmer,
Clayton pointed out that not
only is general farm
equipment, such as tractors,
trucks and combines, working
overtime this year to produce
the bumper crop of food
Americans will require, but
essentials like irrigation
pumps for the irrigated
farmlands all across Texas
are needing large amounts of
lubricants because of the
extremely dry year Texas is
undergoing. Without the
requisite lubricants, Clayton
warned, not only will
machinery be stopped in the
fields, but water will not even
reach the crops.

Clayton said that he is also
urging the Texas Railroad
Commission and his fellow
legislators to join with him in
the effort to get the priority
established.
