The Roydada Volunteer Fire Depart­

ment held their first Floydada Agro- 
Rescue School Saturday, August 18 
from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. They had 
115 people to register that were from 31 
different departments throughout the 
state. The school was given to keep 
abreast of the many new problems that 
are constantly arising in the fire service 
and experiences in fire control and fire 
protection methods.

The wives of the Roydada Firemen 
were in charge of the registration that 
went from 7-9:00 a.m. They had coffee 
and donuts and cakes for all the 
members of the school. The wives that 
were in charge of this were Nancy 
Welborn, Rhonda Guthrie. Beth Eckert, 
Stacy Reeves, Elizabeth Sims. Ginger 
Warren, and Penny Ogden. They were 
also in charge of getting all the 
certificates ready to be handed out at 
the end of the day.

Classes began at 9:00 a.m. with three 
hours of lectures and slides given in the 
fire hall. This covered the following: 
Overview of Problem. Machinery Con­
struction. Pre-Planning of Farm Res­
cue, and Safety Devices and Rescue 
Coordination. A slide presentation was 
given by Joe Smetena with the Farm 
Bureau from Waco on Extrication. Doak 
Enabanit and Jim Majorowsky with the 
Lubbock E.M.S. gave a slide presenta­
tion on victim care and packaging.

Qass participation began at 1:00 p.m. 
and went until 7:00 p.m. For this the 
students were divided into six man 
teams and taken outside for their

hands-on training, in which they were 
taught the following:

1. Safety on original factor safety 
features of machines. The safety rules 
around machinery and the safety at the 
scene.

2. Duties of team members and how 
to always work as a team and the 
make-up of a team.

3. Set up and rescue procedures. 
Here the students set up dummies as

victims that were caught in machinery 
and were taught how to rescue a victim 
from the machinery without more injury 
to anyone.

Hightower addresses 
SWCD luncheon

County Fair to begin

Royd County Soil and Water Conser­
vation District hosted a luncheon at 
Massie Activity Center for Jack High­
tower, U.S. Congressman from the 13th 
District on August 21. Following the 
meal. Congressman Hightower spoke 
on the 1985 farm bill.

Congressman Hightower, who said 
he represents one of the “ largest and 
richest agricultural areas in the world” , 
stated, “ the real need is to address 
the real problems and find the approp­
riate solutions.’ ’ He pointed out that it 
is often difficult to determine the 
problem and even more difficult to find 
an answer.

Hightower discussed the 1985 Farm 
Bill for which hearings are now under­
way. According to Hightower, the bill 
will contain numerous commodity 
programs, but will also contain many 
non-commodity programs. The target

price and loan structure portion of the 
bill should remain unchanged.

Said Hightower, “ It’s going to be 
pretty much more of the same. The farm 
bill should be similar to those of the 
past. The major difference will be in the 
administration of the programs involv­
ed,”  stated Hightower.

The Congressman pointed out that 
the cost of administering and monitor­
ing programs must be carefully consid­
ered to determine if they are effective.

Hightower called for more effective 
management and increased foreign 
sales to boost the agricultural economy. 
He also insists that agricultural re­
search must be encouraged and funded, 
search must be encouraged and funded.

“ The only way things will work out is 
for someone to work them out and it is 
for those of us in positions of responsibi­
lity to be the ones to do it,’ ’ declared 
Hightower.

Wester retires from postmaster position after 28 years

Ed Wester, a distinguished silver 
haired gentleman of sixty-three years, 
is retiring from his duties at the United 
States Post Office in Floydada on 
August 31st. Wester has been the 
Postmaster in Floydada since March 15, 
1955. He served as acting Postmaster 
until June of 1956, when he was 
appointed Postmaster by President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower.

A reception was aVinounced in this 
paper last week in error. The employees 
of the U.S. Postal Service will honor the 
retiring postmater at a private reception 
for employees and their families only.

Wester was born in Sulphur Springs, 
Texas on August 7, 1921. His family 
moved to Floydada the next month and 
he considers himself a life-long resi­
dent. Wester’s father, J.C. Wester, 
operated a grocery here for a number of 
years.

After completing high school. Wester 
attended North Texas State, where he 
was awarded a Bachelor of Science 
degree in business. Ed joined the 
Marine Corps in 1943. He served with 
the Fifth Marine Division on Iwo Jima 
and was a part of the occupation of 
Japan after World War II. Wester said 
“ I still have some bad feelings about 
that time in our history, but I have 
learned to deal with them and lead a 
productive life.”

Wester and his wife, Jo, were 
married on July 20, 1947. They met 
while he was a sales clerk at Hagood’s 
store (now Anderson’s). Mrs. Wester, 
Jo, was secretary for attorney Richard 
Stovall at the time. The Westers have 
three sons and t̂wo foster daughters.

Wester works parttime at the Federal 
Credit Union.

The Boy Scouts have benefitted from 
an association of more than thirty years 
with Wester. He worked with them as 
his sons grew up and continues to 
support the organization. Wester was 
the recipient of the Silver Beaver Award 
for his many years of service. He has 
also been active in most of the other 
worthwhile organizations in Floydada, 
including the Red Cross, the March of 
Dimes, and the Chamber of Commerce.

He is now secretary for the American 
Legion and an elder in the First 
Christian Church.

Life has not all been smooth sailing 
for Wester. He suffered a hearing loss 
in 1968 and had surgery to remove a 
tumor on the optic nerves that caused 
the condition. The only residual effects 
of the problem are a slight paralysis in

South Plains, Monday August 20:
When the school bell rings for the 

South Plains Independent School Dist­
rict on August 27, it will be marking the 
beginning of a new school term under 
many new laws and regulations that 
resulted from the special session of the 
Texas Legislature.

Classes will begin at 8:15 a.m. and 
end at 3:30 p.m. and following state 
law, every student is expected to be in 
his or her desk every day of the school 
year except when too ill to be in school.

Five absences, with written excuses 
from home, will allow the student to be 
re-admitted to class. Absences over five 
days must be excused with a written 
excuse from a medical professional.

Daily attendance will be crucial to the 
student being able to make a 70 percent 
average in every class in order to be 
eligible for promotion. To help lagging 
youngsters, tutorial services will be 
provided where needed. Bus students 
will have a study period from 3:45 p.m. 
until the bus arrives from Floydada.

Kindergarten will be available on a 
half-day basis. The morning session 
begins at 8:15 and dismisses at 11:15 
a.m. Those youngsters who are 5 years 
old on or before September 1, 1984 are 
eligible to attend. Also those youngsters 
who are 4 years old before September 1, 
1984 and cannot speak English are 
eligible to attend Pre-Kindergarten 
classes. Upon registration parents are 
asked to bring their child’s birth 
certificate and health records.

Cafeteria services will be available for 
breakfast and lunch. Breakfast will be 
available from shortly before 8:00 a.m. 
for 25 cents. Lunch will be available at 
12:00 noon for 50 cents. Remember the 
school bus will leave each morning for 
Floydada at 7:45 a.m.

quilt when it was auctioned off between 
plays at the Junior-Senior Follies on 
April 30, 1935. Mr. George Finkner was 
the high bidder according to a May 7, 
1936 issue of the Hesperian. A section 
devoted to the school called “ The 
Hesperette”  reported the event as 
follows: “ The Junior-Senior Follies 
were given Thursday night, April 30. 
After the votes were counted, the total 
numbers were 165 for the Juniors and 
85 for the Seniors. “ Wheatfire,”  a 
tragedy given by the Juniors had the 
following cast:

Martin Wade, James Roy; Ursula 
Wade, Virginia Simpson; Ann Olson, 
Elizabeth Hardgrove; a man, Richard 
Tubbs;

The Senior play “ Dead Expense,”  
had the following cast: Sally, Nadyne 
Wood; Ma, Pearl Croft; Pa, Eulan 
Williamson; Mannie, Bill Phillips.

The Senior quilt was auctioned off 
between the two plays. There were 
several who bid on the quilt. It was 
finally bought by Mr. George Finkner 
for $12.00. This quilt is very beautiful, 
being made out of pink and blue, the 
class colors.”

In the dedication for her donation, 
Mrs. Lanier says, “ 1 believe it cost 10 
cents to get your name on the quilt.”  
Mrs. Lanier’s father purchased the quilt 
as a surprise graduation present for her. 
Many names of classmates were not on 
the quilt because they probably didn’t 
have a dime,”  according to some.
