Some thoughts on the situation, or 
situations, in Washington, Austin, and 
elsewhere; or the difference between 
Theory and Practice in politics and 
government.

First, Washington; Without doubt the 
Iran arms deal was a massive political 
blunder that ought never to have 
happened. It is ironic that Reagan, often 
accused by his opposition in the media 
and in Congress as lacking “ compas­
sion," could allow his compassion for 
American hostages to so cloud his 
thinking that he ends up with his 
presidency damaged and his original, 
laudable policy of establishing some 
sort of opening with future Iranian 
leadership in shreds.

To his credit the President has 
accepted responsibility in the matter. 
And to his credit he has done the right 
thing in trying to get the full story 
before the American people. It was he 
who appointed the Tower Commission 
and gave it carte blanc to examine the 
working of the National Security Council 
in this matter and report its findings to 
the American people. It was his 
Attorney General who gave us our first 
public disclosures as to the probably 
and possible ramifications of the affair. 
It was his Administration that first 
urged the appointment of a special 
prosecutor to follow whatever criminal 
leads might be uncovered. So the 
President can hardly be faulted for 
trying to cover up the story. But he can 
be faulted, in my view, for not 
understanding that the politics of the 
Mid-east is not the politics of Mid- 
America. With the politics of Mid-

Under the new system, each indi­
vidual is eligible to vote for a council 
member in the district in which he/she 
resides, plus making a choice for mayor 
and the two at-large seats.

In the Saturday election, places filled 
for two-year terms were mayor and 
districts two and three. Districts one 
and four and the two at-large seats were 
filled for one-year periods.

Serving as judges for the balloting 
were: Peggy Medley (District One), 
Sharon Quisenberry (District Two), 
John Key West (District Three) and 
Kathy Green (District Four).

America, Reagan is thoroughly ex­
perienced and at home. With the 
politics of the Mid-east, he still seems to 
be a babe in the woods, taking at face 
value the Israeli’s oft-repeated claims 
that they are only trying to help 
America in that region.

And if Reagan can't seem to get a 
handle on the political workings of the 
Mid-east, his subordinates in this case 
were even less knowledgable and less 
wise. How North, McFarland, Poindex­
ter, et al., figured they could deal with 
one small group in Iran without other, 
competing groups becoming aware and 
blowing the whistle is simply astound­
ing. They couldn’t, they didn’t, and 
their President, and our President 
suffered, not to mention the greater 
suffering it caused the country.

Let us hope they can now get on with 
the job at hand in Washington. It won’t 
be easy. Despite their pious protest­
ations to the contrary, the President’s 
opponents are elated by all this. They 
will stretch it out as long as possible, 
feeling that as long as Reagan is on the 
defensive, he will not be pushing his 
"agenda" and they will have a much 
better chance to push their own. They 
will determine the issues to be debated 
and the parameters of the debate, they 
hope, tnanks to the bone headed 
blunders of staff people who should 
have known better and acted different-
fy-

In Austin there seems to be a 
realization that the Governor is to be 
reckoned with more seriously than when 
he took over eight years ago. In the 
Senate there is still the contingent led 
by Bill Hobby crying out for higher 
taxes, but in the House, where tax bills 
must originate, the mood seems to 
dictate caution in that regard. Hobby is 
positioning himself to run for governor 
next time around. His continuing efforts 
to boost taxes may serve him well with 
those who benefit from the funds 
flowing into and out of the State’s 
treasury, but will likely come back to 
haunt him as far as everybody else is 
concerned.

In the meantime Gements, who 
announced before his election that he 
was not going to run for reelection, 
seems very relaxed about the whole 
thing. Perhaps for good reason. Within 
the past few days a new poll conducted 
by Texas A&M pollsters Jim Dyer and 
Kathy Casteel indicates that those who 
want the State’s budget crisis solved by 
cuts in spending far outnumber those 
who want the crisis solved by higher 
taxes. Forty nine percent say they want 
the matter solved by cutting state 
spending, only 10 percent say they want
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the cover.

it solved by boosting taxes, while some 
30 percent say they would like to see 
some cuts in spending and some 
increases in taxes.

And in the early polling on who is 
likely to emerge as the choice for 
President on the national Democratic 
and Republican tickets, some surprises 
show up. Across the South generally, 
Gary Hart barely leads among Demo­
crats, and George Bush leads among 
potential Republican primarv voters. 
But in Texas there's a different twist. 
Here Bush leads among Republicans 
and Lee lococca leads as the choice of 
Democrats. The big problem is that 
lococca has said publicly, more than 
once, that he is a Republican, and that 
he is not going to run for the job. So we 
have the strange situation of seeing 
Te_as Democrats name a Republican as 
their first choice, with Hart running 
second. The Rev. Jesse Jackson emerg­
ed as the best known and the least liked 
among possible Democratic candidates, 
a rather dubious distinction. At this 
stage of the game such polls are mostlj 
meaningless and serve only as fodder 
for political pundits. The poll measured 
name recognition and “ popularity/un- 
popularity" attitudes towards the candi­
dates.

For what it is worth. Hart ran strong 
(64 percent) among those who called 
themselves "liberal Democrats.” One 
of his many problems is that those who 
call themselves "liberal” make up less 
than 30 percent of the total Texas 
electorate. So he runs strongest in that 
segment of the population that repre­
sents the least number of people. 
Perhaps an indication as to why he runs 
so strong in that particular group can be 
found in the following tidbit of infor­
mation; Mr. Hart came to Texas a 
couple of weeks ago to do some 
campaigning. He stopped in Houston. 
Sunday morning March 8. Hart, in 
company with other liberals, in both 
parties, has been highly critical of the 
involvement of the so-called "religious 
right" in American politics. Church 
people really ought to stay out of 
politics, the argument goes. So where 
does Mr. Hart choose as the forum for 
his Houston campaign stop? Perhaps 
you guessed it. There, from the pulpit of 
a black church, with microphones in 
evidence and photographers in readi­
ness. he spoke of various "scandals" in 
America, including the scandal of 
funding cuts in childrens lunch pro­
grams, the undermining of the civil 
rights commission, shortages in student 
loans, and evils in South Africa. For 
speaking of these “ scandals” he re­
ceived applause and signed many 
autographs.

So perhaps we can formulate another 
standard rule of thumb in politics. Call 
it the Gary Hart Principle of Hypocriti­
cal Politics, which translates into: "It is 
Bad for Church People to get involved in 
Politics, unless they are on Your Side. 
Then It Is Good.”

Sexual abuse of children is a serious 
problem in the United States. Sexual 
abuse may be defined as “ anything 
sexual between an adult and a child in 
which the purpose is to gratify the 
sexual needs ol an adult." Estimates of 
the incidence rate of sexual abuse vary, 
bi't many researchers agree that one in 
four girls and one in eleven boys have a 
sexual experience in childhood with a 
much older adult. While most sexual 
abuse victims are female, this may 
partially be due to the fact that males

are much less likely to report sexual 
abuse. It is clear that the number of 
reported cases is just the “ tip of the 
iceberg” : many children feel fear and 
guilt and do not report the incidents.

The popular image of the sexual 
offender as being a “ pervert” or 
“ molester” or “ dirty old man” is not 
accurate. In from 60 to 80 percent of the 
sexual abuse cases the abuser is known 
to the child, either a relative, neighbor, 
or acquaintance of the victim.

report sexual abuse, for two main 
reasons:

1. Sexual abuse is not usually a 
single, isolated incident, but typically 
occurs repeal.;dly over a period of time, 
often years. If no intervention occurs, 
the abuse will continue for this particu­
lar child and may extend to other 
children as well.

2. The child may feel that he or she is 
to blame for the sexual episodes. The 
resultant guilt can have a devastating 
psychological impact on the child. This 
psychological trauma leads to the most 
lung lasting damage to the child, not the 
physical trauma which may or may not 
occur. Therapy for the child needs to 
begin as soon as piossible, to prevent 
lifelong psychological problems.

If a child reports a case of suspected 
sexual abuse to you, you should do ^he 
following:

1. Remain calm. The way in which the 
child's parents and involved profession­
als react are believed to be the most

important factor in determining how 
traumatic the experience will be for the 
child. Your becoming emotional will not 
help.

2. Report the incident to your local 
Child Protective Services worker in 
Floydada 983-2280, or on the toll-free 
Child Abuse hotline (1-800-252-5400). 
In either case the incident will be 
investigated promptly and confidenti­

Congratulations and kudos are cer­
tainly in order for Bill Hale and the 
Roydada Development Company in 
their efforts to secure a minimum 
security prison facility for Roydada. 
The overwhelming majority (almost 
70%) of the 303 votes tabulated in the 
recent Hesperian survey clearly indi­
cates a definite interest for such an 
undertaking in our community.

As the April 2 Hesperian editorial 
emphasized, agriculture has—and will 
continue to be—the economic base for 
Floydada and similar smaller towns in 
our area. As everyone is well aware, the 
agribusiness is in rather dire straits 
at the present time, and areas totally 
dependent upon agriculture are “ hurt­
ing.”

Even though the Lubbock area ap­
pears to have a fairly solid base, the city 
fathers there have elected to expand 
their already diversified economy by 
attempting to attract an awesome 
scheme known as the multi-billion 
dollar “ Supercollider.” There aren’t a 
whole lot of projects or industries 
adapted for smaller communities. How­
ever, just as the Lubbocks and Ama-

rillos will contend for the “ Super­
colliders,” the Perrytons, Muleshoes, 
and Roydadas now have the chance to 
throw their hats in the ring in pursuit of 
opportunities such as the minimum 
security penal institutions.

There are those, with perhaps justi­
fiable reservations, who do not want 
such a facility in our midst. At this 
point, none of us should be totally for or 
against the idea—with open minds, we 
need to consider the issue and the 
long-term ramifications of what such a 
project would mean to Roydada. When 
the questions are answered and the 
facts are known then we’ll all have the 
chance to weigh the “ good” vs. the 
“ bad.”

Mr. Hale and his progressive-minded 
associates on the development company 
have given us just that chance. An open 
forum has been scheduled at the Massie 
Activity Center at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 
April 20. A large attendance at this 
meeting should provide a platform for 
enough input (and output) to see if the 
project warrants further study. If yon 
are interested in the future of Roydada, 
BE THERE.

Four guidelines given for 
dealing with family stress

Stress is a family affair. One family 
member experiencing stress sends rip­
ples through the entire family.

Often the most stressful times occur 
when a family experiences the pile-up of 
many stressful events. One farm family 
experienced a day piled high with 
stressful happenings — the farmer’s 
hay was rained on for the third time, his 
truck’s transmission went out, and his 
prize Holstein got sick. The entire 
family was affected by these events.

Serious, single stressful events and 
pile-up situations call for creative 
planning to master family stress. Fami­
ly members display warning signals 
when they experience stress. Among 
them may be sleeplessness, irritability 
or physical symptoms, such as head­
aches, fatigue or backaches. Symptoms 
such as frequent parent-child conflicts, 
breakdowns in communications, fault- 
Tinding and sarcasm, or hostile beha­
viors among family members, also show 
up in the family. To recognize that your 
entire family is under stress rather than 
thinking that only one member has a 
problem is an important first step.

You can take four actions to deal with 
family stress. First, you can control 
some events. When surgery is planned

for Mom, for example. Dad or another 
family member can learn to manage in 
the kitchen before she goes to the 
hospital.

Second, you can control your atti­
tudes or how you look at events. A 
financial emergency can ruin a planned 
vacation or give a family the opportunity 
to relax and enjoy each other at home — 
it’s all in how you look at it.

Third, you can control the responses 
you have to the stressful event. A 
distressed family does not need to treat 
each other with criticism that ends in 
angry conflict, or resort to over-eating 
or isolation, for relief. A family can even 
choose to play together in order to work 
off some tension that is builidng up.

The fourth way to take action is to 
recognize and use re.sources. Reaching 
out for help is not a sign of weakness. It 
is knowing your own limits and then 
asking for help when you are feeling 
pulled beyond those limits. Family 
members, the family unit and those 
outside the family unit are among the 
resources to consider for help.

Probably every family experiences 
stress. Learning to cope with it can help 
strengthen your family.

“K iddie Rare  ” baby  
walker seat recalled

In cooperation with the U.S. Consum­
er Product Safety Commission, the 
Service Merchandise Company of Nash­
ville, Tennessee, has announced a 
voluntary recall of 49,000 Hi-Back 
Model 106 FLP, which were purchased 
in Service Merchandise Stores In 1984 
and 1985. The models involved have a 
white vinyl binding tape on the edges of 
the crotch strap. The hazard involved 
slippage of the strap through the buckle 
which secures the front of the walker’s 
seat to its deck. This slippage could 
result in infant entrapment or injury.

The Commission and Service Mer­
chandise are aware of at least five 
incidents involving seat strap slippage, 
one of which was associated with an 
infant death.

Service Merchandise is offering a free 
replacement seat at no charge to the 
consumer and urges all owners of the 
Model 106 FLP walker to participate in 
the recall.

Communication key to parents 
dealing with teen depression

Recent highly publicized teenage 
suicides in other states have once again 
focused Texas parents’ concerns closer 
to home.

“ Like adolescents everywhere,
Texas youngsters are under a great deal 
of stress,” says family life education 
specialist Diane Welch. “ This stress 
may lead to distress and then to 
depression.”

“ Depression takes many forms and 
has a wide variety of symptoms. It can 
range in intensity from a case of the 
blues to a chronic and recurring state of 
despair so severe that outside help is 
needed to overcome it,” she adds.

Many mental health professionals 
think adolescents experience masked 
depression or behaviors that are indir­
ect evidence of their depression, Welch 
says. These indirect signs include low 
school achievement, school phobia, 
drug and alcohol abuse, anorexia nervo­
sa, social isolation, sexual promiscuity 
and delinquency.

“ While depression is associated with 
a wide variety of behaviors, it s not 
always clear whether depression pre­
cedes or follows the behaviors,” she 
emphasizes.

According to the Texas A&M Univer­
sity Agricultural Extension Service 
home economist, parents may help 
reduce stress and the possibility of 
depression in their teenagers.

“ Recognize that youngsters can be 
under stress even from daily school 
activities such as getting good grades, 
succeeding in sports or making 
friends,” she says. “ Major life changes 
such as the death of a parent, friend or 
family member, pregnancy, parents’ 
divorce or starting to take drugs are 
even greater stressors.”

The specialist advises parents to 
communicate acceptance to their teen­
agers. “ Communication is a key to 
positive parent-teen relations. It is as 
important to listen as well as speak. Be 
willing to share your feelings as well as 
accept differences.”

Providing clear guidelines is also 
important, says Welch. Even though 
teenagers may outwardly reject parent­

al authority, they need clear guidelines 
and expectations. They will respect you 
for providing responsible standards and 
explaining the reasons behind the rules.

“ Don’t feel rejected,” she says! 
“ Accept the fact that teenagers turn to 
the peer group for emotional support 
and acceptance as part of growing up. 
The teenager is not rejecting you as 
much as reaching out for new relation, 
ships and independence.”

Help is available in many communi­
ties for parents who want to improve 
their parenting and communication 
skills, the specialist emphasizes. Cour­
ses and workshops are offered through 
churches, community education and 
county Extension offices and other 
programs in most Texas communities.

“ Parents who are concerned that 
their child is at risk of serious depres­
sion which may lead to suicide should 
not hesitate to call a local hospital, 
mental health clinic or suicide hotline 
for help,” she advises.

The Bible Is True
The Bible is true and our faith doesn’t depend on such information that 1 wish to 

share with you today...but it does make interesting reading.
A paper in Indiana presents the following question: “ Did you know that the space 

program is busy proving that what has been called ‘myth’ in the Bible as true? 
That is, what some thought to myth has turned out to be truth. Mr. Howard Hill, 
president of Curtis Engine Company in Baltimore and a consutant in the space 
program relates the development:

“ They were checking the position of the sun, moon and planets out in space 
where they would be 100 and 1,000 years from now.

and if darkness fell they would be overpowered. So Joshua asked the Lord to make 
the sun stand still!

• “ The sun stood still...and hasted not to go down about a whole day.” Joshua 
10:13.

“ There was still a missing day. They checked the computers going back into the 
time it was written and found it close, but not close enough. The elasped time that 
was missing in Joshua's day was 23 hours and 20 minutes—not a whole day. They 
read the Bible and there it was —“ about” a day.

“ ...They were still in trouble because if you cannot account for forty minutes you 
will still be in trouble 1,000 years from now...”

And after a search the scientists found 2 Kings 20:9-11. Hezekiah was on his 
death bed and was visited by the prophet Isaiah. Hezekiah said, “ It is a light thing 
for the shadow to go down ten degrees: nay, but let the shadow return backward ten 
degrees.

Texas is the third most populous state 
in the United States. The largest city is 
Houston, followed by Dallas. Houston is 
the third largest seaport.

Texas has 16 million citizens with 
millions of illegal residents.

Texas is third in agriculture.
Texas has 254 counties and 59 of 

these have an area larger than the state 
of Rhode Island. Texas has 71,000 miles 
of super highways and an airway system 
sufficient for its needs.

Texas has 68 state parks.
The highest mountains are the Guad­

alupe Mountains, which are 8.751 feet 
above sea level. They have 350 miles of 
coral reefs beneath them. American 
Airlines placed a monument atop these 
mountains as the higest peaks.

Chili (It was 

adopted in 1977.)
Texas has an average of 59 inches of 

annual rainfall on the gulf. El Paso 
received 8 inches annually.

Two men are making “ Treks Around 
Texas.”

Paul Pitts was asked to find the 
typical Texas city. He did not fine one. 
He was impressed by the size of Texas. 
A 70 mile area around San Angelo 
makes Texas “ come together.” Pitts 
described it as a "melting pot or stew.” 
Some things flavor this "Stew” more 
than others. San Angelo has more of 
these than others. He picked this as the 
most typical because this area has oil, 
cattle, farming, cowboys, roughnecks, 
wildcatters, football, old forts, mesquite 
trees, rivers, dozens of ethnic groups 
including strong Hispanic and German 
influences and good cooking.

Success in Texas: If at first you do not 
succeed try, try again for as many as 26 
times. That is what the Texas Army 
National Guard did when they tried to 
place the refurbished “ Goddess of 
Liberty” atop the 311 foot state capitol 
in Austin and then called the Mississip­
pi Army National Guard. With the help 
of one Texas helicopter they succeeded 
on the first try.

State Representative A1 Edwards is 
trying to get the bill to allow voluntary 
prayer back in our schools. We would be 
very proud to have this again.

Hill Country has grown 13 percent in 
the 80’s in Fredericksburg, west of 
Austin. Lakes that first lured vacation­
ing sportsmen now lure retiring sports­
men, mostly from Texas. Bill Ray, an 
engineer who lived and worked all over 
the world, including Hawaii and most 
recently Alaska, considered Hawaii but 
decided it was too costly. His family 
stumbled upon Fredricksburg while 
checking out Austin as a retirement 
spot.

Whooping cranes — Texas is proud of 
our whooping cranes which are protect­
ed under the Endangered Species Act. 
They stand about 5 feet tall and have a 
wingspan of approximately 7'/> feet. In 
1941 we had 15 and have rebounded to 
175 or 178 in two flocks. The large birds 
fly south for the winter. Grays Lake 
National Wildlife Refuge in Idaho are 
experimenting to increase their flocks 
by gathering eggs from the endangered 
whooping cranes and putting them in 
sandhill crane nests. The adopted 
whoopers are raised by their sandhill 
parents.

Texas Braham cattle — A 747 jumbo 
jet headed halfway around the world in 
January. It was not filled with anxious 
vacationers from Houston. There were 
no in-flight movies, magazines, no 
complimentary drinks or flight attend­
ants to assure a smooth trip for the 1% 
head of prime Texas cattle on the 
Cargolux Airlines from Houston Inter­
continental Airport to Bangkok. The 
Braham cattle found at ranches all over 
Texas by the Texas Department of 
Agriculture left Houston for Northern 
Thailand to be used for breeding 
purposes. The biggest problem was 
getting the pens specially built at the 
airport. The cattle were moved from the 
trucks into pens which were bolted to 
the floor on pallets. The bulls were put 
in front of the aircraft and the cows 
stayed in the back. The bulls were put in 
front because bulls do all their thinking 
with their eyes and noses. You don’t 
want a bunch of frustrated bulls in an 
airplane. The cattle were expected to 
spend about 23 hours in flight. The fare 
for hauling them to Thailand would run 
$250,(X)0

“ Texas”  — Musical drama and its 
concessions in Palo Duro Canyon State 
Park have been assured of extension for 
another 25 years. In 1986 the amphi­
theatre averaged 94 percent capacity 
each night. Nearly two million people 
have seen the show. We are very proud 
of this. What is so unusual about 
“ Texas” is that it has been put on in the 
Palo Duro Canyon floor for 21 years.

Can collecting keeps wolf from the 
door — In Odessa every day, grandmo­
thers, Girl Scouts, residents of an 
Odessa home for mentally retarded, 
those down on their luck since the oil 
slump, elderly people and women 
wearing diamond rings and driving 
Cadillacs have cashed in aluminum cans 
at the metal company. The cans bring 
20 cents for 24 cans. One grandmother 
has collected $3,OCX) worth for her 
grandsons’ college fund. People have 
been laid off because of the bad 
economy. One man who had been laid 
off said the money went for bread, 
beans and soup for his family. Exercise 
motivates a few, small Social Security 
benefits, medical bills that Medicare 
doesn’t cover, heart patients, people 
who have been laid off are most of the 
reasons for can collecting. This is a way 
to have an income with dignity. We are

proud of these people who are too proud 
to ask for help or for giveaways. This 
income gives them pride and helps 
them cope with their situations.

High tech computer catchea apeeders
— The county constables in Friends­
wood are taking traffic enforcement to a 
new electronic plateau. A radar using 
computer is an inconcpicious truck 
parked on a shoulder of Interstate 45 
south of Houston triggers a camera that 
photographs speeders each half second, 
compared to a police officer’s average of 
14 tickets a day. Traffic violation notices 
are sent out to the owners of vehicles 
photographed which were traveling 65 
miles an hour, 10 mph over the limit. 
Fines begin at $60. There were 548 
violators on a four-hour period. All 
speedsters are caught and not one 
pulled over by an officer. Texas should 
be proud of the first equipment of this 
sort in America. Switzerland has one of 
these also.

Texas first-ever money printing plant
— This will be built in Fort Worth on a 
100-acre site on the northern edge of the 
city. This close proximity of the Dallas- 
Fort Worth International Airport played 
an important part in winning the 
bidding competition between 80 cities. 
The training program will produce 
highly skilled laborers earning high 
salaries. The printing plant is expected 
to be rolling $70 million in U.S, currency 
daily or 25 percent of America’s 
currency. This will be a boost to Texas’ 
economy. Texas is very proud to get this 
operation in its state.

Alligator season — We have bird, 
squirrel, deer, snake, and now alligator 
season in Texas. It is held September 
5-12 of each year. Seven hundred and 49 
alligators were bagged last year. An 
orientation is a must before a license 
and tags are issued. Dealers vie for the 
big alligators because the skins are used 
for shoes, bags, belts, etc.

Romdrunner 87 — The army invaded 
Brady, Tex., in a big way. The reason: 
Brady, piopulation 6,000, hosted Road- 
runner ’87, the largest a.my exercises 
the past 20 years. One man said, “ You 
can see the Army all over town, even at 
the Dairy Queen.” The six-day opera­
tion spread over 16 West Texas counties 
more than 200 miles long and 70 miles 
wide. Nine hundred soldiers were 
involved, 1,700 trucks and jeeps and 90 
helicopters. The maneuvers were de­
signed to train commanders in moving 
troops in the field. Fighting troops 
were not involved. One man said, “ 1 
knew Texas was big but this is 
incredible.” Roadrunner ’87 is the 
USA’s warm-up for Reforger in Sept­
ember, an annual join NATO military 
exercise in West Germany.

Texas first — Texas was first in San 
Antonio to find that hair analysis can 
detect drug use. The method is fool­
proof and can show the degree to which 
a person is a chemical abuser. As the 
hair grows it traps drugs such as 
cocaine, heroine, marijuana and amphe­
tamines if they are in the bloodstream. 
This test is for far superior to the urine 
test which is good for 2 or 3 days after 
usage.

Economy is bad in Texas — Authori­
ties say a 20 unit apartment was built in 
Texas with stolen lumber, wiring, 
plumbing, carpeting and appliances and 
it did not cost a penny.

Texas surgery — The Malone Hogan 
a in ic  is in Big Spring. It is an 
outpatient clinic approved by state and

federal government. Several hundred 
procedures can be performed through 
the program. It will feature one-day 
surgery at about half the cost of a 
hospital stay. If you are anticipating 
surgery soon. West Texans will have a 
cheaper place to go.

Skyrocketing business gets Texas 
family Into jam — The Bill Day family 
had peaches too ripe for shipping but 
great for eating so Mrs. Day started 
making jam. Too much jam for the 
family increased and led to selling. The 
Roaring Springs jam factory opened in 
Roaring Springs. They have added 
cedar berries, onions, Jalapeno pep­
pers, grapes, pumpkins, wild plums, 
mesquite beans, watermelon and oth­
ers. They made some grass burr jelly as 
a joke but the concoction began to sell. 
A Lubbock store asked them to make 
some onion jelly. It turned out to be 
popular. The “ Taste of Texas” label 
requires thai 80 percent of a product 
must come from Texas. They have 
mesquite bean jelly to be the best-seller 
in growing markets stretching from 
Lubbock to Dallas. We are very proud of 
our jelly and jam making neighbors.

Texas citrus crop — Three years ago 
the freeze in the Rio Grande Valley 
wiped out $100 million in fruit and 
trees. The Texas Ruby Red grapefruit 
was the star product. This freeze caused 
the growers to have to start completely 
over. Now the Texas citrus crop has 
made a turnaround. You can’t keep the 
proud Texans down.

Texas size move — You know you are 
in Texas when you see a 6,000 
square-foot mansion being moved to a 
new site three miles away. It is the third 
biggest building ever moved in Texas. 
The Henry Strite residence is 81 years 
old and belongs to the late oil baron. It 
was moved to Sam Houston Park amid 
the dazzling modem downtown Hous­
ton. It is being restored by the Harris 
County Heritage Society and made into 
a museum. Five homes and a church

have been restored by the group. Two 
other buildings in the state larger than 
the Strite’s house have been restored by 
Texas. They are an office building in 
Denton and the Fairmont Hotel behind 
the Alamo in San Antonio. How do you 
capture third place? Have an access in 
money of $100,000, cut or move 35 
electric lines, 29 phone lines, 5 TV cable 
lines, 19 traffic signals and several 
freeway lines, shut off a portion of the 
interstate highway and trim trees.

Miss McGranaham told the class to be a 
friend to anyone we know in an abusive 
relationship, married or dating. She told 
the group to encourage them to leave 
him and get help. She told about many 
cases her office has helped. They give 
shelter to men, women and children. 
95% abuse case victims are women and 
children. Shelter houses are in Lubbock 
and Hobbs, New Mexico but anyone in 
Flovdada can call the Lubbock hotline 
number 806-765-8393 and they will gei 
help. The meeting was then adjourned.

America and Europe. The animal was 
really a monasaur in that it had the 
ability to swim. The monasaur was 
known to inhibit shallow seas and 
obviously swam here when this area 
was covered by water.

Texas merger — American Petrol Co. 
of Midland formed a merger with 
another company and summoned all the 
employees to a meeting. To be fair to 
all, slips A and B were passed out to 
each employer. A was a job offer and B 
was a form letter of dismissal.

Farm subsidies were plowed into 
Texas farms this year by the millions, 
but the biggest payment did not go to a 
Texas farmer. It was to the Crown 
Prince of Liechenstein and International 
Paper Co., headquartered in New York, 
known as Farms of Texas.

Jim Hightower said, “ Making large 
payments to institutional farms under­
mines the government's entire farm 
program.” In 1985 the farms of Texas 
did not participate in the farm program 
but in 1986 they were forced into the 
federal subsidy program. The govern­
ment started selling rice at half price. 
Dan Mathews, who manages the 90,000 
acres said, “ Either you join the pro­
gram or go broke!” The prince, 
41-year-old heir to the throne, owns half 
of the company which has 22,000 acres 
in Brazoria near Alvin, 17,000 acres east 
of Dallas in Hopkins County and 9,500 
acres near Texarkana. The prince’s own 
country is in Alpine Valley between 
Switzerland and Austria and covers 61 
square miles. The newly passed legisla­
tion capping total subsidies to farmers 
at $250,000 goes into effect. “ When 
people see payments the prince. King 
Ranch and J.T. Boswell empire of 
California, they question why have a 
farm program at all,” said Hightower.

Three-for-one in Texas — After Eddie 
Cook of Fort Worth died from injuries 
suffered when hit by a car, three women 
showed up at the funeral home, claimed 
to be his wife and to make matters 
worse, insisted on riding in the funeral 
limousine.

If not 
enough merchants want the model it is 
never manufactured. Designers like 
Oscar de la Renta bring ideas to Texas. 
Many Texas companies have made it 
big in western wear like Liz Claiborne 
and Ralph Lauren, who have taught the 
rest of the nation how make and wear 
western wear. It is beautiful denim and 
chambray which are new. New York 
really can show us nothing. “ If it ain't 
Texas, we don’t know what it is.” one 
Texan said. The Justin Boot Company 
made 65 million last year and bought 
the Nocona Boot Company. Tony Lama 
made $79 million last year. The Resistol 
Company in Garland, a hat manufactur­
er, made $35 million last year. It makes 
the Tom Landry hats.

Texas makes Its mark — The aliens 
have become a pain in the neck for 
businesses.

Not to be outdone, 
they have made “ Rappelle” for the cat. 
It is cedar based and repellant to fleas 
and if used on your cat she smells like a 
cedar chest. A high chair has been 
designed which boosts your cat to table 
level and sells for $85. A fashion show 
for cats called “ Cat House Fashions” is 
held at the Dallas Convention Center 
each year with live cat models.
