The Department of Public 
Safety is estimating that as many 
as 54 deaths will result from traffic 
accidents during the Labor Day 
holiday. DPS Director Jim Adams 
said the estimate is based upon 
previous holiday experience.

“ During the last Labor Day 
period, we had 52 deaths reported 
in both urban and rural accidents. 
The inclusion of subsequent deaths 
due to traffic-related injuries 
which occurred during the period 
brought the final count to 55,” 
Adams said.

“ Obviously, we would be 
pleased to have no fatal accidents 
during this 78-hour holiday, but 
our statistics show that it is not 
probable. We know that some

drivers will insist upon driving 
while intoxicated, others will 
deliberately exceed the speed limits 
and still others will drive in a 
careless or reckless manner,” he 
said. “ Unfortunately, fatal 
accidents can be expected.”

“ DWI and speeding are always 
the biggest contributing factors to 
our traffic deaths, but the failure 
to use seat belts is another reason 
we have so many fatalities. If more 
drivers would simply stay sober, 
drive within the speed limits and 
wear seat belts, fatalities would 
decline still further,” said Adams.

DPS statistics for the year to 
date reveal a two per cent decrease 
in fatalities statewide. Adams says 
the decrease in total deaths may 
indicate more people are using seat 
belts.

“ While the decline in fatalities is 
not as substantial as we’d like to 
see, we do feel that seat belt use is 
increasing and may be a factor in 
this decrease. It is an obvious 
lifesaving device that is available in 
the vast majority of our vehicles,” 
noted Adams.

DPS will conduct two major 
programs during the Labor Day 
period. Operation Motorcide will 
provide updated numbers of 
traffic deaths to the news media as 
the accidents occur. Operation 
Holiday stations troopers at 
locations where high volumes of 
traffic are anticipated or where 
violations are expected.

You can help protect your child 
if you will...LISTEN to your child 
with full attention, on a regular 
basis.

LISTEN with a non-judgmental 
attitude (listening and talking 
about problems such as sex, 
alcohol or drug abuse does not 
mean you condone the activity.)

LISTEN when your child asks 
directly for help and make your 
responsiveness a top priority.

LISTEN and take seriously your 
child’s concerns, never dismissing 
them with a “ Don’t worry”  or

“That’s silly.”
LISTEN and confront evidence 

of trouble directly, firmly and 
calmly while discussing your 
concern and the consequences of 
continued unacceptable behavior- 
never lecture, listen.

LISTEN to your child’s 
teachers, to the parents of friends 
who may have helpful 
observations and suggestions.

LISTEN and give honest 
answers about your own use of 
alcohol, tobacco or drugs, 
realizing that a child’s accusations 
and excuses may simply be an 
attempt to divert attention from 
themselves.

LISTEN to the professionals 
you consult, value their advice and 
follow it rather than retreating into 
a defensive shell. I

CATARACTS--How They Develop
Even though all persons with cataracts do not require surgical 

treatment, cataracts remain the leading cause of hospital 
admissions for eye operations in the United States. Approximately 
15 per cent of all individuals in the United States who are 
considered legally blind have cataracts as the underlying cause. 
There is no approved treatment for cataracts other than surgical 
removal at the right stage of their development. Many important 
advances in the surgical management of cataracts have been made 
and the usual results of surgery are excellent.

As stated in the previous article, cataracts are NOT the result of a 
growth over the outside of the eye nor are they tumors. When the 
crystalline lens becomes cloudy or opaque and does not transmit 
light as easily as it used to, then it is called a “cataract.”

From early childhood until about the age of 40 years, the 
crystalline lens is a flexible, soft, high powered lens that changes 
focus from distance vision to near vision rapidly. With age, this 
lens begins to lose some of its elasticity and focusing at near 
becomes more and more difficult. When this happens, and it is 
considered normal between the ages of 35 and 45, a person begins 
to need extra help to read. This condition is called “ presbyopia” 
and is a normal part of the aging process, just like graying hair or 
wrinking skin. At least some degree of lens opacities are found in 
95 per cent of persons over the age of 65. There are, however, many 
exceptions to the rule. Not everyone over the age of 65 has 
cataracts. In myopic patients it is less apparent because the 
nearsightedness provides good near vision. Cataracts can usually 
only be seen with an optical instrument used by your optometrist.

Finding Solutions to Our Water Problem

Sometimes it seems like our 
water problem is like our 

weather: Everyone talks about it 
but no one does anything. How­
ever, the truth is there arc many 
fine people working on the prob­
lem; they just need more help.

People are finding solutions 
at the High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District, the 
U.S.D.A. Department of Soil 
Conservation, the Plant and Wa­
ter Stress Center and the Water 
Research Center at Texas Tech 
University, just to name a few. 
This week I’d like to share with 
you some of the things they’re 
working on.

Much of the research involves 
finding ways to increase the re­
charge of the Ogallala Aquifer 
Most of our rainfall evaporates 
before it ever reaches the aqui­
fer, so experiments have been 
conducted to route rainfall di­
rectly to the aquifer through a 
series of holes drilled in the sur­
face. Unfortunately, in the past, 
these holes soon became clogged 
with debris. Recently, new filters 
have been developed that can 
eliminate this problem. It is esti­

mated that this technology could 
extend the life of the aquifer by 
ten percent.

A large amount of the re­
charge is through the many 
playas that lie over the Ogallala. 
And there’s a new development 
that could increase this flow. 
Experiments are being done with 
knot grass, a species that can 
grow on the bottom of the 
playas. Its roots make an excel­
lent conduit for recharge. These 
experiments have also led to 
what could be a significant side 
benefit. Knot grass has a high 
enough protein content to sup­
port one and a half animals per 
acre. With 17,000 playas aver­
aging 22 acres each, this means 
over a half a million more ani­
mals could be supported on the 
High Plains.

Since almost half our rainfall 
is in small increments (less than 
25/100 inch) which evaporates 
quickly, any method that can 
reduce evaporation will have a 
great impact on our water sup­
ply. An interesting experiment 
uses discarded rubber tires. Re­
search has shown that if these

tires are broken into small chips 
and properly distributed, evapo­
ration is greatly reduced. This 
method also increases soil tem­
perature providing a longer 
growing season and, for exam­
ple, longer staple cotton for a 
more profitable crop.

Research is also being carried 
out on drought resistant crops, 
more effective brush control and 
marty other ways to conserve our 
water.

No single solution will solve 
the problem and no one has all 
the answers. We must constantly 
try new methods. And if some­
thing works, keep it; if it doesn’t, 
try something new. To do this 
we rely on the people whose job 
it is to search for answers. And 
they rely on our government’s 
support. But far too often their 
work is forgotten, neglected or 
tied up in bureaucratic red tape. 
That’s why we must have a Rep­
resentative in Washington who 
will continually apply the pres­
sure needed to maintain, and 
increase, government support 
for their work which is so critical 
to our survival.

Report On MDA Camp

Labor Day is upon us. For many 
it means one less day in the sun 
before settling back into the old 
grind. The one thing I associate 
with this weekend is the Jerry 
Lewis Extra Special Special. Two 
years ago I became involved in one 
of the many aspects of the 
Muscular Dystrophy Association- 
the MDA West Texas Summer 
Camp. I have enjoyed every 
moment.

When I was asked to be Senior 
Counsellor for the 1984 camp, I 
felt honored and excited. The 
patient-service coordinator from 
Amarillo and Lubbock, my co­
counsellor, and I began work on 
planning the camp in early March. 
Volunteers spent many hours 
getting materials and services 
donated. It was hard work, but we 
feel it was worth the effort. The

week-long camp was a success, and 
everyone enjoyed themself. Some 
of the activities included a pizza 
party, swamp mud wrestling, 
demonstrations by the Amarillo 
S.W.A.T. team and Fire 
Department, a VIP carnival (which 
featured a dunking booth), a visit 
from a hypnotist, and two dances-- 
to name a few.

Some people wish to know the 
technical information about the 
camp. For the past several years, it 
has been held at the Episcopal 
Service Center in Amarillo. The 
West Texas Region includes kids 
from the Panhandle and South 
Plains down to Midland-Odessa 
and Big Spring. Attending this 
year’s camp were 43 campers and 
about 50 volunteers. Each camper 
is assigned an attendant, who 
becomes that camper’s arms and 
legs for the week. There is a one- 
on-one ratio of campers and

attendants, so constant care is 
received, and close relationships 
develop.

Robert Vargas, ten-year-old son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Raul Vargas of 
Friona, has attended the West 
Texas Camp for the past two 
years. He and the other children 
participated in swimming and arts 
and crafts as well as the special 
events. He has reasons for 
excitement lately. The Make-A- 
Wish Foundation of Amarillo is 
sending him to Disneyland. He 
leaves in a few weeks and can 
hardly wait.

Why is camp so important? A 
child with Muscular Dystrophy 
knows that he is different from 
other children and often has 
difficulty adjusting. One week out 
of the year they spend time with 
others who share their problems 
and frustrations. They know that 
they are not alone in their 
struggles. The level of their spirit is 
raised, and morale is an important 
weapon in their fight against the 
progression of the disease.

A volunteer has a hard time 
explaining to others why camp 
means so much to him. It is 
difficult to understand unless you 
have experienced it. My reasons 
for returning each year are selfish 
ones. The electricity of love that 
runs through the group is exciting 
and even rejuvenating. Life­
long friendships develop, and it 
makes me feel good to know that I 
am helping others. The most 
difficult part of camp is the last 
day. As everyone says their 
goodbyes, they realize that some of 
the campers will not live to return 
the following summer. Already we 
know of two children who won’t 
ever be back.

It is important to know what 
Muscular Dystrophy is. It is a 
group of similar diseases marked 
by wasting and progressive 
weakness of the skeletal muscles 
(those that control body 
movements). It is a serious 
crippler, and although almost two- 
thirds of its victims are children, it 
can strike anyone, at any age. It is

usually inherited. However, 
genetic mutations can cause MD in 
families with no history of the 
disease. There is no cure and no 
way to arrest the disease process. 
There are forty neuromuscular 
diseases covered by the MDA. 
While many of these are not fatal, 
most are characterized by a 
shortened life span. Because of 
weakened chest muscles, a simple 
cold often becomes a pneumonia 
which can be lethal.

Camp is just one of the many 
aspects of the MDA. 75.1 per cent 
of the money raised goes to 
research and patient services; 20.1 
per cent goes for fund raising, and 
only 4.8 per cent goes to 
administration. Researchers are 
getting closer to our goals. 
However, we still have far to go, 
and every penny counts. Please, 
take a moment away from your 
weekend fun and make a phone 
call for the Telethon. The 
telephone number in Friona is 247- 
2701. Calls are being managed by 
David Sifford. If you want to 
donate your time, he may need 
your help.
