SWOPE ACCEPTS DIRECTOR-
ATE OF RED CROSS

Announcement of the appointment
of Horace M. Swope of St. Louis as
director of the Fourth Red Cross
Roll call in the Southwestern Divis-
ton of the American Red Cross, was
made to-day at division headquar-
ters in St. Louis.

Mr. Swope served as full time vol-
unteer Red Cross worker throughout
the war, holding at various time the
following positions; First Director
of the Bureau of Supplies;Associate
Manager of the Southwestern Di-
vision, Manager of the Southern
Zone, A. R. C,, in France and latter
Director of Army and Navy Depart-
ment in France.

In each of these capacities Mr.
Swope was signally successful and it
was because of the outstanding qual-
ities he displayed in the work, that
he was chosen to have charge of the
work of the Fourth Red Cross Roll
Call in the Southwestern Division.

There is a plea for the continua-
tion of Red Cross work based not
on what has been accomplished by
it, but by the deffinite and clear cut
program that has been presented for
future activities, Mr. Swope said,
during an interview, following his
appointment. “The Red Cross has
clearly demonstrated that its object
is to give only such service in com-
munities as is not already being giv-
en by some other organization.

“But with the constant drain upon
all communities through disease,
which is largely preventable, through
accidents, through disaster and the
various other conditions open to
remedy, there surely is not a com-
munity that cannot be benefited
through Red Cross Service.

“I have no doubt of the success of
the Roll Call. Renewal of member-
ship in the Red Cross has come to
be an annual event in the lives of the
American people.”
