The time is nearing when the 14th
annual Terry.County Fair will be on
us. - In fact, the dates, September the
28-29 are only about two weeks in the
offing, and with care almost anything
except perishables can now be select-
for the fair, and layed away for that
good day.

Foruteen years ago, at the little vil-

lage of Gomez, the Terry County fair |

was instituted and put on record, and
_is today the oldest County fair on the
South Plains. There was no elabor-

£ . o . . !
ate prize list, it is true, but those

hearty pioneers of that day gathered
their best together in the face of the
fact that some hooted the idea, and
the fact that mnore than 100 miles lay
between them and the iron rails of
modern commerce.

It is a fact ihat less than 1000 folks
lived in Terry coihty at that date,but
they had the nerve to gather of the
fruits of their orchards, gardens and
fields and nct only exhibit them in
this county, but when the whole was

“seen togc:her, some on with fore-'

sight suggested that we could make
the eyes of the east open at the big
Dallas fair, and the stuff was hauled
110 miles to Big Spring for transpor-
tation to Dallas.

Of course the most optomistic did
not expect any prize, but Uncle Bill
Howard and Col. J. T. Gainer went
along anyway, and to the surprise of
many brough home several blue and
“red ribbons.

It might be of interest to some of
the old timers as well as new boost-
ers to quote a little from two Octo-
ber 1909 numbers of the Herald:

“Ncotwithstanding the wind had a
rasping feelmg on the nerves of peo-
ple who had been up agamst the hot-
est summer m the history of the
Plains, the 1st Annual Terry Courity
Fair held at Gomez las* Saturday,

of Terry county. One of our citizens
gave a prospector severals eags of
fine corn. He took the corn to the
Abtlene fair and got first prize for
his county, and then went to Dallas
and repeated the performance, but
we have them blocked at that ol
game this year.”
' In the issue of the Herald of Nov.
6th, 199, Col. Gainer had retured
from Dallas and gave us the follow-
ing imterview : o

“To my notion the fair was as good
again as it was two years ago. The
exhibits were good from all the coun-
ties and especially from the Plams
country. The exhibits of Terry at-
tracted the attention of thousands of

'pc.)ple from every part of the coun-

try, and received compliments from
all alike, becauge of its honest ap-
pearance as most of the county dis-
piays that had artifictal appearance.
Many asked about the location of
"Terry county and when it was point-
ed out on the map, they were the
more surprised. It is generally be-
lieved mn the east that nothing grows
here but long horned cows and bad
men. Quite a number of people that
are hunting homes will visit Terry
in the near future on the strength of
our display at the fair.”

In our issue of October 27th, 1909,
we take the following extract from
the Dallas News:

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GREATEST FAIR IN LUB-
BOCK’S HISTORY THIS YEAR

Lubbock, Sept. 10.—Things are
shaping up right for the greatest
Panhandle South Plains Fair ever
held in this section. The new Live-
Stock Judging Pavilion has . been
completed and will give the Live-
stock a real saw-dust show ring, with
seats for spectators, a washrack for
livestock and other conveniences to
be found in a regular high class live
stock department. Stall capacity has
been increased approximately 50 per
cent.

Work is starting this week upon
the enlargement of the Agricultural
Building. Thig building 60X120 was
completed last year and was believed
to be large enough for five years at
least. Already it is more than full
with 12 county exhibits and a 40 foot
addition is being put onto it to give
the Fair a 60X160 Agricultural Build-
ing.

The greatest interest is following-
the County Exhibits since the first
winner of the South Plains Fair last
year won second place at the State
Fair at Dallas, only bheing beaten by
LLubbock county, whose products
were selected from  the individual
[Lubbock county exhibits at the same
fair. This vear at least three of the
first five winners at the State Fair
are expected to come from the coun-
ties showing at the South Plains
Fair and the counties are already
preparing their exhtbits with care.

OVER 500 ARE RESCUED

Navigators Lose Way in Impenetra
ble Fog and Ships Are
a Total Loss.

Santa Barbara, Cal.—Seven United
8tates Navy destroyers and the Pa-
cific mail liner Cuba have been
wrecked; the navy vessels crashing
on the rocks in a dense fog off Ar-
guelio Light, 75 miles north of Santa
Barbara, and the passenger steamer
on a reef off the southeast end of
San Miguel Island, 35 miles off thig
port.

Twenty-three enlisted men of the
destroyers lost their lives in the
naval disaster and all the destroyers
were reported as total losses.

The liner Cuba was reported to
have sunk ruring the night, but all
passengers and members of the crew
either were landed at Los Angeles
by the destroyer Reno or are on their
way to San Francisco on board the
Standard Oil tanker W. S. Miller,
with the exception of Capt. C. J. Hol-
land, the purser, steward and eight
seamen, who remained on board to
guard a shipment of $2,500,000 in
silver bullion.

Dense fog was the cause of both
disasters.

The destroyers Chauncey, Wood-
bury, Fuller, S. P. Lee Nicholas,
Young and Delphy were all beached
within a few minutes of one another,
according to naval officers. _

The flotilla of which the wrecked
craft formed a part was in command
of Capt Edward Watson, command-
ing officer of the Delphy, and was on
a practice cruise.

The dead were all trapped ih their
bunks on the Young when the vessel
struck and were destroyed when the
craft capsized within two minutes
after striking.

Of the survivors 15 of the seriously
injurer were brought to the Santa
Barbara County hospital here. One
hundred others were cut and bruised
in their swim to safety over the
jagged rocks. The destroyers were
traveling in formation at twenty
knots in a heavy sea and dense fog
when the leading vessel crashed.

Carried ahead by a strong tide,
the destroyers piled on the beach
in succession. Lying in the line
along the shore at intervals of 25(
feet, the boats were slowly breaking
up. One of them, the Chauncey, was
resting high on the rocks.

The sea was running so heavy
that it was only a few minutes after:
the crash that all of the destroyew
were taking water.

LEAGUE OF NATIONS
OFFER COMPROMISE

Leaguwe Reserves for Own Action
Problem of Occupation of
Corfu

Geneva.—The League of Nations
has avoided immediate shipwreck on
the rock of Mussolini’'s defiance.

At a public meeting of the league
council it staved off the embarrass-
ing question of its competency to
handle the Greco-Italian embroil
ment. .

Two decisions were made.

The league recommends to the
Paris Council of Amb- adors the
problem of arranging a basis of set-
tlement of the Italian demand for
a 50,000,000-lire indemnity for the
slaying of Italian officials.

The league reserves for its own
action question of the Italian occu-
pation of Corfu, which is considered
a violation of Art. 10 of the league
covenant.

The league thus avoids an open
break with Italy and delays the
final test of its authority and com-
petence to handle the question.

GERMANY REACHES
END OF HER HALTER

Likely to Propose Official Discus-
sions With French and
Belgians

Berlin.—While Chancellor Strese-
mann still is awaiting French reac-

'tion to his speech at Stuttgart re-

cently there is a strong belief in
Bourse and financial circles that the
Ruhbr conflict is facing an early and
enforced termination. Whatever ef-
fect the Chancellor’'s pronounced
shift in the direction of a French
rapprochment may have had on Pre
mier Poincare, there is a growing
conviction that Germany is no longer
capable of paying the terrrific price
involved in maintaining her passive
resistance.

Aside from gradual disintegration,
which is daily becoming more con-
spicuous throughout the Ruhr and
the Rhineland, the Nation's finances
are leaping into such chaos that fur-
ther indulgence in the Iluxury of
dumping uncounted trillions into the
battle along the Ruhr and the Rhine
is viewed in official and private
quarters as indefensible.

The Ruhr and Rhineland today are
literally wallowing in oceans of wild-
cat currencies of official and pri-
vate origin, all of which must even-
tually be redeemed. As these two
territories are nominally Germany's
most productive sources of tax rev-
enues, the Government has virtually
paid double price for keeping them
inactive through eight months of
passive resistance, in that it has
been deprived of enormous tax re-
ceipts from the most prolific pro-
ducing areas.

Their rehabfilitation to the former
standard of production will consume
another six months of unproductive-
ness so far as the tax exchequer is
concerned, in the opinion of indus-
trialist leaders, who are qualified to
gauge the physical deteripration of
the plants and mines and to the ex-
tent of which the workers have been
demoralized by their idleness.

Dallas Third In Postal Receipts

Washington.—Dallas ranks third
in the percentage increase in postal
receipts for August, compared with
the same month a year ago, as an-
nounced by the Postoffice Depart-
ment, its increase being 13.97 per
cent, and exceeded by Detroit and
Pittsburgh. Receipts of Dallas for
the month amounted to $232,088,
compared with $203,623 for August,
1922,

AIR FLEET SINKS
TWO BATTLESHIPS

Virginia and New Jersey Bombed by |
Avlators at Height of
3,000 Feet

Cape Hatteras. N. C.—A spectacu-
ar show, staged by army airmen,
over this famous graveyard of ships,
marked the beginning of the scrap-
ping of American war craft required
under the naval limitation treaty.

The ships destroyed were once the
proud Virginia and New Jerscy.
which made up a part of the Ameri-
can battle fleet which “Fighting Bob"”
Evans led in the memorable cruise
around the world in 1907.

The success attending the efforts
of the army aviators from lLangley
Field, Virginia, operating under per-
fect weather conditions, were sim-
ulating a defense of American shores
from an enemy attack., was greater
even than that which they met in
1921 in the sinking of a German war-
ship turned over to the United States
after the World War.

Improvement of instruments and
personnel in the two vears was dem-
onstrated clearly. It required just
thirty minutes for the sinking of the
Virginia, eight planes flying at an
altitude. of 3,000 feet accounting for
her with thirteen 1,100 pound bombs.

left her still afloat but leaking, the
assault on the Virginia began at
11:54 a. m. The fourth bomb re-
leased struck the hull in the after
turret and converted her superstruc-
ture into a tangled mass of steel.
Both cage masts, three smokestacks
and the heavy boat davits were de-
molished and part of the armor plate
was torn from the after turret.

Before that., two bombs had been
put overboard close alongside and
the ship began to list. Other bombs
fell close to the starboard side and
apparently ripped open the ship's
hull, as she went down to starboard,
rapidly turned bottomside up at 12:20
p. m., and disappeared bow up four
minutes later.

Proposed Convict Contract

Austin, Texas.—Proposal to loan
machinery and other necessary
equipment free of charge to the State
for establishing a State garment manp-
ufacture at the State prison, the
products of which would be used in
State institutions has been made to
Gov. Neff by a commitee represent-
ing the Texas Garment Manufactur-
ers’ Association. The committee pro-
tested against a proposed contract
for prison labor with a private con-
cern.

It was announced by the commit-
tee, headed by Carl Pool, president
of the State association, that a move-
ment to prvent carrying out any con-
tract with private concerns would be
inaugurated in the courts if such
contracts are closed.

The manufacturers’ association al-
S0 proposed to name a committee
from its organization to assist the
Prison Commission and State officials
in instituting the garment manufac-
ture. 'j

Gov. Neff expressed no opinion on '
the proposal, the committee said,
and did not agree to present the pro-
posal to the Prison Commission.

The manufacturers’ proposal is a
new turn in the controversy over pri-
son labor, which was the subject of
an investigation by the last Legisla-
ture.

Oklahoma Grand Dragon Sounds
Challenge to Executive In
Klan Fight.

Oklahoma City, Okla.—The entire
2tate of Oklahoma has been threat-
ened with martial law by Gov. J. C.
Walton coincident with a challenge
thrown to him that he would never
be able to “break the power of the
Ku Klux Klan in Oklahoma.”

Charging that the drive being con-
ducted by the executive in Tulsa
County against mob floggers was in-
spired by Walton's desire to make
himself “a national figure,” N. W.
Jewett, grand dragon of @he Okla-
homa realm of .the klan, declared
that the Governor “would like to
drop the iron that has grows too
hot for him to hold right now if he
could.”

Voicing his unshaken determina-
tion to “restore the supremacy of the
law in this State,” the Governor said:

“] realize that the conflict with the
lawless element and lawless spirit
of large groups of Oklahoma's citi-
zens is a desperate one; that my
enemies will use every weapon at
their command. including the press
where they can command it, grand
juries and other agencies, to defeat
the purpose of this administration.’

In an attack on the
Grand Dragon Jewett charged, “Jack
Walton entered the Kkitchen of the
klan, but he never got any further,
and that is one of the principal caus-
es of his fight on the klan.” Jewett
alleged that Walton had been “obli-
gated” in the klan at the capital by
Minor Merryweather, formerly a kle-
gle at Muskogee, adding “that is as
far as he ever got.” The Oklahoma
City organization rejected the Gov
ernor, Jewett charged.

Answering allegations from the
Governor's office that only the klan
has been found responsible for Tulsa
County floggings, Jewett declared
that the klan repudiated the
“weaklings” of its membership who
had become involved in masked vio-
lence. *“The klan has ever advocat-
ed enforcement of the law, he said.
