ORE SMUGGLING IS ’

Source of Metal.

Denver.—The game of *“highgrad-
ing,” which has been an annoyance to !
the mining of precious metals through- |
out the world, has been virtually
stopped in Colorado mining camps
during the last nine yeurs as a result
of the efforts of special agents work-
ing under the direction of the secre
tary of state In enforcing the Ore
Buyers' act passed by the Colorado
sssembly in 1015,

The term “lLighgrading” came from
the practice originating in the theft
and sale of high-grade metal ores by
miners and the subsequent conversion
of the ores into gold and silver bul-
llon for sale to the Unlited States
mines. Colorade mine owners had
tried in every concelvable way to put
A stop to the practice, but apparently
without success, according to their re
ports to the authorities.

Change Rooms Installed.

Some mines operating with extreme-
ly valuabie veins installed *“change
rooms™ where workmen were required
to change clothing on entering aad
leaving the mine, but even this scheme
was said not to have heen entirely
effective as the certain small percent-
age of dishonest miners managed to
find some way to smuggle ove outside,

The Ore Buyers' act, passed after
a bitter struggle hetween the Mine
Owners' assoclation and alleged “high-
grading” interests, provides that buy-
ers of precious metals must he Il
censed by tlie state and must post o
bond of $3.000 for the faithful ob-
servance of the act. The law requires
such a buyer to make a diligent effort
to learn where the vendor acquired
his ore and with ®hat anthority he Is
selling it ‘

to advertise. There is the sin-
em kind that breathes honesty and

. truvhfulness, and which carries the

reader right through to the end, and
_ then again—there is the kind of ad-
vertising that says, “Beware, 1 am
trying to attract attention; I don't
mean what I say, and I don’t intend
to make good on the extravagant
claims 1 am talking about. :

Newspapers, however, are not in
the habit of publishing misleading ad
vertising, and for that reason the
public has unlimited confidence in
newspaper advertising.

The retail merchant who will fig-
ure on spendmg two per cent of his
gross receipts for newspeper adver-
tising and one-half of one per cent
for direct mail advertising, such as

' Jetters, post cards, etc., and prepare

this advertising the same as if he
were talking to the customers when
they come in his store, there would
be no need to complain about quiet
trade. 2

You may say, “How can I educate
myself to write advertising?” I know
many successful merchants who have
gained their advertising education
through reading and studying gooc
trade publications which publish good
articles each issue. No one can pre-
pare advertising for the goods yor
own and offer for sale as good as
yourself. If the merchant who is
open-minded and visualizes his op
portunity, getting his subconscious
mond im working order, is not going
to experience dull trade.

Like the bathing suit manufacturer
a short time ago who originated 2a
picture of a beautiful young lad:
wearing the suit. He had an actua’
photograph done in colors and it was
so unique and attractive that I have
noticed thousands of these ads pastec
on automobile windsheields.

One of the most successful smal
town merchants who has been ir
business for forty years has the hap-
py faculty of getting a lot of fre
advertising in his local paper. Upon
his visits to the New York markets
twice yearly he writes letters to the
two newspepers of his town, telling
about New York. He explains about
the various imporvements there that
has taken place since his last visit—
he tells about the merchandise mar-
ket; he even goes so far as to give a
brief history of the extravagant, as
well as the economic side of New
York life. Hundreds of families in
his territory look forward to reading
his letters. You must capitalize upor
everything pertaining to your busi-
ness in order to get the public ex-
cited about your store.

Department stores in the large cit-
ies today never neglect to have their
buyer, who goes to foreign countries,
send thousand of letters to their cus-
tomers and prosepective customers,
telling them of the huge purchases
they have made of foreign goods. 1
have received many letters from rep-
resentatives of large Minneapolis
stores mailed from Paris, London
and other European points. They tell
what time their goods will arrive in
this country, they explain about the
new unique styles, fabrics and values

I am a great believer in taking my
newspaper as a partner in my busi-
ness. Every newspaper has hundreds
of ideas that are workable and prof-
itable that they are only too glad to
pass on to the retail merchant—a
newspaper is a clearing house of
ideas especially perta'wing to the re-
¢ail business and I wonder some time
if we try to get as close to our news-
papers as we ought to, as they would
like to be with us. If you are inter-
ested in your newspaper they will be
interested in you, and if you follow
up your advertising with attractived
window displays, combining that with
training your clerks and keeping up
your direct by mail advertising, such
as sending out letters aqr post cards
monthly, you will find that your
newspaper ads have greater pulling
power than if you depended on it
alone to sell your merchandise.

Take for instance, the manufactur-
er, wholesaler, or jobber who backs
up his salesmen with newspaper and
direct by mail advertismg. Practical-
ly 75 per cent of the salesmen’s work
is already done, when he goes to call
on a prospective customer, through

-« the advertising that has already pre-

ceded him, the prospective customer
already having a very good idea of
the metc*handisc through the adver-
tising.

The crying m.-cd today is more ad-
vertising. No better illustration can
I cite of the effectiveness of advertis-
ing than the case of Barker Bros,
retail furniture dealers in Los Angel-
es. A few years ago they sold $700,-
000 worth of furniture in their store
and, through expanding their adver-
tising investment, Barker Bros. last
year sold 16 million dollars worth of
furniture.
