BLUEWEED ERADl-
CATION PROGRESS

In parts of West and Southwest 
Texas the Blueweed, a close relative 
of the common sunflower, becomes a 
troublesome pest when the land is in 
cultivation. Experiments were con­
ducted by the Texas .Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, at the Lubbock 
'Station in 1917 to 1919 looking to the 
control of this pest and the results 
were published in Bulletin No. 292. 
The publication proved very popular 
and the edition was quickly exhaust­
ed so that it has become necessary to 
reprint thi sBulletin and anyone in­
terested can secure a copy now by 
writing Dr. B. Youngblood, director 
Texas .Agriculture Experiment Sta­
tion. College Station. Texas.

The experiments showed that the 
weed propagates itself largely from 
the underground stems which live 
over from year to year and are very 
persistent and although the weed 
produces a large seed crop, the seeds 
are of very low viability and there 
does not seem to bevery much it any 
reproduction from this source. The 
tests showed conclusively that the 
Blueweed can be killed out complete­
ly in two seasons by plowing at inter­
vals of about two months during the 
growing season. Plowing seven inch­

es deep proved more efficient than 
plowing four inches. Lstiiig or cut­
ting the weed at the surface with a 
hoe proved less effective as a means 
of eradication than plowing. .A com­
bination of deep plowing, smother 
crops and clean tilted row crops will 
prove effective on the larger and 
more thinly infested areas. The bad­
ly infested patches should be uncrop- 
ped and the weed eradicated by more 
intensive measures. Reports receiv- 
e<i at the experiment station indicate 
that liberal use is being made in sec­
tions of West Texas of the methods 
of Blueweed eradication described in 
this Bulletin.

Free cities of this kind in K*)g 
l.antl were called "boroughs.” 'fhese 
corporations were m«*st lamerful In 
the towns of E'landers and South tJer- 
many. Eacli guild exercised a mouo|>- 
oly In its own particular craft. In 
return for which privilege the mem- 
I*ers rendered military service in de­
fending the towns from attack. The 
riglit to exercise one’s trade Inde 
pendently depended upon meml»er.'*liip 
In a guild, which membership carried 
with It tlie rights of cllizensliip. The 
guild was ex|»ected to supervise the 
work of its njenibers and to see that 
It was of reasonalde quality. Heury 
VIII f>f England gave a death blow to 
the guilds by confiscating their prt.;>- 
erty, on tlie ground that it was used 
for surreptitious purjevses.—Kansas 
City Star.

Witbin the last year electric re­
frigeration has rapidly acquired a 
widespread importance through the 
linking up of cooperative effort be­
tween refrigeration manufacturers 
and electric power companies.

I'he great advantages of household 
electric refrigeration are.-hs automat­
ic and steady operation, its ability to 
maintain a lovger temperature of dry 
cold with absence of moisture, drip 
and dirt, and its better conditioning 
of refrigerated food.

Parellel wuth household refrigera­
tion. has developed iceless storage of 
ice cream for confectionery stores, 
soda fountains and restaurants. The 
prospects for electric refrigeratioa ex­
tend even farther and include the 
florist and fine fruit trade, milk cock­
ing. as well as certain processes o f - 
food manufacture.

Considering only the household 
market fot eVctric refrigeration, the 
IKvssihilities for this growng industry 
are enormous. Less than one per 
rent of the market has been sold, 
although unit sales have doubled each 
year for the last five years. With 
over 12,000.000 homes tsrired for elec­
tricity, the number o f household elec- 
tric-wfrigem tor#-is expected to soon 
reach the washing machine figure 
which is nearly 4.000B00.

IT is estimated that the icelcss re­
frigeration units which will be manu­
factured this year, will require almost 
30.000,000 Qounds o f copper.

VANTAGE IMPROVED COTTON RHODE ISLAND

Cotton spinning tests recently made 
by the United States Department of 
Agriculture indicate that the produc­
tion of superior varieties of cotton 
is an advantage not only to the grow­
er btrt to the cotton trade, which the 
latter does not always appreciate. 
These tests have demonstrated that 
the pure strains of cotton are better 
from a manufacturing, as well as 
from a production standpoint. They 
ha\e a distinctly higher spinning val­
ue than ordinary gin-run cotton. j

As yet the farmer’s market does j 
not recognize and pay for this super- i 
ior spinning value. Farmers arc not 
getting the natunni premium that cot­
ton of exceptional spinning value 
should command. They have an in­
centive to plant pure seed of good 
strains in the fact that such seed! 
yields more and better cotton than 
other kinds of seed. They lack, how­
ever, the additional incentive to the 
production of superior cotton which 
would come from a market in which 
varbtions in spinning value were ac- I 
curately discriminated.

Comparative spinnng tests of five : 
Texas varieties have been made by j 
the Department of .Agriculture to de­
termine the relative ^values of these I9 j
cottons. These tests were the first of 
a series to be made on successive 
crops of each variety. Results have 
now been pul>lished for the tests on 
the crop of 1923. While not offered 
as conclusive, they are extremely 
significant.

In every case the improved varie­
ties of cotton developed in recent 
years as a means of combatting the 
boll wevil were found to have super­
ior spinning value. The tests were 
made under mill conditions corres- j 
ponding to those usually obtaining in 
spinning establishments. Five varie­
ties were tested—.\cala, Lcne Star. 
Mebane, Kasch and Rowden. Every 
lot of these varieties ranked in the 
test above the new Draper standard 
for strength for 22s cou.it warp yarn

.Acala, Lone Star and Mebane rank­
ed above the draper standard for 28s 
warp yarn. While the other two lots 
fell below the standard for that count, 
they were considered probably satis­
factory for it nevertheless. .-\cala 
broke above the standard for 36s 
count yarn. Lone Star and Mebane 
were considered suitable for use in 
that number of certain purposes. 
The Kasch and Rowden were out of 
their range in the 36s count. .\cala 
was the only lot that equaled them 
All the other lots failed to meet 
standard for 44s count warp yarn, 
standard requirements in this partic­
ular.

It should perhaps be explained that 
the unit of fineness in cotton yarns 
is 840 yards of yarn weighing one 
pound. This unit is known as count 
No. 1. Higher counts are multiples 
of the length with a constant weight. 
For example, count No. 10 is a yarn 
8.400 yards of which weigh one pound. 
In the department’s spinning tests, 
eich variety of cotton was spun into 
22s, 28s, 36s, and 44s count yarn. The 
statement that all the lots ranked 
above the Draper standard for 22s 
count warp yarn means, of course, 
that they were all of exceptional 
strength.

Another test applied was that of 
waste in spinning. It was found that 
the waste content, with the exception 
of the Kasch variety, followed the 
grade. The grade in every case was 
middling or strict middling. How the 
test varieties showed up in the mat­
ter of waste content is indicated by 
their comparison with ordinary gin- 
run or Hoground cotton. In Kasch 
the total visiable waste was 5.98 per 
cent; in Xlebane. 6.10 per cent; in 
I one Star 6.18 per cent: in .Acala. 7.03 
per cent, and in Rowden 7.15 per cent. 
These are all below the waste content 
of Hoground. which from the same 
cron was 8.04 per cent.

Should subsequent tests bear out 
tb.-se results tjie cotton trade, it is 
b<*Iieved. will have a solid basis on 
which to recognize superior spinning 
value in prices. Such recognition, says
__ca ot9dbs?’ ln icotto nhET.AOIW
the department, should materially en­
courage the community production of 
superior varieties of cotton, the value 
of which has already been widelv 
demonstrated since the Invasion of the 
boll weevil.

The .system whereby whole districts 
combine themselves to single variety 
of cotton has advantages from the 
standpoint of production and quality 
that should insure continued and in­
creasing use of the fiber. Discrimi- 
r-ting buyers are attracted to dis­
tricts producing commercial quanti­
ties of uniform cotton, and in this

I THE SO-CALLED 
I FREEDOM OF THE PR£SS

j Cicorge \V. Ochs Oakes, editor of 
jCnurrent Htstor^' Magazine, speaking 
before the Women’s Press Club of '
New York, recently said: ^

“ Freedom of the press is a shibbo­
leth which is the echo of freedom of 
speech, yet in neither case does free-I 
dom mean license. Freedom to be 
decent in each case, but not license 
to be unchaste, libelous or l ulgar. |
The law of libel protects the indnvid- j  
ual from false and injurious newspa­
per attack to a degree that frequent­
ly proves unfair to the publisher; the 
libel law is full of technical faults 
discriminatory against the newspa­
per. so that libel shysters, like other 
legal sharks who prey on corpora­
tions. ver>' often succeed in heavily 
penalizing newspapers through tech­
nical loopholes in the law when the 
newspaper has printed the absolute 
truth. Within recent years a news­
paper editor spent a year in the Penn­
sylvania penintentiary because he 
likened to Benedict .Arnold a politic­
ian who has posed as a reformer and 
lietrayed the Reform Party to ‘the 
gang.’ the Pennsylvania courts hold­
ing that even though the charge was 
true—which it was—it was not ‘a 
priviledged publicatreii.’ because the 
traitor in this case was not a public 
official.

“ But what about the more subtile 
and sinister so-called freedom of ex­
pression in literature and drama?
All recent attempts to erect a barrier 
against the stream of filth, \ulgar- 
ity and sensious sex perversity 
which pours fourth from certahi book 
distressing failure. The effort to 
cleanse the theatres of pornographic 
presentations, unchaste. libidinous 
portrayals, nudity, profanity, vul­
garity and disgusting suggestiveness 
has met with equal deplorable de­
feat. Yet if any newspaper printed 
some of the dialogue or portrayed in 
illustrations some of the situations 
which appear in many so-called best 
sellers and are nightly heard and 
seen at most of the respectable play- 
’loiises in New York City, the re­
sponsible editors would immediately 
*'eel the strong arm of the law and re- 
oeat their transgression within a 
>riso!i cell.”—Ward C'oun*y New>.
