NING PLANTS NEEDED

There is nothing that we are aware 
oi that Terry county needs more 
than a few community canning {dams. 
There is hardly any kind of food 
more wholesome or that u purchased 
more than modern canned food.«. and 
despite that fact, it is wcU to know 
that most Plains {>cople have a de­
ficiency of green foods In the wriu- 
ter months for good health. Of 
coarse canned goods are not an exact 
substitute for fresh vegetahles, hut 
when carefully pre(»ared. are th.* 
nearest approach to it. Vegetabirs 
contain a large percent of vitamiae* 
and iron, the very thing one needs 
to counteract any ill effect of too 
much meats.

It may be that wc will have a farm 
demonstrator ne.xt year; we can’t 
.elL who will help the |tro|»te to grt 
started along this line, hut whether 
we do m don’t, the govemmenu 
both federal and state are issuing 
booklets on canning that anyone 
with ordinary intelligence can follow 
without trouble. In fact, most of 
the ladies are (sretty good at canning 
even without steam pressure canncr>. 
and will have no trouble in IcarnuK.

This is a great country for {scas and 
beans, not to mention roasting earx 
and other vegetables, such as toma­
toes and beets that are fine fo*>d»f..r 
winter, as well as cucumbers.. Ihe 
latter of which, however, is almost 
nill as a food {irodisct. and wc don’t 
think a great deal of it. It is also 
said that spinach docs well here, as 
bugs do seem to bother h. and 
it b a very fine vegetable. attkoUgh 
one has to generally enhivate a taste 
for it.
