In îuram'o companies writing fire 
and ligrhliuii  ̂ iiLsuruiicc have for the 
po.n Fix ycat'f suffered an under­
writing lost* each year varying from 
1.2:i per cent to high os C.89 per 
cent. Income from invested funds 
which insurance companies maintain 
u:' re.serves U» protect policyholder 
had to pay the deficit on the bu.si- 
fie.s they wTote.
