We notice that some of the land
lords over about Portales are prepar
ing to ask all tenants to move on who
fail or refuse to go to plowing while
the present season is in the ground,
and they are absolutely right. If a
renter or land lord has 1o more busi-
ness judgement than to let this mois-
ture escape without utilizing it, then
they won't have sense enough to make
a good crop when the time arrives.
