.A questionaire is also being pre­
pared for mailing out to farmers in 
an effort to determine whether we 
have a sufficient number of dairy 
cattle to call for the establishment 
c f a creamery, but inquiries con­
cerning other farm production is in­
cluded in it. It is hoped that all per­
sons who receive the questionaire, 
v.’iU fill it out promptly and return 
in order that we may be able to com­
pile the information soon after Jan­
uary 1st.
The directors also OKd, the contem­
plated improvement in our mail ser­
vice.

.About twenty six years ago I begun 
1«» publish ni.v Chinese Christian Al- 
tininuc. I needed advertisenients to 
make it pay its way as «loes every 
publication worthwhile that must be 
add cheaply. I went to .Shanghai 
importers to get them to adverti.se in 
Chinese in ni>' almanac. They look- 
I d at me as though I had gone daft. 
.\dverti.se in Chine.se, silly! They 
did not think it would be any good 
chiefly’ because they could not read 
the.ad in Chinese characters. St» I 
had to carry on a continued argumen­
tative campaign o f education. They 
lulvertised in English papers. But 
few Chinese could read English. They 
could read the “ chicken tracks.”  I 
urge«1 that there was much more ad­
vantage in advertising for the Chi- 
iso. There were not forty thousand 
foreigners in China. There were four 
hundred million Chinese. They were 
here for the Chinese and but for the 
t ’hinese trade they would not be here. 
\t first they gave me ads for ^ood- 
fcllowship’s .sake. Sometimes ihoy 
i,i'vo them to get rid of me! Bu* l«
I heir surprise letters begun t«» come 
i< from the interior asking for go<i«»s 

advert ise»l in “ Keh Yong Ts Mimr”  — 
my almanac.
