Albany, N. Y.—Boston Billy Wil-
lams otherwise James Francis Mon-
aghan, ex-street corner tough boy of
Worcester, Mass.,, almost kept his
promise recently “to beat the rap.”

The rap was fifty years in prison,
and the man who police say netted
$1,000,000 in thefts and ended up With

E. R. Reppert, Entomologist in the
Extension Service, suggests that hill
crops may be protected by placing
one-fourth of a teaspoonful at the
bhase of each hill, and row crops by
sprinkling the mash along in a thin
line at the base of the plants.
