Committee o f the U. S. Senate 
last week that **stabIization** and 
not “ advanced prices”  fo r wheat and 
cotton, was desired and that an ad­
vance in price, at this time, would re- 
snlt in increased acreage and a eon- 
■eqnence surplus.

Some farmers will read that and 
desire to throw Chairman Le$rare in 
the river, since increased price is th e . 
Srreat desire o f the wheat farmer^ 
and cotton farmer who are not, as a 
rule, motivated by the desire to have 
the Farm Relief Board usinir its , 
power to prevent heavy acreatre in 
future by holdin^r the price low for 
the present.

But, the Southern and Western 
farmers who have permitted the 
hea^•y ta riff for the purpose o f ad­
vancing prices o f manufactured pro­
ducts in the East, which the farmers 
need to buy. surely had small basis 
fo r hope o f (renuine price results 
when the proffram o f such farm lead­
ers as Senator Norris was turned 
down by Mr. Hoover and the old line 
Republicans who have never been 
jrenuinely friendly to the farmer.

The manufacturer, throujrh the 
tariff, can sell home supplies at su f-! 
ficient profit that he can unload his| 
surplus product in world markets 
and still show a handsome profit up­
on the whole.

The Norris plan, with its “ deben­
ture”  process would have put the 
farmer upon something o f a similar 
basis that would give the fanner a 
real ta r iff benefit and let his surplus 
also fo , as does the factory sur­
plus, upon world markets at whatever 
reduced price necessaryto make sale 
o f paid surplus.

As organized the Farm Relief 
Beard has some forty million losses 
in wheat and almost as much in 
cotton. Then naturally with the 
government a buyer. Mr. le gg e  is 
not altogether unsound in policy 
when he declares: “ Higher prices 
not desired so much as acreage re­
duction to prevent future surplus.”

For the government to buy and 
continually buy the surplus wheat' 
and cotton at a loss o f millions, with 
this surplus increasing all the time, 
there would be nothing but bank- 
ruptcy for the government even-, 
tually. in persuing such a policy. 
Hence, Mr. Leege’s ideas are sound ' 
in seeking to head o ff  future sur­
pluses that would ncrease the trou­
bles and lo-es o f his Board, i f  he 
would supp'-^ the Republican pro- ■ 
gram.

The unsound feature is in count­
ing upon high ta riff Eastern Repuali-; 
cans to cure farm troubles heaped 
upon the farmer. I f  Republicans 
cease to rob the farmer for the bene­
fit  o f the Eiastern factory in tariffs 
they will naturally cease to get their 
big campaign funds, i f  not lose com-' 
pletely to the Democrats in the fac­
tory sections.

We are willing to grant that Mr. 
I^Kge’s policy o f holding down the! 
prices o f wheat and cotton to pre-1 
vent overproduction is sound if he j 
will only put the factory section in i 
the same class by removing the ta r i f f ' 
that gives the factory the opportuni} 
ty  to continue to extort from the 
farmer as result o f this governmen­
tal aid and thus make is just.

The ta r iff was orginally claimed 
fo r  “ infant industries”  and now it 
is increased for mammoth greed ard 
has become— largely— a strict party I 
program o f rulership by which the * 
country has too long been ruled.—  
Greensville Messenger.
