o f the sryuraent. So far as we can 
fiyure, the press o f Texas and else- 
srhere is decidedly on the ride o f the 
rail lines, realiziny as they de that 
the country would be badly hurt if 
they were put out o f business. But 
their attitude o f askiny the news­
papers for free space to fiyht their 
own cause will no doubt result in 
disyuisiny the papers and injuriny 
a friendship with the very people who 
is helpiny them most. What if some 
newspaperman appeared at a rail­
road station and a.<ke for a free tic­
ket to the next town? Or what if 
they aske that a consignment 
papei be delivered to them free 
charge*. The agent would laugh 
their face. Yet, a newspaper’s space 
is his stock in trade, and no one, rich 
or poor has any more right to ask 
for that free o f charge for their own 
benefit than the newspaper has a 
nght to ask other trades to give their 
wares free. One great trouble with 
the railroads and other b g corpora­
tions is that they allow se me smart 
alex publicity agent make t elieve that 
the newspapers will be y'.ad to give 
their space, and that he* knows how 
to get it for them. But the A. Q. A 
P., seems to have -some real business 
men at its head who understands the 
ethics o f the newspapers as well as 
the ethics o f their own businem, and 
are yoiny at it in the riyht way, and 
they are at the- aame time bufldiny 
up a friendahip with nawspaper folks 
that win stand them in yood stand 
whan tha raal pinch eornea.

NatHMial Bank Absorbs 
State at Levelland

A deal was consummated last week 
by which the First National Bank 
bought the business and assets of 
the First State Bank, the change be­
coming effective Wednesday. So 
quiet had the negotiations proceeded 
that the public had little or no 
knowledge o f the impending fact 
that Levelland was shortly to have 
but one bank, and the matter came 
largely as a surprise.

The books o f the State Bank were 
transferred to the First National 
early that morning and the deposits 
were transferred to that institution 
and the business went on as usual.

Both banks made good statements 
as of December 31st, but the con­
viction had been growing among the 
officials that two banks in Levelland, 
under present conditions, would not 
be profitable to the extent that the 
money tied op as capital stock would 
return dividends that would justify 
a continuance. Banks, as have other 
business institutions, have within the 
past few years suffered a large in­
crease in overhead expenses while 
interest rates remain the same as in 
previous periods. For the past several 
years the dollar has been worth only 
about 60 or 70 per cent o f its value 
prior to the world war, the salaries of 
help has been higher, and for these 
reasons it has been necessary for a 
bank to do twice the amount o f busi­
ness as formerly to declare the same 
dividend. That is the principal reason 
that there are today 6,000 fewer 
banks in the United States* than 
there were ten years ago.

The officials o f the two banks are 
to be commended for the fact that 
they among themselves solved their 
own problems and perfected a deal 
that should be highly satisfactory to 
their patrons.

The First State Bank started here 
about the beginning of the present 
depression and had little opportunity 
to develop a large business.

Th^ First National has been in 
operation since 192.5 and has always 
been considered one o f the staunch 
smaller town banks of the South 
Plains. H. H. Mann, formerly cashier 
o f the State Bank, is now connected 
with the First National, and it is 
understood that W, A. Green, presi­
dent o f the First State, will also 
maintain his office at the National 
Bank.— Levelland Herald.

HOBBS PAPEE TO PEOEATE
IN UNB WITH OIL YIELD

(Editorial. Fort Worth Star-Tele­
gram, Feb. 4, 1931.)

'  The West Texes Chamber o f  Com­
merce, which counts among its mem­
bers many fanners and at one time 
elected a dirt farmer as its president, 
has always been alive to the needs 
o f  agriculture in the section which it 
serves. It has fastcred ary numl«er of 
legislative and educational programs

for the benefit o f farming in West 
Texas.

At present, there are being distri 
buted in 32 counties in West Texas 
federal loans to be used for the buy­
ing o f  livestock feed, planting seed 
and gasoline and oil for tractors.
Tiiis loan is making possible the pro­
duction o f another crop. The loan 
checks are signed by the fc-ovemment, 
application to receive them is 
made through county committees, 
and they are ;;leared through the lo­

cal banks. Apparentlly here is a 
piece o f good work going on with 
which the West Tepis Chamber of 
Commerce has nothing to do. Bat 
the happenings o f today merely the 
climax to a long story.

Early last fa ll the Chamber of 
Commerce foresaw conditions o f Jan­
uary and the Spring. The organiza­
tion predicted that in some counties 
fanners were going to find them­
selves at planting time without seed 
and wthout feed for their work

stock. The W. T. C. C. realized what 
was going to happen long before the 
Federal Government or even the 
farmers themselves. So it get busy, 
although its early efforts met with 
little support and even some criti­
cism.

It went ahead, though, and in a ! 
short time had some interesting! 
figures to pot before the President. ' 
cabinet, the United States Depart- { 
ment of Agriculture and Congress. It I 
conducted a survey to find just which | 
counties were stricken by drouth and I 
to what extent. j

It appointed committees that went | 
over every county, and were able to 
name almost to the dollar what would 
be required. It furnished its quota 
o f men to carry the plea of Texas to 
Washington. Then, after laying the 
ground work for Texas’ share o f  the 
loan, the W. T. C. C. stepped out o f 
the picture when it came to its dis­
tribution.

But there is one man. at lea.«t 
Texas who realizes the hard work 

I did and the influence it brought 
 ̂bear. That man is O. B. Martin, 
charge o f the drouth relief work 

I Texas. Mr. Martin has been profuse 
' in prai"^ of the work that the West 
Texas Chamber o f Commerce did. 
He has declared a number of times 
that the work o f distributing the 
loan, of seeing that deserving coun­
ties are not slighted, c f  seeing that 
the requirements of each county are 
met. has been enormou.sly simplified 
by the WTCC.

For 84 years wheat ruled as king 
of grains in this country. But the 
overthrow of the old monarch was ac­
complished last year, though it had 
been predicted by traders for a long 
time. Traders in the Chicago wheat 
pit did not like it when the govern­
ment came to the aid of farmers and 
tried to fix a wheat price, so they 
quit trading in wheat and switched 
their activities to com. As a result 
o f this in Januarv*. 1930, wheat fu­
ture sales averaged 50,000.000 bpsh- 
els while this years they fell to 11,- 
000,000. On January 6, 1930, com 
future sales totaled 7,000,000 bush­
els. This January they jumped to 
28,000,000 bushels— more than 
doubling wheat. In other words, 
wheat declined one-forth from its 
prerious volume while corn gain«>d 
one-fourth. The .suspicion attaches, 
however that corn’s supremacy wa.s 
created by artificial instead o f natur­
al means. Traders opposed to Uncle 
Sam entering the wheat business are 
doubtless responsible for corn’s sud­
den popularity. It remains to be seen 
what will happen when the wheat pit 
is again permitted to run without op­
position or interference— if it ever 
is.
