Another Train Of HearsI 
Cattle Arrived Snnday
Another trainload of cattle from 

the William R- Hearst ranch in Old 
Mexico, arriveil early Sunday morn­
ing. In fact, they had unloaded the 
train and the young .steers were eat­
ing long before many of us we-e up. [ 
This makes the second consignment j 
and the total now on feed here is j 
around 2900 head. Others will be 
brought in as fast as those on feed | 
now becomes gentled an«l used to | 
their surroundings. Little trouble has 
been had with those received. In a 
few hours after they arrive, feeders 
with their wagons, on hor.-e back 
or in wagons move among them like 
they were milk pen calves.

Indeed, they are a very high grade 
bunch of steers of the Hereford 
breed, and have no doubt been well 
handled by experienced men on the 
ranch. In just a few hours after be­
ing received, they are consumingg 
rations like veteran feeders. They 
are mo.stly fed roughness on the 
start. Geo. Small, a veteran cattle­
man of this section, was over from 
Tahoka this week, and .said that he 
was agreeably surprised at the high 
grade of cattle they are. He said that 
he really expected a badly mixed 
bunch of cattle, coming as they do 
from Old Mexico.

The big hammer mill is now in 
operation, and is sure turning out 
feed in a hurry for those hungry 
steers. K. W. How'ell is acting as buy­
er for Mr. Goodman, and for the 
time being at least, Chris Quantc, 
local public weigher is weighing the 
feed for them. However, a pair o f ' 
scales is being erected in the pens,! 
but they may be for the purpose of i 
weighing the steers to watch their | 
gains. I

In conversation this week with Mr. 
Quante, he informed us that he wasl 
weighing around 100 loads of feed: 
per day, not all of which was for the 
Hearst-Goodman interests, however. 
But they are sure getting a pile of 
feed over there; acres and aeies of 
stacks, besides heaiie«i feed and corn.! 
We un«ierstand that one farmer wil!  ̂
deliver more than 100 tons of feed to | 
them. j

And j-et, one can drive out over j 
the country and not miss the feed that I 
has been taken off the farms. There 
is thousands of tons of feed on Terry 
county farms two and three years 
old that is still good, and while the 
la.si year’s shucks on the corn has 
turned black, it is said the corn is 
still sound. Very little of this year’s 
corn has been harvested.

Indeed as many people as come to 
town these days with wagons instead 
of trucks or cars, and the fact that 
others are quiting tractor farming in 
favor of horses and cheap feed, old 
dobbin and old beck are once again 
coming into their own.

There will at least be another 
first Monday Tradesday in January 
under auspices of the Lions Club, 
we understand, and it will be decided 
at that time whether Tradesday will 
be continued or not. As for the 
Herald, it cannot see how the busi­
ness men here can afford to let the 
day be dropped, when it has cost so 
much to build it up to where it now 
it, and the further fact that several 
towns around us have started a simi­
lar day.
