As badly as we regret to learn that
Superintendent A. B. Sanders of our
schools has been offered the super-
intendency of the Littlefield schools,
and has accepted the offer, we nev-
ertheless hereby offer our congrat-
ulations. And while we regret to
say it, this is really a promotion for
him, and we would be the last person
in the world to try to hinder an am-
bitious young man from accepting a
promotion. To qualify this state-
ment, we do not mean that the Lit-
field schools are any better than our
own so far as our school goes, but
they have some three times the num-
ber of students we have and perhaps
almost that many more instructors.

By the last census report, Little-
field had a population of some 3300
to 1900 for Brownfield. The Little-
field Independent district is a whop-
per and some one dozen trucks are
used to bring them in from the four
quarters. Brownfield has a com-
paratively small district, and has nev-
er had any occasion to put on trucks
as all the students live within a few
miles of the school building, none
over three or four miles.

During the time Mr. Sanders has
| been in Brownfield, which has cov-
. ered the past two terms, he has done
much toward building up and affili-
ating our schools, despite the great
handicap of the depression, and the
fact that many could not or would
not pay their taxes. In face of the
fact that collections were bad and
| the teachers had to go on “short ra-

Give West Texas a
Square Deal—Hill

Again we rise to remark that this
State should be cut into new Repre-
sentative districts. Under the pres-
ent scheme, West Texas is not get-
ting a square deal.

For example, our own d’strict, the
| 119th, with John N. Thomas as Rep-
| resentative, consists of nine coun-
'ties with a combined population of
1100,279. The Plainview district to
|the north of us consists of eight
'counties with a combined population
‘of 78,758. The Amarillo district ly-
;ing adjacent to the Plainview dis-
| trict consists of six counties and has
{a combined population of 71,608.
{ The district south of our own, the
zBig Spring-San Angelo district, con-
! sists of six counties with a combined
;population of 66,692,

Now let us take a look at East
Texas. Cass county alone for im-
stance, consists of one district and
in addition to that is one of three
counties that constitute another dis-
trict. It alone has one representa-
tive in the legislature and help eleet
a flotorial. Cass county has a popu-
lation of omnly 30,080, and 10,546
are negroes.

Take Wood county. It constitutes
a separate district and yet has a pop-
ulation of only 24,183, of which 4,-
017 are negroes. Look at Panola
county. Its population is 24,063, of
hich 10,269 are negroes, and yet it

constitutes a separate Representa-
tive district.

There is Shelby county, constitut-
ing a separate district, and has a
population of only 28,627, of which
7,171 are negroes. These four coun-
ties have a combined population of
only 106,953, of which 32,003 are
negroes; while the four west Texas
districts have a combined population
of 317,011, of which practically all
are wvhite.

Not long ago the gty of Abilene
made it possible for taxpayers to pay
their school tax without at the same
time paying the rest of their muni-
cipal taxes. It was hoped that this
plan would bring considerable money
into the public fund. At the school
rally held Friday night it was brought
out, however, that only one taxpayer
had taken advantage of the privilege.

The plight of the public school sys-
tem is aggravated by a lack of bal-
ance between expenditures for prim-
ary-secondary and so-called higher
education. Texas spends from $250
to $350 per capita on the students
in the institutions of higher learning,
such as teachers colleges and the Uni-
versity of Texas. It has been spend-
ing $17.50 per capita on the children
in the public schools. That means
that the local taxpayer must not only
bear the principal burden of publie
school education, but must bear his
portion of the burden of higher edu-
cation. The consequence is that both
the public school pupil and the tax-
payer suffer, while the student in the
state college receives the lion’s share
of the expenditures for education.

By paying their school taxes new,
the citizens can relieve a distressing
condition; by insisting that the in-
stitutions of higher learing reduce
expenses and make the student pay
an equitable tuition fee, conditions
such as we are in now will be made

“Why basa't Texas developed the
wool and mohair industry as it
should be?”

‘Phere are numerous reasons which
1 shaidl try to set owt feirly and with-
out prejudice. Most of them involve
emploitation by those who wish to
comtro] this prodwst for their own
advaatage.

We have beem told by those of the
Bast that the water of Texas is not
suited to the proper washiag of wool,
that chemical treatment would ia-
voive an excessive cost. Yet, emperi-
ments have shown that the water of
Texas is just as favorable and that
the cost of treating is very small. In
other words, to be brutally frank, we
have been paying 123%c a pound to
have our wool washed in the Bast,
and # has heen shown that it can be
properly washed in Texas for 2%c a
pound, fer imstance, by James Mc-
Dowell of New Braunfels.

Now just imagine, if you can, how
utterly foolish it is for us each year
to ship to New England around 50,-
000,000 poumds of wool in its raw
state, paying the freight on dirt and
grease that is extracted from the
wool. UWhea you consider that ap-
prosimately 40 per cent of all wool
shipped is dirt and grease, there is
freight being pald on a commodity
that is & useless waste and excessive
expense to our pesple.

Then consider this fact also:
That if this wool were washed here

in Texas, we would retain this dirt

' land grease, which would give us the

ingredients for soap and a cheap fer-
tilizer that contains a high percent-
age of phosphorus and is badly need-
ed for depleted soils in some sections
of Texas. Then, also, by shipping this
wool to be handled in the East the
price of our product is placed in the
hands of outsiders. As a matter of
fact, our wool prices today are placed
by Boston and based on the Liver-
pool market, with which we neither
export nor import. Wool is not a sur-
p'us crop. There is only raised in the
United States about half the amount
needed for our consumption under
normal comditions.

We have mever had a proper ad-
justment of freight rates and the
help we should have had, simply be-
cause we have not asked for it nor
made any effort to develop this in-
dustry. The railroads of Texas to-
day would be benefited more by the
distribution of the finished product
originating in Texas than they will
be from the shipment of the raw
wool to other points for treatment.
To give you an idea of the gigantic
loss suffered by the Texas people, the
$12,000,000 that we received last year
had a value of $187,000,000 in New
England when it went to the mills to
ke made into cloth, and before they
had even started the manufacture of
the finished product, according to
James McPowell of New Braunfels.

Star Beam Will Open Chicago’s World’s Fair

Arcturus Harnessed for Exposition Premiere

o.]

R the first time in his-
tory, man will reach

into the far expanse be-
yond the solar system to
harness the energy of a star
for the opening of a great
exposition, when Chicago’s
1923 World’s Fair—A Cen-
tur - of Progress—launches
its specticular lighting dis-
play on the night of June 1.
The theme of the Exposition
—that of man’s progress by
the application of science to
industry — will thus be truly
symbolized with history-mai-
ing ceremonies, in whieh the
Star Arcturus, 240 trillion miles

¥ distant from the earth, or 40
- light years, will actually throw

Arcturus was singled out from the

nificance in the march of events
Chicago’s progress. Rays that left
the star 40 years ago, at the time the
World’s Columbian Exposition opened,
have been traveling through space,
186,000 mi'es a second, and will reach
Chicago at the very time A Century
of Progress opens its gates to the
world.

Scientists Co-operate

Foremost scientists and engineers,
working with «four astronomical ob-
servatories in various sections of the
United States, have made possible this
amuzing demounstration of mankind’s
trinmph over space and time. Months
of rescarch, the construction and ad-
justment of delicately sensitive instru-
ments, have gone into the working out
of plans.

Technicians and engimeers of the
General Electrie Company and West-
inghouss Eleetrie and Manufacturing
‘ompany have been co-operating for
mouths in completing arrangements.

Dr. Edwin B. Frost, former director
of Yerkes Observatory at Williams
Bay, Wis., one of the greatest of liv-
ing astronomers, conceived the idea
that it would be entirely pessible to
capture the rays of Arcturus for the
unique Fair opening.

Acting upon his suggestion, spon-
sors of A Century of Progress called
together a distinguished group of sci-
entists and astronomers. Otfto Struve,
now director of Yerkes Observatory;
Harlow Shapley, director of Harvard
Observatory, Cambridge, Mass.: Rob-
ert Buker, director of University of
[llinois Observatory at Urbana; and
Frank C. Jordon, director of the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh Observatory at
Allegheny, Pa., were enlisted to enact
this dramatic event.

General Eleetriec engineers have

Yerkes and Harvard Obeervatories,
while Westinghouse will take control
of the demoustration at the Allegheny
and Urbana observatories. Transmis-
sion of the star impulse will be over
the lines of the Western Union Tele-
graph Company. Engineers have also
arranged for a national radio broad-
cast of the opening ceremonies.

The is scheduled to get
under way at about 9:15 p. m., East-
ern Standard Time, when all four tele-
scopes will point their lenses toward
Arcturus. e beam will then be fo-
cused on a tiny photo-electric cell at
the ‘“eye end’’ of the instruments,
where it will be amplified and trans-
mitted over communicating telegraph
lines to recciving apparatus on the
Exposition grounds.

In each observatory a photo-eleetrie
tube and amplification equipment will
ve provided to operate a relay elosing
circuit in the telegraph line. A radio
broadeast reeeiver, tuned in to the
Exposition opening program, will no-
tify the operator when to allow his
telescope to projeet the star’s light
on the electric eye, the impulse of
which will elose his loecal eircuit to
the wire.

Location of Star

To locate the star in the summer
evening skies is a simple matter. First
find the Great Dipper constellation,
and follow the curve of its ‘‘handle’’
for about the same distance as the
handle and there will be seen a bright-
ly glowing star, Arcturus, which is at
the lower end of the kite-shaped com-
stellation Bootes. ‘

Facing the north, the sky-gazer will
also observe the brilliant conjunction
of the crescent Moon, Jupiter and
Mars, to the west of Arcturus at about
the same distance that star lies from
the top of the Big Dipper.

It was the imagination of the an-
cient Grecks that gave Arcturus its
name. The name means “Watcher
of the Bear” because it is conti

LEANING TOWER OF PISA
IS LEANING TOO FAR NOW

Pisa, Italy.—Fearing that the lean-
‘ng tower of Pisa will lean too far,
government engineers are injecting
cement into the ground for hundreds
of feet around it.

An increase of six inches in the
tower’s incline within the past cen-
tury, gave warning that unless pre-
ventive measures were not taken,the
structure would eventually lose its
balance.

A study of the foundation showed
that by its gradual sinking it had re-
leased undeground water which filt-
ered up through the earth and has-
tened the settling.

The cement injections are expect-
ed to restore solidity to the ground.
Later the masonry supporting the
tower will be bolstered. Built in 1174
the tower was intended to be note-
worthy for its architectural features,
which include six colonades above
the ground floor. It did not attract
wide attention however until centur-
ies later when it tilted. Its top now
overhangs the base by 15 feet.
