And Protect Cattle

The ox warble is present this year
in greater numbers than were ever
known before in this section. The
backs of many cattle are literally alive
with these pests. They make painful
sores on the backs of cattle and in-

'terfere greatly with their health and

The fly lays its eggs on the heels
of the cattle and they are licked off
by the animal, passing into the mouth
and oesophagus, where they hatch.
The larvae then burrow through the
tissues of the body until they reach
the back of the animal just under
the skin. They make an opening in;
the hide through which they breathe,

They are easily killed if the proper
remedy is applied. One of the best
things for killing all insects is gaso-|

line. To kill the ox warbles, the gas-
