A “shelterbelt” may be a shelter-

Final Count Gives
Allred 43,346 Lead

DALLAS, Aug. 28.—The Texas
Election Bureau’s final tabulation of
returns from last Saturday’s Demo-
cratic runoff primary, announced to-
night showed that James V. Allred
led Tom F. Hunter by 43,346 votes
for the gubernatorial nomination, on
the face of the returns from 252 out
of the state’s 254 counties with 211
complete.

The final count represented a
total vote of 948,746 and the bureau
estimated that approximately 12,000
votes remained untallied in the un-
official count.

REFUGE FOR MIGRATORY
