Dean Law Repeal

AUSTIN, Texas, May 1.— After 
sixteen years of prohibition, Texans 
will vote on t^e repeal o f the dry law 
August 24. At the general election 
o f November, 1936, a little more than 
a year later, the voters will determine 
whether the State shall have a mo­
nopoly system with State stores.

Both branches o f the Legislature 
Wednesday gave overwhemlingly de­
cisive votes in favor o f adopting the 
plan o f submission o f two constitu­
tional amendment. As a safeguard 
against any threat o f nullification 
of its work, the conference committee 
asked for three separate votes on its 
proposals— first on the conference 
report as a whole, then on Senate 
joint resolution 3-A, the so-called 
monopoly amendment to be voted on 
in 1936, and finally on Senate joint 
resolution 3 to be voted on August 
24th, next.

The Senate voted, 28 to 1, on the 
conference report. The House vote 
was 116 to 19. After all three prop­
ositions had been voted on both 
branches voted to reconsider and 
table so that the question of prohi­
bition repeal has passed from the 
legislative stage and now is before 
the voters. Subnussion of constitu­
tional amendments require no ap­
proving signature o f the Governor.

Texas Allowed 26,000 
Men For CCC Camps

AUSTIN, May 7.— Texas* quota o f 
young men to join the Civilian Con­
servation Corps has been neariy 
doubled by an increase from 14,200 
under the old program to 26,880 
under a new program, it was announc­
ed last week by Neal Guy, enrollment 
supervisor for Texas.

Enrollment under the new quota 
will take place between June 15 and 
August 31, Guy stated, at which 
time county relief administrators will 
receive applications from young Tex­
ans desiring to go to civilian conser­
vations camps. Heretofore, applicants 
have had to be between the ages of 18 
and 25, which has been stretched to a 
ten-year bracket o f from 18 to 28. 
Part o f the men accepted will be 
sent to camps in nearby states, the 
rest to camps in Texas.

’ ’Application should be made to 
the county administrators,”  Guy in- 
.structed applicants, ’ ’and not to the 
Texas Relief Commission. The ad­
ministrator is the selecting agent for 
his county’s quota, and the delay 
entailed in making application 
through this office invariably lessens 
the applicant’s chances of acceptance.

Increases o f  Texas’ quota follows 
President Roosevelt’s authorization to 
increase the national quota from
300.000 to 600,000. It will enable 
Texas officials to brink the old quota 
up to full strength and take in from
10.000 to 12,000 new men.

Poisonons Prindpie in 
Loco Weeds Isolated

• The poisonous principle in the loco 
weed has been isolated by Dr. G. S. 
Fraps and E. C. C anie, o f  Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, 
who have been engaged in research 
to determine the identity and nature 
o f the poisonous principle which 
causes horses, cattle, and many other 
animals eating the weed to become 
’ ’locoed.”  Fraps and Caryle have 
been woriung in cooperation with Dr. 
Frank P. Mathews, in charge o f the 
Loco Weed Research Laboratory at 
Alpine, conducted jointly by the 
Bureau of Animal Industry, U. S. D. 
A. and the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, and have pursued 
their studies by the simple method 
of making separations o f the extract 
by various chemical methods and test­
ing out each o f the separations to 
determine whether it carried the tox­
icity and each time the harmless por­
tion was discarded and a further 
separation made o f the part carrying 
the poisonous principle. By this 
means, they have simplified and fi­
nally isolated the poisonous principle, 
which Dr. Fraps has named “ locoine.”  
This work o f separating and testing 
the extract is a tedious process as 
each separation has to be fed to ani­
mals to determine whether or not it 
will produce locoism and the feeding 
normally requires three or four 
months. Dr. Fraps has been able to 
reduce the cost o f  testing by usin^ 
cats as they have been found to react 
to loco poison, whereas rabbits and 
other small animak do not appear 
to be affected by the poison and 
domestic livestock would have been

Locoine is related to alkaloids and 
forms salts with acids.

The weed is widespread in the 
United States throughout the Rocky 
Mountain g^razing region to the Mexi­
can border. It extends into parts o f 
Texas and is a hazard to livestock 
producers. The isolation and indenti- 
fication o f this poisonous principle 
may be an important clue to devising 
practical means o f control, but it 
will require analysis and futher study 
of the nature and character o f this 
particular poisonous substance.

In addition to the chemical studies. 
Dr. Mathews has been doing experi­
mental work at the Alpine labaratory 
to determine the nature and extent 
of injuries sustained when grazing 
animals consume this weed. Among 
the findings made by Dr. Mathews 
is the fact that the dry plant is as 
poisonous as the green plant and 
that the horse is more susceptible to 
the poisonous effects o f the loco weed 
than are cattle and sheep, and goats. 
Abortions in cattle results from feed­
ing loco weed. For cattle about 90 
per cent o f the animals body weigkt 
in the green loco weed is required 
to produce the first visible symptoms 
of locoism, but a much larger amount 
is required to produce death; while 
for horses only 30 per cent o f the 
body weight is green weight in green 
loco plants will produce death. Dr. 
Mathews has also found that when 
concentracts are added to the ration 
less loco plant is required to produce 
a critical stage o f  locoism and he 
has found that the toxic principle o f 
the plant is not excreted with the 
milk.

Texas Station Bulletin No. 456, 
by Dr. Mathews, reports his prelimi­
nary experiments and discusses the 
.symptoms o f the poisoning and de­
scribes the loco plants.

As noted in this column yesterday, 
the Editor o f The Morning Avalanche 
“ smelled a mouse”  Thursday morning 
upon reading a news story from Ft. 
Smith Ark., to the effect that “ six 
families from the vicinity o f Spur, 
Texas had stopped at a federal tran­
sient camp there, “ refugees from the 
dust storms.”

The story told o f their "pastures 
being ruined beyond reclaim,”  and of 
their not being able to feed their 
cattle, due to the “ terrible drouth 
conditions around Spur.”  One 
“ rancher,”  said the Ft. Smith yarn, 
said, “ the only way we could tell 
when we were in the house was from 
the dim glow o f the electric lights.”  

Dewey Granberry, up-and-coming 
secretary of the Spur Chamber o f 
Commerce, swung into action when 
he read the story. He checked up on 
the whole affair and, in a long-dis­
tance telephone call to The Avalanche 
yesterday, told the stoiy. Here it is: 

The "Spur dust refugees”  at Ft. 
Smith consisted of four families, that 
o f an older man, together with the 
families o f three sons-in-laws. None 
was a “ rancher.”  None was a land- 
owner “ forced to leave his home and 
lands.”  All were tenant farmers i 
with no investments, between them 
having under terms of their rentals | 
100 acres of land in the north part o f , 
Dickens county. j

None o f them w’as a Dickens county | 
resident of more than a few months j 
standing. The entire group migrated! 
there after having rented some Kentl 
county acreage and having left it j 
after a disagreement with the land- 
owner. According to Mr. Grand-1 
berry, their “ cattle,”  for which their' 
“ pastures”  had no feed consisted of  ̂
one milk cow and it was borrowed! | 

Oldest o f  our oldtimers say they I 
have never seen anjihing like them 
before and although dust has not | 
ravaged this territorj' to the extent i 
it has many others, the swirls have! 
brought much discomfort.

But we have yet to get any con­
crete evidence of land-owning farm­
ers and ranchmen “ fleeing from the 
dust”  as virtual “ refugees.”

And until we do we will continue 
to greet reports, such as the Ft. 
Smith “ fairy story,”  as plain “ hokum 
and hooey,”  dished up by the dis­
gruntled.— Lubbock Avalanche.
