ETHIOPIA IN BIBLE TIMES

According to the Standard Bible Dic-
tionary, Northern Ethiopia became
independent about 2,000 years before
Christ. But the date usually ac-|
cepted for the founding of the City
of Rome is 753 B. C. In the OId|
Testament, Assyria and Ethiopia are
frequently mentioned together as
enemies of Israel, but Hezekiah, King
of Judah, is said in the second book
of Kings to have made an alliance,
for mutual protection, with Tirhakah.'
“King of Ethiopia”. ,

Ethiopia had its good and bad |
times in the almost incessant wars of |
conquest of ancient days. It was in|
turn conquered by Egypt and in con-!
trol over Egypt, with the exceptiong
of the Delta. The Assyrians invaded |
Egypt, driving out the Ethiopian‘:
rulers, in 668 B. C. At that time, |
historians say, Ethiopia ceased to ex-|
ercise any influence abroad.

A story in the eighth chapter ofl
Acts desceribes the conversion to|
Christianity of the chamberlain of
Queen Candace of Ethiopia, by Phll-
lip, one of the earliest evangelists. |
According to this story, an angel told
Philip where to meet the Ethiopian.
It happened that the Queen’s cham-
berlain was reading the Old Testa-
ment book of Esaias—Isaiah—as he
sat in his chariot. Philip asked him
if he understood what he was read-
ing, and he said, “How can I, except
some man should guide me?” Where-
upon Philip explained the prophecies
and converted him.

It is evident that the claim of the
Coptic church of Ethiopia to be one
of the most ancient of Christian
churches is not without foundation.
To the historian, Ethiopia, or Cush,
as the Hebrews knew it, is most in-
teresting, both for its persistence as
a nation and its antiquity. In spite
of the curses sometimes heaped upon
it by the Hebrew prophets, it is still
very much on the map.—St. Louis
Post-Dispatch.
