The cotton crop of Texas is esti-
mated at 3,850,000 bales compared
with 2,956,000 bales last year. Drouth |
heat, and insects caused some damage |
this year. |

Corn production fell short of the |
yield of last year, 68,000,000 bushels |
in 1936, compared with 89,500,000 |
bushels in 1935.

Grain sorghums also were short, |
49, 900,000 bushels in 1936 compared |
with 78, 900, 000 bushels in 1935.

The rice crop runs ahead this year,
10,600,000 bushels in 1936 compared
with 8,900,000 bushels in 1935.

Sweet potatoes this year produced

S. Department of Agriculture were
recommended by the Biological Sur-
vey.

“These regulations,” says the sur-
vey ‘‘continue stringent restrictions
on the hunting of waterfowl in order
to cut down the animal kill. The
restrictions put into force last year
were intended to bring about a re-
duction in the kill and they accomp-
lished that purpose.”

Three zones — northern, inter-
mediate and southern—have been ap-
proved for waterfow! hunting. In
the southern zone the season is from
November 26 to December 25.
