PONCA CITY, Okla—Motor lubri-
cants -appear smooth and fiuid to
the eye, but they need the influence
of the weird structure on the left
to anchor them to metal in the
places where it will do the most
good, according to L. L. Davis of
the Continental Oil Company.

This “What is it?™ bears the
awesome name of methyldichloro-
stearate and was constructed in
the Ponca City laboratories to show
the probable arrangement of atoms
in one molecule of a new lubricant
that “marries” ordinary mineral oils
to metal, forming a virtual “oil-
plating™ that refuses to give way
to friction.

The backbone of the molecule is
a spiral chain of carbon atoms, each
of them having two tiny hydrogen
atoms as satellites. The “foot” or
base of the molecule has two chio-
rine atoms which give the unit its
unusually strong attraction for
metals,. Two atoms of oxrgen, also
at the base, complete the structure.
All parts of the molecule are as-
sumed to be in constant motion.

The new lubricant is added to
mineral oil in proportions of about
one quart to 100 to increase its re-
sistance to heat and film rupture.
So tiny is the actual molecule that
moere than 100,000,000,000,000 000
are present in a single drop. The
molecule cannot be seen, even with
the most powerful modern miero-
scope, and the above model had to
be designed according to X-Ray

measurements and mathematical
