Wind Powered Radios
Ideal For Farmers

Yankee ingenuity and invention has
put the farmer on a par with his
city and town who ad-
vantage of power lines. Indeed, ex-
cept for initial cost, the farmer has
the advantage in the use of e¢lectrie
as future costs to_him are
insignificant in comparison with
those who must pay a meter rate for
the juice he uses in his set. The wind-
mill “charger” is a God send to farm-
ers and others who live in more iso-
lated sections.

The windmill charger is especially
valuable to Terry county farmers, or
for that matter any west Texas farm-
er, as there is lots of wind going to
here abouts anyway.
