Two one-gallon and a half cows can
be bought for $30, and 12 good hens
and a rooster can be bought for $5,
—total $100. Now the farmer is in
Eusiness with a sow, cow and a hen,
Suppose it is a tenart who could only
rent 20 acres of land. Let us see
what can be produced.

‘With 12 acres in cottor, three
bales can be made, now worth $160
—tenant’s part $120, and the seed
less ginning $20 more, or fed to cows.
The cows will produce 14 Ilbs. of
butter a day , %4 pound for home
consumption and.one pound for sale
or trade to the merchant, 300 pounds
a year at 20 cents a pound, or $60.
Buttermilk or skim to be fed to
chickens and pigs.

The brood sow will produce an
average of 8 healthy pigs a year
which can be made to weigh 300
pounds each, or 2,000 pounds of cur-
ed meat. One thousand pounds is
more than the average family of five
can eat a year, and the other thous-
and pounds can be sold to the mer-
chant or personal customer for $200.
It will take 12 bushels of corn to pro-
duce the 300 pound hog—or 100
bushels. Twenty-five bushels to the
acre will yield 200 bushels on 8
