Noticing this natural phenomenon
one day this fall, President Bradford
Knapp called Dr. W. M. Craig of the
chemistry department, and together
they theorized on commercial possi-
bilities of the weed.

Crushing a bowlful of Russian
thistle twigs, Dr. Craig boiled them
for several hours, then treated the
mass with sodium sulfide and sodium
hydroxide, and washed it, obtaining
a straw-colored fiber of unusual
strength,

“I make no predictions about this
experiment,” Dr. Craig says. “My
methods were too crudc; but I see no
reason why high-grade paper cannot
be manufactured from tumbleweed
fibers.”

The typewriter promotes self-criti-!

tual helpfulness, and independence;
it creates felt-need for spelling; make
drill and practice exercises more
effective; provides clear images of
words; facilitates perception and cor-
rection of mistakes. It helps teach
language and writing form and to es-
tablish clear images of numbers. It
reduces the amount of immature and
hasty practice in handwriting. It is
an incentive to good hadwriting; im-
proves correlation of art and lang-
uage work; increases intereszt in draw-
ing; and awakens the sensze of design.
