AN ASININE PROPOSAL

Legislative attack on chain
stores was scant for the past sev-
eral years, but open season seeins
to be here again. On the first day
Congress convened, House Reso-
lution 132 was introduced to pro-
vide an excise tax on retail

stores, starting at $25 dollars on|

all stores over ten in any one
company, and graduated up to
$500 dollars for each store in ex-
cess of 500, the maximum tax
per store to be multiplied by th:
number of states in which the
company owning the stores oper-
ates. The bill provides certain ex-
emptions for old, as compared
with new stores, but would limit
the number of stores within ong
state, or within a specified num-
ber of miles from the principal
business office of the company
owning the stores.

At a time when postwar pro-
duction is essential to furnish
jobs, it is asinine to propose leg-
islation which would limit the

'means of distribution, for when

distribution slows down, produc-
tion slows down.

This is no time for Congress to
throw prohibitions and confusion
around the legitimate expansion
plans of private citizens. Propos-
als to limit opportunity and pen-

alize success make a mockery of
everything for which American
youth is fighting the Secona
Warld War.

stores he can operate, or in what
territory,

Would you like to read Abra-
ham Lincolns biography, writ-
ten by himself? It was penned a
year before he was elected Presi-
dent and, only slightly abridged,

g o ‘ follows:

I was born Feb. 12, 1809 in
Hardin county, Ky. My parents
were both born in Virginia, of
undistinguished families—second
families, perhaps I should say.
My mother, who died in my
tenth year, was of a family of
the name of Hanks. My paternal
grandfather, Abraham Lincoln,
emigrated from Rockingham
County, Va., to Kentucky about
1781 or 1782, where a year or
two later, where he was killed by
the Indians, not in battle but by
stealth, when he was laboing to
open a farm in the forest. His

ancestors, who were Quakers,
went to Virginia from Berks
County, Pa.

My father, at the death of his
father, was but six years of age
and he grew up literally without
education. He removed from
Kentucky to what is now Spen-
cer County, Indiana, in my eighth
about the time the state came in-
to the Union.

Then came the
Black Hawk war and I was elect-
ed captain of volunteers, a suc-
cess, which gave me more pleas-
ure than any I have had since.

the only time I have ever been
beaten by the people.

The next and three succeed-
ing biennial elections, I was
elected to the legislature. I was
not a candidate afterward. Du-
ring this legislative period I had
studied law and removed to
Springfield to practice it. In 1846
I was once elected to the lower
House of Congress. Was not a
candidate for re-election. From
1849 to 1854, both inclusive,
practiced law more assiduously
than ever before. Always a
Whig in politics; and generally
on the Whig electorial tickets,
making active canvasses. I was
losing interest in politics when
the repeal of the Missouri com-
promise aroused me again. What
I have done since then is pretty
well known.

Austin, Texas, Feb. 7.—Farm
cash income in Texas was about
5 per cent higher in 1944 than
in 1943, according to Dr. F. A,
Buechel. economic analyst for
the University of Texas Business
Research.

Health has carried on a large-
scale persistent and effective
campaign against syphilis and
gonorrhea, the venereal disease
enemies of national health.

<lared, have helped to keep ven-
ereal disease infections from
spreading and have played a ma-
jor part in aiding servicemen and
industrial ‘workers to stay on the
job. In fact, man days lost
through such infections, in the
armed forces and industry, have
bbeen brought to an all time low
and Texas can list this gratifying
wesults among its contributions
do the nation’s military and in-
«lustrial achievements.

“Even though medical science
t%has produced new drugs and
xuedical research has found new
methods to combat these diseas
@s,” Dr. Cox stated, “they are
still formidable enemies. Fortu-
mately, we now have facilitie,
available f or diagnosis anl
treatment of venereal diseases
for all citizens of Texas who can-
not afford private care.”

Through new awareness among
<community and health leaders
and law enforcement authorities,
there has been tremendious pro-
2ress made in the control of ven-
