Mental strain and
physical privations, such as in-
adequate supplies of
crowded living conditions, leave
children an easy prey to the rav-
ages of disease.

Tuberculosis has followed in
the wake of past wars, taking a
tremendous toll among weakened
populations.

Reports from Europe and Asia
reveal that in the present war
tuberculosis is already on the
rampage in countries overrun by
the enemy. Each French author-
ity recently stated that in 1943
tuberculosis had increased 48
per cent in Paris as compared

The United Staes is apparently
holding its own against tubercu-

The 1944 tuberculosis death-
rate-the latest available—showed |
continued decline for the nation|
as a whole, though preliminary
figures indicate an increase in
certain states.

But the danger in a war time|
and post-war rise in tuberculosis‘
is not passed.Because of the long|
duration of the disease, the real
effect of the war on tuberculosis!
will not be known for several|
years.

Expansion and intensification
of the work of the National Tu-
berculosis Association and its
affiliates, in cooperation with the
U. S. Public Health Service, are
necessary to hold the gains al-
ready made.

Freedom

Individual liberty is one of the
teachings of Jesus. It goes hand-in-
‘hand with personal responsibility.
How can a man be held responsible
for his acts unless he is free to de-
termine how he shall act? The un-
derstanding that certain rights are
everybody's rights, and that no man
| can rightly deprive another man of
them, is an idea for which the world
is indebted to Christianity.

Compulsion in religion is older
than history. Every nation’'s lore is
colored with tales of forced worship.
In fact, the history of Christianity
is marred with a shameful record
of coercion. Just the same, obedi-
ence to Christ is voluntary or it is
not obedience at all, and (being an
every-day thing) Christianity lives
and grows best in surroundings of
personal liberty.

A Moral Duty

Opposing dictatorship, resisting
infringement by a few upon the lib-
erties of many, is a reverent act of
fidelity to the source of all freedom.
No government is perfect; no eco-
nomic system is perfect. For that
matter, no church is perfect. All
are subject, more or less, to lead-
ership by imperfeet people. Never-
theless some principles are right
and worthy of vigorous defense.

Harry Emerson Fosdick said,
““One of the great hours in history
struck when mankind ran into the
idea that all the people should unite
in making laws, which then all the
people should obey. Behind our
pitifully fallible experiments with
representative government stands
the Ideal, worth everything our fa-
thers gave for it and all that we can
give—the democratic state.”

Godless Laws

One-man governments traditional-
ly become jealous of their subjects’
loyalty to God; covetous too, per-
haps, of their free-will offerings,
large or small. Rarely do totali-
tarian states begin at the church
when they start cutting off people's
liberties. They get around to it in
the long-run, however. There are
about enough exceptions on record
to prove the rule.

Dictators usually start their tres-
passes on freedom by presuming to
say who shall engage in trade. It
is the natural way to commence.
Never do they find a large class
in commercial pursuits, so they can
begin grabbing power without antag-

| onizing a majority. The next big
| strategy

is to dominate the news.
By this method a dictator can make
his people think what he pleases.

WVith buying and selling pinched
under gova@nment’'s heel, one emer-
gency follows another, accidentally
or by design;

purpose. Consumers, the class most
hurt by government in business, nev-
| er learn the truth if press and radio
are under control. Selfish rulers

snatch away comforts and dole out

confusion and suspicion, the chains

of serfdom.
Traditionally

tyrants work this

way; it- has happened all along
through history. After business is
confiscated and the news agencies

seized, the people are poisoned with
malice, and malice destroys living
souls. Americans who value their re-
ligious liberty have no choice but to
defend representative government,
free enterprise, free speech and free
press. They can fight on the front
line and win, or wait to fight in the
last trench and lose.

Austin, Texas, Sept, 24.—Sleep
is a necessity of life and health,
according to Dr. Geo.

Several Rotan business men are
getting interested in the collection
of delinquent taxes—school, city
and county. There is a rebellious
attitude on the part of some who
have paid their taxes in full year
after year and find there are
many others who have not paid
taxes in years.

There are some, of course, who
cannot pay all their delinquent
taxes now, but nearly everyone
could pay something on back tax-
es. And the worst part is the
many vacant lots in Rotan, and
probably in other. towns on which
no taxes have been paid in years.
‘Probably most of these are owned

by non-residents who have no in-‘

terest in supporting the schools;
and other local governmental
agencies. :

This seems to be the best time
to insist on collection of delin-
quent taxes. Most people have
more money than usual. Any kind
or real estate brings a high price
now. Neither of these conditions
will likely prevail five or 10 years
from now. If foreclosure is nec-

essary, the property will bring a

pay taxes on it.

There is no demand that fore-
closure be made against those who
are honestly trying to pay up
back taxes, but these men seem
to believe that foreclosure is the
only recourse against those who
do not make any effort to pay.

Taxation can only be fair if
everyone pays, and it does not
seem fair for some to furnish tax
money to run the schools, city
and county while others enjoy the
same benefits and pay nothing.

Illistrative of the character of
men and events in Texas at that
time is the story about Thomas
Jefferson Rusk, Secretary of
War, who was energetic in thought
and action for Texas during the
dark days of the revelution. On
the night of the organization of
the Government ad interim, Pres-
ident Burnet had called a council,
asking each member in turn for
an opinion. As is usual in Texas
politics no two opinions concur-
ed. Secretary Rusk, weary from|
working night and day with no,
rest for three days while helping
to frame the Constitution of the
new Republic, had dropped his
head in his hands and, leaning his,
elbows on his knees as if medi-
tating, was actually sound asleeo.
When his name was called and
no answer, he was punched in
the ribs by the man who sat nexx
to him. Rusk sat upright out of
a fog of sleep and said, “Gentle-
men, my opinion is that we are in
a hell of a fix. We're all worked
down. Let's go to the saloon; get
a drink; then get on our horses
and go fight like the devil to get
out of this mess.” Needess to say,
they went.

Sam Houston’s name and
Texas history are inseperable.
No story of Texas politics is com-
plete without him. As a public
figure he appealed to the imagi-
nation. Representative of erring
humanity, every facet of his na-
ture had the spark that makes the
Whole world kin. His sympathy
for men gave him power over
them. His friends were loyal; his
enemyes bitter; but nobody ﬁeg

Dr. Watt Of T. U. Says
Share The Bomb

Austin, Texas, Sept.—Should
the United Nations be permitted
to know the secret of the atomic
bomb?

Yes, says Dr. George W. Watt,
University of Texas associate
professor of chemistry who has
spent two years in work related,
to the bomb.

“If the United Nations organi-
zation is going to be one capable
of preserving peace, complete
trust must be shown by all the
Allied nations,” Dr. Watt stated,
“and it would certainly be a ges-
ture in the right direction if we
make this information available.”

“It will only be a few years
until the scientists of the other
nations develop the bomb for
themselves anyway,” he continu-
ed, “therefore the refusal to dis-
close its composition now is only
a short range gain.”

The fact that the discovery has
been mad~ means that it will be
made again, Dr. Watt pointed out.
And scientists will reach the same
results in other nations in the
future even if we do not give
them the secret now.
