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To the large crowd who attended 
the Boys Calf how here last Sat­
urday, it would be hard to believe 
there is a beef shortage in Texas. 
104 head̂  of fat calves and year­
lings, fed and groomed by 61 boys 
of the 4-H and FFA clubs of the 
county, totaling 87,500 pounds, 
were exhibited on the West Texas 
Gin lot. Several head weighed 
over 1100, and many over 1000 
pounds each. The total average 
weight was 866 pounds. Much 
praise was heard from the spec­
tators, for the efforts well done 
by these energetic boys.

Alter the judging, the entire 
number was sold by Kenneth 
Bozeman at public auction, for an 
average price of 22 cents per 
pound, bringing a total sum of 
$19,747.89. Of these, J. A. Sears of 
Dallas, purchased 65 head for the 
great chain stores, of the A&P, 
paying a total of $12,375.

The balance was purchased in 
separate numbers by local men, 
Crede Gore, Dewey Murphy, Gore 
Brothers, and Herrons Grocery 
each bought several head. C. H. 
Wood, West Texas Cottonoil Mill, 
Herman Chesshir, Hillside Grocery, 
Portwood Motor Co. The two 
banks, Kyle Grocery, Furr Food 
store, Brownfield Theatres, Good- 
pasture Grain, Johnson Imple­
ment, Sam Murphy, J. B. Stephens 
Grocey, took one and more head 
each.

The 20 percent set aside on 
choice and good grades of beef has 
been removed, according to E. A. 
McBryde, District Director.

Set-aside meat of the top grades 
has been purchased primarily by 
the Army -but military services 
estimates they now have sufficient 
supplies to safeguard stocks, mak­
ing current set asides unnecessary. 
Since choice and good beef make 
up a large proportion of meat 
slaughtered at this time of year, 
somewhat greater supplies of both 
grades now should be available 
on the market he said.

Here is the modern version of 
beating swords into plowshares— 
the postwar flame-thrower with 
a new and entirely different tar­
get.

This death dealing instrument 
I kills weeds and boll weavils in 

the cotton row. It is the flame 
cultivator, which has just been 
put into quantity production by 
the New Holland Machine Com­
pany, farm equipment manufac­
turers of New Holland, Pa.

Predictions are made that flame 
cultivation, along with the cot­
ton picking machine, will com­
plete the mechanization of cotton 
growing in the South. Under 
average conditions, one two-row 
flame cultivator will do the work 
of 25 hoe hands, and reduce the 
cost of weeding to 50 cents an

ing cost of from three to four 
dollars.

The machine is the invention 
of Price C. McLemore, of Mont­
gomery, Ala., a lieutenant colonel 
pf World War II, who conceived 
It well before the war, when the 
military flame thrower was first 
being pictured. The implement 
has been through a long test pe­
riod.

In operation, the flame culti­
vator destroys weeds and grass in 
the cotton row but does not dam­
age the tougher cotton stalk. It 
is described as the only known 
substitute for the hoe. It has been 
employed successfully with vari­
ous other crops, including cane, 
corn, soybeans, orchards and 
truck products.

A Matter O f Might

There is one thing that is never 
discussed publicly in connection 
with strikes which are called to 
the detriment of the whole nation 
—namely, the right to work.

Today, labor unions calmly an­
nounce when they strike that pick­
et lines will be established, and 
any man crossing such line will 
do so at his peril. And men who 
want to work are not allowed to 
“cross” that line. Apparently there 
is no political will on the part of 
Federal, state or municipal gov­
ernment to protect non-striking or 
non-union workmen in their con­
stitutional right to work unmoles­
ted.

Suppose, however, you, as an 
individual, did not like a clerk in 
some store, and decided to become 
a one-man picket and prev’ent that 
clerk from entering the store. You 
would land in jail quickly as a 
policeman could be called.

The moral seems to be that the 
right to maintain picket lines and

prevent men from working is not 
so much a matter of law as a mat­
ter of might. If you are big enough, 
you can defy the law—if you are 
small enough, you are siUjject to 
the law. What a travestity on jus­
tice in a nation which boasts of 
freedom.—Rotan Advance.

Panama Canal, the digging of 
which was done by Army Engin­
eers, was made possible after re­
peated failures on the part of the 
French government.

8. The gas mask, developed in 
World War 1 by the Chemical 
Warefare Service, is used *o pro­
tect firemen, miners, and chemical 
workers, especially where there is 
danger of carbon-monoxide, am­
monia or other deadly fumes.

Gases and flame throwers de­
veloped by the Chemical Warfare 
service, are being used extensively 
to exterminate locusts, the boll 
weevil, the corn borer, potato hop­
per and other pests ruinous to 
crops.

10. Army Engineers have led all 
other agencies in flood prevention, 
through the building o f locks, 
dams, levees and sea walls.

11. In 1912 the Signal Corps ac­
complished the first successful ra­
dio message from airplane to 
ground, and a few years later suc­
cessfully demonstrated the first

airplane radio telephone.
12. The radio beacon was a 

development of the Signal Corps, 
and after successful tests the plans 
and specifications were turned 
over to the free use of commer­
cial manufacturers.

13. The Radio system, established i 
by the Army between Nome and i 
Si. Michael, Alaska, in 1904, was  ̂
the first in the world regularly j 
to operate commercially over a ' 
distance of 100 miles. The success- ■ 
ful operation of these two stations 
war. due to the inventions and ex­
periments of a Singal Corps of­
ficer.

14. Army fliers have saved the 
people of the United States mil­
lions of dollars in timber and flood 
control by detecting forest fires 
unseen by ground observers.

15. The Army has flown across 
the country with the speed of 
sound.

Austin—The State of Texas is 
nlanning to celebrate the first 
national “Know Your Public 
Health Nurse Week” April 7 to 
14, as proclaimed by President 
Harry S. Truman.

The purpose of the week, ac­
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, is to focus atten­
tion upon public health nursing as 
a service for every individual, 
and to increase public understand­
ing of the part played by the pub­
lic health nurse in helping to build 
better health for family, commun­
ity, and nation.

Many communities in Texas are 
planning to give special recogni­
tion during this week to the value 
of the public health nurse in the 
community.

From the beginning of this work 
more than thirty years ago, public 
health nurses have been concerned 
with the total health situation of 
the family including sickness, dis­
ease prevention, care of disease, 
and health protection.

In setting aside April 7 to 14 as 
“Know Your Public Health Nurse 
Week” for America, health admin­
istrators and all other friends of 
nursing should dedicate themselves 
to the extension of public health 
nursing services so that ther*e will 
be enough qualified nurses to meet 
the needs of all the people, and 
thus help in maintaining a max­
imum health level throughout the 
nation.

The South Plains as a whole 
harvested in 1945 only 17 per cent 
of the 1944 cotton crop, but one 
county of the 17 tabulated showed 
an increase over the previous year. 
This w’as Kent, w'here 5,106 bales 
were ginned in 1945 as compared 
with 3,864 in 1944.

The 17 counties ginned only 
123,890 bales in 1945, compared 
with 710.226 in 1941, according to 
figures released by the Bureau of 
the Census of the Department of 
Commerce. Totals are in running 
bales, and linters are not included.

The new Veterans Administra­
tion Regional Office for We^t Tex­
as with headquarters at Lubbock 
will mean much to West Texas 
veterans and tl;ieir families. When 
General Omar Bradley, head of the 
Veterans Administration, an­
nounced last year that Texas vet­
erans would be serv'ed by four re­
gional offices, located at Houston, 
San Antonio, Waco and Dallas, I 
complained to him that West Tex­
as veterans were being completely 
left out of the picture. I joined 
with the American Legion, the 
VFW and West Te.xans generally 
In the campaign for a West Texas 
Regional Office for West Texas 
v'eterans—an office similar to the 
ones located at Dallas, Waco, San 
Antonio and Houston.

It is now assured that within 60 
days such an office for West Tex­
an, with headquarters at Lubbock, 
will be a going concern.

General Bradley’s idea is to ren­
der service to the veteran at a 
ooint not too far removed from 
his home. Those of us who handle 
V̂’eterans Administration appropri­
ations are supporting this plan.

The West Texas Regional Office 
should not be confused with sub 
affices and contact offices which 
‘he VA ĥas established or will 
3stablish at a number of West 
Texas points to complete the ser­
vice to veterans and cooperate 
with the County Service Officers 
now .serving in most West Texas

Counties.
The Amarillo area which has 

previously been served by the VA 
office in Muskogee, Oklahoma, will 
hereafter be served by the West 
Texas office at Lubbcx:k. The El 
.Paso area is slated to be taken 
from the jUFisdiction of the office 
at Albuquerque, New Mexico. The 
plan is that all of Texas is to be 
under the overall supervision of 
the Branch Office at Dallas.

Now that the V'eterans Adminis- 
trat on has completed plans for 
Texas, my hope is that the service 
to veterans and their families may 
rapidly improve. The complica­
tions and difiiculties are tremen­
dous. General Bradley told our

During World War II, 1,760,000 
men were rejected for military 
service because of mental illness 
Members of the medical profession 
have po nted out that medical col­
leges in the past have placed in­
adequate emi'hass on subjects 
having to do with mental illness; 
‘ here is a scarcity of specialists 
n this field of medical science.

The bill is endorsed by outstand- 
ng members of the medical pro- 
'e.ssion and by the American Med- 
cal Association, the American Le­
gion and numerous organizations.

)f us who oppose so-called so- 
•hiiized medicine feel that the bill 
r in keep’ng with the best Ameri- 
an medical traditions.

According to Miss Myrtle Eric- 
son of Ithaca, N. Y., instructor in 
food and nutrition at Cornell Uni­
versity’s college of home econom­
ics, “ the average potato furnishes 
about 100 calories.” Miss Ericson 
made this statement in a General 
Electric Farm Paper of the Air 
address here.

“ Now, oT course,” she explained, 
“ if you are going to put lots of 
gravy or butter on your potato, 
you can step up that caloric value 
considerably. But don’t blame the 
result on the potato. Potatoes in 
moderate amounts are even in­
cluded in reducing diets.”

Comparing the 100 caloric value 
of potatoes with other foods. Miss 
Ericson said:

“A chocolate bar would give you 
240 calories. An ordinary dough­
nut gives you 175. A  piece of apple 
pie represents 400 calories, and a 
half cup of ice cream 250,”

To the ladies. Miss Ericson 
pointed out: “Just think what a 
piece of pie-al-la-mode does to 
you. That has about the same cal­
oric value as six medium-sized 
potatoes.”

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Texas History 
Filatures And Facts
By A. Garland Adair, 
Curator of History,
Texas Memoriam Museum

Texas is now in the midst of a 
52 day period that will be re­
membered as long as there are 
thoughts of the Lone Star state. 
From March 2nd, 1836, through 
April 21st of that same year, our 
pioneer fathers wrote more undy­
ing history than was ever written 
hy mankind in such a short span 
of time. On the second of March, 
1836, fifty nine delegates assem­
bled at Washington-on-the-Braz- 
■«s and adopted the declaration of 
independence for the then and 
there born Texas Republic. 110 
years ago, Gail Borden’s newspa­
per at San Felipe de Austin car­
ried the first printed form of that 
declaration, which can |>e seen in 
the Sam Houston case Tex­
as Memorial Museum. These same 
delegates wrote the first constitu- 
ton for Texas.

Principles of civil and religious 
freedom were brought to Texas 
from the Motherland across the 
Sabine. Upon those principles rests 
Ihe fabric of our state and the 
career of humap liberty in this 
confused post-war world.

The delegates assembled not in

SEl

palatial halls, but in a smithy shop 
on the banks of the Brazos, which 
later became one of the several 
migratory capitals of Texas.

So it was that old Washington 
arose as the birthplace of the Lone 
Star Republic. Ten years later 
Texas joined the Union. The final 
congress of the republic was held 
at old Washington. It is therefore 
proper that the Centennial of 
Statehood be commemorated at 
this sacred spot of hallowed mem­
ories. The American Legion of 
Brenham is to be commended for 
planning such a commemorative 
event there on June 28th of this 
year. The 101st anniversary of the 
last congressional session.

The freedom they there<and then 
declared was won the hard way, 
through blood gloriously shed, 
suffering cheerfully endured and 
sacrifices gallantly made.

The Texas'Revolution already in 
progress and which culminated 
fifty two days later on the 16th 
decisive battlefield of the world, 
at San Jacinto, April 21st, 1836, 
was no mere child’s game.

By Vaccine Found

Princeton, N. J., March 29—A j 
new vaccine capable of providing 
immunity from influenza has been 
developed and now can be bought 
in any drugstore. Dr. Wendell M. 
Stanley, member of the Rockefel­
ler Institute for Medical Research, ' 
disclosed today.

The centrifuge-type vaccine, un­
known in 1918 when an epidemic 
>f influenza killed m'llions 
hroughout the world, is an out­

growth of the war. Dr. Stanley 
said.

“We had no means of protection 
against a major flu outbreak when 
the war came,’ ’ Dr. Stanley, a 
biochemist, said. “ .An epidemic 
could have sabotaged our war ef­
fort. So we accepted the flu prob­
lem.”

“The new vaccine production 
methods are such that newly iso­
lated strains could be incorporated 
n the vaccine a few’ days after 

isolation,■' Dr. Stanley explained.
Dr. Stanley, 42, has been award­

ed the William H. Nicholas medal 
by the American Chemical society 
“ in recognition of eminent re­
search and leadership in the field 
of the chemistry of the v’irus.”

Seed Grain 
Treatment Urged

This spring, when there is such 
a big need for feed grain and for­
age for livestock it is more im -' 
portant than ever for farmers to 
treat the seed chemically. This is 
the opinion of R. N. McClain, 
county agent, and he says it’s good 
insurance to treat all grain sor­
ghum, sweet sorghum and corn 
planting seed every year. |

Treating these seeds in standard 
recommended practice for the con­
trol of most seed-borne diseases, 
says Mr. McClain. It also protects 
the seed and young seedlings from 
organisms in the soil that cause rot 
and seedling blights. It improves 
the stand, the yield, and the qual­
ity of the grain.

Grain sorghum and sweet sor­
ghum seed should be treated with 
2 ounces of cooper carbonate per 
bushel or other chemicals which 
can usually be bought at the local 
seed stores. For corn, semesan Jr. 
is recommended. Exact directions 
for use of the chemicals are found 
on the container.

If a mixing machine isn’t on 
hand, Mr. McClain recommends 
treating the seed in any tight can

About 3,813,000 tons of U. S. 
food supplies have been designated 
for shipment to fight starvation in 
liberated and occupied countries 
for the current quarter.

This amount is out of a total of 
5,347,000 tons estimated available 
for all exports, including the Uni­
ted Kingdom, U. S. territories and 
others, according l«) E. A. Mc- 
Bryde, District Director.

Wheat, flour and other grains, 
generally considered most vital in 
w'ar-devastated areas, comprise 
about 71 percent of the maximum 
estimates for these countries.

During the current three-month 
period, about 33K million tons of 
U. S. food supplies are estimated 
to be available for all purposes. Of 
this amount U. S. civilians will 
receive 26,675,000 tons, he said.
