At this
time of year, nice cabins are easy
to get, and contrary to expecta-
tions, winter is the hardest time,
according to operators, we sup-
pose on account of weather get-
ting a bit unfavorable to sleep
outside. New Mexico and Arizona
certainly are blessed with a va-
riety and a lot of tourists courts,
ranging from the cheapest to many

College Station — High Plains
cotton growers each year lose
money because they can't have
their cotton harvested before the
first frost.

Superintendent D. L. Jones and
Agronomist H. D. Lynn of the
Texas A. and M. Agricultural Ex-
periment Substation No. 8 at Lub-
bock say that this condition may
be remedied if cotton fa ers will
ccept three recent developments

ower di n tton 1 D¢
tormproof cotton and hen ]
def liation.

The experiment station men
point out that only half of the
Plains cotton is harvested when
the frost comes around November
4, the 35-vear average frost date
Since Plains farm units are large
the grower must depend largely
on migratory labor to pi his
cotton, and when frost and colder
weather set in, the labor moves

South, leaving the cotton
“holding the sack.”

farmer
Obviously, the
answer lies in harvesting the cot-
ton faster, and that's where the
three recent developments figure
in.

Power-driven strippers will al-
low the grower to harvest his cot-
ton just as soon as it is sufficient-
ly mature, Jones and Lynn pre-
dict.
