j m aintained schools and asylum s 
for the  deaf and dum b, the blind 
and orphans, bu t only in recent 
years set up a fund and personnel 
to extend aid and schooling for 
crippled children, m ost of w h « n  
are  those afflicted w ith bodily de­
ficiency from b irth . These u n ­
fortunates often have paren ts u n ­
able to give them  special tre a t­
m ent.

Mrs. G riffith , County H ealth  
Nurse, stated th is week th a t h e r  
departm ent had extended such aid 
to 35 children du ring  th is year. 
Some have been cured of th e ir a f­
fliction; o thers a re  still under the 
trea tm en t; some are in schools. 
Tw’o of the several polio cases 
have been discharged, w hile th ree  
a re  being treated  a t the  P lainv iew  
polio hospital.

Mrs. G riffin  encountered v'aried 
experience in th is w ork, noting 
some parents would not co-operate  
and even decline th is proffered 
aid through some com plex fear, 
even through they, them selves 
w ere unable to care for th e  a f­
flicted child, and w'hen through 
the facilities of the  S tate  hospitals 
these children m ay be re tu rned  to  
norm al, o r prepared  for independ­
ent life. This departm en t is a 
benevolent effort on the p a rt of a 
great sta te  to aid its unfortunates.

Sschools and colleges th a t m ust 
provide additional facilities to 
tra 'n  disabled veterans m ay ask 
the V eterans A dm inistration to 
pay more than  th e ir usual tu ition 
charges for these veterans, VA 
announced this week.

The adjusted rate, VA said, 
must not total m ore than  the 
school’s teaching and supply costs. 

•
New regulations providing for 

adjustm ents in tuition paym ents 
for disabled veterans enrolled un ­
der the Vocational Rehabilitation 
Act apply only to non-profit, tax  
supported institutions, VA said.

VA has provided for the ad­
justm ents because it recognizes 
that m any schools do not have a 
flexible income from taxes, en­
dowments and other sources to 
cover additional expenses incur­
red during the  present rush of 
thousands of veterans to college.

VA has m ade sim ilar provis­
ions for ad justm ent in tuition of 
students enrolled under the  GI 
Bin.

Application for ad justm ent in 
the  ra te  m ust be m ade to the  VA 
rerional off’ce having jurisdiction 
before the  beginning of the sem ­
ester for which the adjustm ent is 
asked.

V .\ is allowing all schools u n ­
til December 3, however, to sub­
mit their requests for adjustm ents 
for the present sem ester if the 
term began on or a fte r Septem ­
ber 1.

Q—If a disabled veteran  com - j 
pleted h ’s on-the-job  .training and |

A—Yes. U nder Public Law  346 ■ 
(G. I. B ill), he m ay be en titled , 
to read justm ent allowance up to 
52 w eeks provided he is able to, 
and available for, work at the 
time. Any prior periods used for 
such purpose would be deducte- 
ed from his m axim um  eligibili­
ty. '  I

Q—May the wife or child of a^ 
veteran  be granted  hospital or 
dom icility care by V eterans A d­
m inistration because of the re la ­
tionship to the veteran?

A—No. Admission to a V eterans 
A dm inistration hospital or home 
is based on the service of a per-, 

son in the  arm ed forces and may ■ 
be granted only to the persons 
whf- served.

Q— Is V eterans A dm inistration 
issuing prosthetic service cards to 
am putee veterans?

A—Yes. V eterans w earing a r­
tificial lim bs and who are entitled 
to repairs at G overnm ent expense 
m ay obtain a prosthetic service 
card. The card enables the  veteran 
to obtain im m ediate repair ser­
vice UD to a lim it of $35 w ithout 
prior approval from V eterans Ad- 
m in istra t’on.

Q—Is it possible for a disabled 
veteran taking vocational tra in ­
ing under Public Law 16 to m ake 
a small loan from the G overn­
m ent?

A—Yes, bu t loans cannot ex ­
ceed $100 and they are m ade on- 
l.v to veterans approved for vo­
cational rehabilitation when the 
need is shown.
