In an attempt to stop the killing
of some 2,000 persons every year
on the highways of Texas, Gover-
nor Beauford Jester told the legis-
lature last week that the highway
patrol must have an emergency
appropriation of $75,000 at once.

“This would bring the highway

{ patrol up to 250 privates, which,

of course is too few men to con-

trol the drunken and dangerous !
drivers who speed over the 2%,-|

000 miles of Texas highways,”
said the governor. ‘“California has
found that it pays to keep 900
patrolmen on her highways. Penn-
sylvania has 1600 and New York
800.”

“To provide at least 200 more
highway patrolmen and 100 more
police patrol cars, I recommend an
additional approprigtion of $1,-

300,000 per year during the nexi|

biennium.”

Local authorities will be h;x;);))"

when the highway patrol puts on
“traffic lanes” in this section as
many car owners and drivers now
use the highways without drivers
licenses.

The traffic lane is
used to check all drivers. Every
car is forced to stop and the driv-
er is checked for his license as
well as his brakes, etc.

Persons who have been able to
“get by’ so far will find them-
selves caught in traffic
lanes in the next few months and

these

will be forced to pay fines when
they cannot produce the license.

| big blow” that swept across West
 Texas January 29 had its points—

| farmer’s soil conservation work.

Bailey County Agricultural
| Agent J. K. Adams reports that
the duster, called by old timers
“the strongest puff of wind that
has hit Bailey County in many
moons,” would have caused ten
times as much soil damage if it
had come along before the days
when farmers knew how to pro-
tect their land from wind erosion

Most Bailey County farmers
were ready for it, Adams says.
They left stubble in the fields af-
ter the grain sorghutn harvest
and let late weeds stay on the
ground to help anchor down the
top soil. The farmers are realiz-
ing the value of vegetative cover
as a protection against wind erous-
ion, says Adams, and to prevent
speeding up moisture loss, they
are not in too big a hurry to get
their land opened up.

The County Extension agent is
working with the Soil Conserva-
tion Service in promoting Bailey
County’s soil conservation pro-
gram.
