I
made a speech in opposition to
the action of the Committee, as-
serting that the Republican mem-
bers had concealed from the Con-
gress and from the American peo-
ple the facts and figures as to|
just where the cuts were to be
made. I said that the report would
be meaningless and ineffective
unless backed up with an itemized |
list of the major cuts. Senator
Taft agreed with me on this point
and to demonstrate his good fzith,
he himself gave some specific
figures as to where he would sup-
port certain reductions, but the
figures were inadequate and in- |
conclusive. As to the Armed Forc-
es, he thought a cut of one bil-|
lion dollars would be in order.
