We believe that we have men­
tioned in these columns once be- 
for that if it is your intention to 
transfer your scholastic to some 
school other than he attended last 
term, you will have to do so be­
fore August 1, otherwise you will 
be required to pay tuition on 
them.

As there are just four schools 
in Terry county. Brownfield, Mea­
dow, Wellman and Union, we 
have not stressed this as in years 
gone by, for the reason all schools 
in the county are consolidated, 
and carry students to and through 
the twelfth grade, making them 
eligible for entrance without ex­
amination to Texas colleges.

But maybe there are some along 
county lines that have attended 
a small rural school, who wish 
to be transferred to one or the 
other of the schools mentioned 
above.

Farming In Pleasant 
VaDey Section

Took a little spin out Tuesday 
afternoon in the Pleasant Valley 
area, and while we found some 
good growing crops on the hard­
er or mixed lands, they were poor 
or non-existent in the sandier soil. 
There is only one conclusion to 
reach, and that is, deep breaking. 
Those light sandy soils are fertile, 
and if crops can be gotten up and 
started ,they will surprise you in 
production. But as long as from 
10 to 18 inches of loose sand lays 
on the top, just that long will 
each years planting be a headache.

Well, says some one, what do 
you know' about farming. We 
dont know too much. But w’e 
have closely watched farming op­
erations in Terry county for al­
most 40 years. Before that time, 
W’e w’atched farming in the light 
shinnery lands south of Anson, 
Texas, but we farmed the tight 
rawhide lands northwest pf An­
son. We had relatives and friends 
in the “shinnery” and have watch­
ed them “ sand furrow’ing” after 
a rain when the wind would get 
high. We know the headaches of 
farming light sandy soils in west 
Texas even before coming to the 
Plains.

Our route lay out by the old 
Bym:m and Corning hranesteads, 
north a mile, thence east to the 
Valley school house. South to the 
highway, west to juncture of the 
country club road, which was fol- 
low'ed for two miles and west 
into town over the old Lamesa 
highway.

The.c ” *pre some good crops 
for a n*'le o~ so on t’*e country 
club road, then most blown out 
and never replanted, although 
some were replanting Tuesday, 
As one neared town there were 
some fair crops, when the harder 
land were approached. Some of 
the best crops we saw were cen­
tered around the place Frank 
Proctor built some 20 years ago 
three miles northeast of town.

If we can have a few showers a- 
long, we are confident that Old 
Terry will be strutting her stuff 
by Octotoer and November.

A deep breaking contractor 
with one of chisel model deep 
break ng gang plows, is turning 
over a la;ge portion of the old 
A. B. Bynum farm three miles 
northeast of the city. Many peo­
ple are driving out there to see 
his m-ghty tractor tears a seven- 
foot swath, 30 inches deep into 
the aluvial soil of this early set­
tled place.

For the past several years, one 
of the heirs, Arnett Bynum, has 
had charge of the old place, but 
it had formed a habit of blowing 
out on him too frequently, so it 
was decided to deep break a large 
section of the place. Farming op­
erations on this old place will be 
watched by many with interest, ■

On the right of the road as one i 
drives out there, one will find that I 
the Alton Webb place has also 
been deep broken, and a lot re­
planted since the breaking opera­
tion. On the Bynum place, some 
8 or 10 inches of sandy type soil 
is being mixed with some 20 
inches of clay subsoil.

Among the observers out there 
was Arthur Sawyer, who has 
some of the same natured land. 
His dad, the late M. B. Sawyer 
was one of the first advocates of 
deep breaking in Terry county 
some 25 or 30 years ago. And it 
was on his farm just west of tou n 
that a road grader was used’ to 
break a part of the land some 
15 or 18 inches oeep.

With the road building tools of 
that early day, it would have been 
impossible to break as deep as the 
huge machinery now in operation. 
Yes, it costs considerable money 
to deep break, but you have a new 
farm when the operation is com­
plete, and perhaps one that won’t 
blow out very easy.

Agriculture Ranks 3rd 
In Accidents

Agriculture ranks third among 
industries in the number of peo­
ple killed per thousand workers 
each year by accident, according 
to figures released from A. and 
M. College, reports Miss Helen 
Dunlap, county home demonstra­
tion agent. The elimination of 
30,000,000 farm hazards, is the 
1948 goal of Farm Safety Week 
to be observed July 25 to 31. As- 
cording to these figures, people 
of the most productive age group 
25 to 44 years, are the ones most 
often killed in farm accidents.

Accidental deaths are caused by 
falls, machinery, animals, motor 
vehicles, burns or shocks, im­
properly handling of equipment 
and falling objects; the figures 
show. Motor vehicles are credited 
with the cause of the largest num­
ber of farm accidents.

By being more conscious of the 
causes of these accidents, it is 
hoped that many may be elimin­
ated throughout the year.

Lots Of Diphtheria
Reoort Reveals*

According to the morbidity re­
port for the week ending July 3. 
more than 463 cases of dipht.heria 
occurred throughout the slate so 
far this year.

T^e morbidity report is releas­
ed weekly by the Texas State 
Department of Health. It shows 
the prevalence of communicable 
disease by counties.

“ In the light of our presen* 
knowledge regarding the control 
of diphtheria, it is unfortunate 
that the disease is allowed to 
flourish,” Dr. George W. Cox. 
State Health Officer, said.

For the week June 26 to July 
3, Nueces County reported foui 
cases: Hopkins, Tarrant and Val 
Verde counties reported one each. 
For the year 1947, seventy-seven 
deaths from diphtheria were re­
corded.

“ A life-tiiTie immunity may be 
establ;.‘:hed in 90 per cent of the 
children receiving the diphtheria 
toxoid,”  the health officer sa.r*. 
“ If all parents of children over 
six months of age would have 
their children innocuiated, the in­
cidence rate o f the disease would 
be rapidly reduced.”

The administration of toxoid 
causes little or no discomfort in 
the child. Dr. Cox added, and a

As we stated above, it is of 
great benefit to the family that

I letter on Sunday. Another bene­
fit to your town is that a larger 
number of men and women will 
be employed at your post office,

But as stated above, dont ex­
pect too much of city delivery, so 
far as your are personally con­
cerned. The firms that make it 
possible to have a first class o f­
fice, as in case of Brownfield, by

farm ownership program.

Lenders who extend credit to 
eligible farmers for the purchase, 
enlargement or development of 
farms under the insured farm 
mortgage program may assign the 
mortgage to the Government and 
receive payment in full at the end 
of a specified period by the Gov­
ernment. The loans will carry an 
interest rate of 3 per cent and a 
1 per cent insured mortgage 
charge.

The credit is extended only to 
farmers who cannot obtain ade­
quate financing from private or 
cooperative sources. Repayment 
of the loans is fully guaranteed by 
the Government. The loans are 
limited to 9 ) per cent of the bor­
rowers total investment in the 
fai"n and are repayable ov’er a 40 
year period.

S neo the first insured loan was 
.made last October, 333 loans aver­
aging approximately $7,000 have 
been closed or approved. In ad­
dition, 9,200 applicants for insur­
ed loans have been approved and 
their applications are being held 
pending the location of suitable 
farms or lenders willing to finance 
the loans with government insur­
ance.

Of the lenders, 84 per cent have 
been banks serving rural areas. 
Other loans have been made by 
life insurance companies, individ­
uals, state retirement funds, and 
subsidiaries of farm organizations.

The insured mortgage program 
is based on experience gained in 
the making of direct government 
farm purchase loans to approxi­
mately 60,000 farmers, including 
8,000 veterans during the past 10 
years. Approximately 9,000 of 
these loans have been paid in full 
from farm income 30 or more 
years ahead of schedule.

Congress has appropriated $15,- 
000,000 for direct farm ownership 
loans during coming fiscal year.

In most respects the direct and 
insured loans are similar. A farm 
purchased, enlarged or improved 
with either direct or insured loans 
cannot have a value greater than 
are average value of all efficient 
family-type faiTns in the county 
in which it is located. No loan can 
be made if the total investment 
of the borrower will be more than 
tbe reasona'ble value of the farm 
based on its long time earning 
capacity. All loans are accompani­
ed by superv’ision in improved 
farming methods.

A borrower cannot qualify for 
a direct loan however, if he is 
able to make a 10 per cent or 
more down payment on the farm 
and can obtain an insured loan 
from other credit sources.

.Approximately 70,000 applica­
tions are on hand for direct and 
insured loans, of which 38,000 are 
from veterans.

Veterans receive preference for 
both direct and insured loans.
