Several hundred head of Callag- |
han ranch herefords are fatten- |
ing on blue grass in Virginia’s
bhenandoah valley.

“We are not sure yet,” Finley
commented, “but we think this is

going to turn out to be as goca
grazing as any place in the nation.

Right now we send a lot of our
cattle to the Flint Hills in Kan-

{sas, which is the best we have

yet found. This grass up here may
be equally as good.”

A steer can fatten much faster
on the Flint Hills than in Wyom-
ing, Colorado or other western
states because of the mineral con-
tent of the soil, Finley said. He
has been sending three-year old
steers to the Flint Hills to fatten.
He hopes to send two-year-olds
to Virginia or surrounding states
to get them ready for market:

If the limited scale operaticns
in the East prove profitable, the
Texan plans to ship 5,000 to 10,-
000 or more head annually and
contract with more land owners
back here for use of their pas-
tures. He flew over and inspected
a 150,000 acre tract of land in
North Carolina and is keeping it
in mind for leasing. It’s timber
and marsh lands along the Atlan-
tic coast.
