If your
turkeys are in this condition, says
George Draper, of the Texas A.
& M. College System poultry hus-
bandry department ,you should
start now to get them in top mar-
ket condition.

Draper suggests that turkeys,
not yet ripe, should be placed on
full feed and should have their |
range limited. By full feed, he |
means that a finishing mash |
should be kept before the birds. |
He says you can also give your |
turkeys free access to home grown
