Citizens Will Vote 
On $849,000 Issue
Mayor C. C. Primm announced 

Wednesday the decision o f the 
city council to submit to the quali­
fied voters of the city of Brown­
field the propositions o f issuing 
revenue bonds to finance im - 
provemnts to the water system, 
sewer system and power and l i ^ t  
system and general obligation tax 
bonds to finance street improve­
ments and to construct a city hall, 
fire and police station. This action 
was taken by the city council af­
ter several weeks of study and 
conferences with engineers on the 
estimated requirements for  ex - 
expansion and extensions o f the 
various utilities, future street im­
provements and study of prelim­
inary plans for a combination 
city hall, fire and police statiim.

The propositions which will be 
presented to the voters are as 
follows: $267,000 water and sew­
er revenue bonds, $400,000 power 

I and light rev’enue bonds and 
$182,0000 general obligation tax 
bonds.

The annual requirements for 
! retiring the $267,000 water and 
j sewer revenue bemds will be pro- 
I vided from income from the wat- 
1 er and sewer systems. O f the 
I $267,000, it is estimated that $132,- 
j 000 will be used for improvements

er system. The water works im­
provements will consist o f  addi­

Approximate­
ly $105,000 of the funds mad* 
available from this issue will b »  
used to refund or retire outstand­
ing revenue bonds issued against 
the power and light system. The 
remainder of the $295,000 funds 
derived from this issue will be 
used for improvements to the 
pow'er and light system. The im­
provements are to consist o f the 
installation of an additional en­
gine and generator unit having a 
capacity of approximately 1500 
kva, including switchboard and

Students Are Warned 

By VA On EligibUity
Veterans pdanning to go to 

school under the GI Bill, with 
certificates of eligibility issued 
before Nov. 1, 1949, are advised 
by the VA to make certain that 
the school is permitted by law to 
offer training to veterans at Gov­
ernment expense. The law does 
not allow veterans to take GI 
training courses in schools which 
have not been in operation on 
their own for at least one year, 
or in schools not having approv­
al of the State Approval Agency.

If a veteran enters school fall­
ing into either of these categor­
ies, he will receive no subsistence 
and he will be required to pay 
his own tuition and supply costs 
—even though he has a certifi­
cate of eligibility. Certificates are 
valid, the VA explains, only in 
those educational institutions or 
training establishments where GI 
training is permitted by law.

A veteran may check the stat­
us of the school or establishment 
he wishes to attend by calling or 
writing the VA, 1612-20, 19th St., 
Lubbock, Texas.

Egypt. It has aroused new interest 
because it may be grown without 
regard for government quotas. It 
is the first strain developed from 
planting the Egyptian variety Sa- 
kellaridis in this country. Its sta­
ple length runs from 1 7-16 inch­
es to 1 5-8 inches.

It takes a longer growing peri­
od, but also sells for a premium 
on the cotton market. Dr. Lyle 
Hessler, and Dr. A. W. Young of 
Texas Tech say. Hessler is head 
of the cotton technology depart­
ment. Young heads the plant in­
dustry department.

In far west Texas the Pecos 
section has planted 30,000 acres 
of Pima. Its Pima Cotton Com­
mittee is determined to sell the 
yields on a competitive basis with 
Egyptian strains.

Hessler says Pima has been 
bringing around 20 cents a pound 
more than other varieties. Its 
high grade lint is sought by eas­
tern mills which produce laces 
and woven goods. Much of the 
same sort of staple is now im- 
FK3rted, with a q u o ta ^ f 127,000 
bales for this year.

A small supply of long staple 
cotton has come from west Texas, 
Arizona and New Mexico. A hot, 
dry area with irrigation facilities 
is best suited for the crop, says 
Hessler.

Pecos, which isn’t in the south 
plains, is hopeful it can turn out 
a product equal or superior to 
Egyptian strains and convince 
mills and merchants of it.

Shorter staple varieties are mass 
grown on the south plains. Dr. 
Young says Pima would require 
a longer growing period and also 
must be hand picked. Because of 
the long growing an early freeze 
is a threat.

“ In the south plains there are 
over 200 frost free days, but the 
longer growing season and a lot 
of luck will be required before 
long staple cotton can be a pay­
ing crop,”  says Young.

He says there is a shortage of 
long staple seed and cites a quo­
tation of $600 a ton by one firm.

Also, says Young, Pima requires 
a changed ginning procedure 
which would be taken into ac­
count when figuring the net pre­
mium of Pima over short staple 
varieties.

Terry’s Trade Growth 
And Expansion Given

The United States Department 
of Commerce has released the fol­
lowing business figures to the 
Brownfield Chamber o f Com- 
merce. 'Riese figures show the 
growth and expansi<m of dollar 
trade in Terry county and Brown­
field proper from 1939 to 1948.

Retail sales in the county dur­
ing 1948 aggregated $13.3 million, 
an increase o f 316 percent over 

$3.2 million in 1939, when the 
^fcceding census o f business was 
taken. Wholesale sales in the 
county reached a ..total o f $3.3

million in 1948, as compared with 
$1.2 million reached in 1939. The 
service trades included in the 
Censiis o f Business recorded re­
ceipts totalling $724,000 in 1948, 
compared with $103,000 in 1939.

Employment in the county also 
rose over the 9 year period be­
tween 1939 and 1948 for the above 
trades. Establishments in these 
trades reported a combined total 
of 689 paid employees for the 
work week ended nearest Novem­
ber 15, 1948. This compared with 
a total of 451 employees reported

These preliminary figures have 
been derived from a report on 
Terry county, which also includes 
data for the city of Brownfield.

In the (Retail Trade group, 143 
establishments totaled $13,296 in 
1948. There were 152 active pro­
prietors of unincorporated busi­
nesses, with 518 employees, in­
cluding 431 full work-week em­
ployees. Of this group. 31 food 
establishments totaled $2,621, with 
96 employees, including 63 full 
time workers. There were 20 eat­
ing and drinkmg establishments 
with receipts of $409,000, 22 pro­
prietors, €3 paid employees, of 
which 58 were full time work­
ers. Twenty one gasoline service 
stations netted $944,000 in sales 
and receipts, with 24 owners, 42 
paid employees, 40 of which were 
full time workers. There was a 
total of 71 other retail stores 
which netted $9,322,000, with 75 
proprietors, 317 paid employees, 
of which 270 were full time work­
ers. In 1948, there were 14 whole­
sale trade businesses, which net­
ted $3,303,000, with 9 proprieors, 
and 65 paid employees.

all necessary auxiliary equipment; 
improvements and extensions to 
the electric transmission and dis­
tribution system.

Of the $182,000 general obliga­
tion tax bonds, $50,000 is for fi­
nancing the city’s portion of the 
cost of proposed street improve­
ments, which, on the basis of the 
city paying one third and the 
property owners two thirds of 
the cost of such improvements, 
would provide sufficient funds for 
the city’s portion on approxi­
mately a $150,000 program or ap­
proximately 50 blocks of paving, 
depending on the street widths 
and lengths of blocks. The bal­
ance of the tax bwids, $132,000, 
is for construction o f a combi­
nation city hall, fire and police 
station.
