In Adair Field

• The Union Oil Co., of California, 
finished up a- good well in the 
Adair field, 12 miles south of

* ‘Brownfield the past weekend. It 
, was the No. 4 T. F. threstman,

and gauged 822 barrels of 45.8 
. gravity oil per day, on a three 

quarter inch choke.
In the meantime, and offset to 

this mutifield has been located 
, just over in Gaines county. A 

'number of other wells are drilling.
• The reason we speak of it as multi­

^ b y  Conoco Drilling Co., is get­
ting down around 10,000 feet. 
Two apparent pay zones have been 
encountered in this 12,000 foot 
test, one around 5,000 and the oth­
er 8,000.

The Anderson-Pritchar Oil Corp., 
Royer No, 1, between Brownfield 
and the Wellman pool, is down 
better than 10,150 feet, and seems 
to have missed the reef. This well 
is slated for 10,500 feet, and we 
hope they may find something yet.

A well, has been finished 12 
miles west of O’Donnell, which 
should put the well near the cor­
ners of Dawson, Lynn and Terry 
county, pumping about 53 barrels 
each of oil and water daily.

PROCLAMATION
WHEREAS, we as American citizens enjoy more rights and 

more freedom than the citizens of any other country in the 
world today, our nation being the last great bulwark against 
tyranny—the hope and inspiration of every individual interested 
in preserving and perpetuating for all mankind the liberties 
and privileges enjoyed only by free men in a free society;

WHEREAS, each and every American should always be 
conscious of the fact that our citizenship also entails definite 
duties and responsibilities— that the privilege of being free can 
be perpetual only in a society where all share in performing 
the obligations of citizenship;

WHEREAS, Democracy and our American way of life are 
ever subject to the serious and world-wide threat of Commun­
ism and related doctrines, and each American citizen has cause 
to realize and appreciate that our precious liberties may also 
be impaired or lost through our own lethargy and lack of at­
tention to our every day civic duties;

WHEREAS, the State Bar of Texas has sponsored and is 
sponsoring an educational program to emphasize to the citizens 
of this state that our great heritage as Americans and as Texans 
can be preserved only by the full and complete participation of 
each and every individual in the duties and responsibilities of 
that citizenship;

AND WHEREAS, this program of the State Bar of Texas 
deserves and merits the full support of this community, and 
to the better functioning of this program a week should be 
designated and set aside as "American Citizenship Week," that 
all may join in perpetuating our American way of life, in em­
phasizing the significance and dignity of the individual as a 
citizen of a free and democratic nation, and in meeting and 
conquering the communistic threat—the greatest challenge of 
cur time;

TOLEDO, O.—Here is the first picture released by Willys-Overland of its long-awaited passenger sedan 
the first to be buUt by the company since it went into all-out producUon of Jeeps for war in 1942 This 
model, to be introduced by dealers early next year, is the “Aero Wing." so named because its construc­
tion and styling represent a “dramaUc marriage of the most advanced principles of aeronautical and 
automoUve engineering." according to company engineers. They described the car as "dpsigned to meet 
the condiUons of high-tax, high-cost living. It is the first time that the ride and handling characteristics 
of expensive, long wheelbase cars have been secured in a car of external compactness and outsUnding 
economy.” Tests cited by the company indicate the Aero Wing will, speed for speed, go farther on less 
gas than any other full-size car. It is reported to deliver up to 35 miles to the gallon at a sneed of 30 
miles an hour with overdrive using regular gasoline. ^

Effects of Toxaphene 
On Dairy Cows

COLLEGE STATION. —  Small 
amounts of toxaphene apparently 
are not harmful to dairy cattle.

This insecticide is used widely 
in the control of grasshoppers on 
forage crops and pastures and in 
control of flies, lice and ticks on 
dairy cows.

The effects of toxaphene on dai­
ry cattle were investigated during 
1950 by research workers of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Amounts varying from two and 
one-half to thirty-seven and one- 
half grams of actual toxaphene 
per day were fed to four Jersey 
cows.

R. E. Leighton, associate profes­
sor of dairy husbandry, reports 
that none of the cows showed any 
harmful effects as long as the 
dose of toxaphene was not over 
five grams per cow daily.

However, when the dosage was 
increased to seven and one-half 
grams, symptoms of toxaphene 
poisoning— extreme nerv’ousness, 
loss of appetite and convulsions— 
became evident, usually within one 
to two weeks. Feeding larger 
dosages of the poison finally re­
sulted in the death of two cows.

In another phase of the experi­
ment, calves were not harmed by 
drinking milk from Jersey cows 
fed half a gram of pure toxaphene 
a day. Leighton estimated that a 
dairy cow eating roughages spray­
ed with normal amounts of toxa­
phene for grasshopper control 
would not consume more than 
half a gram of toxaphene in 24 
hours.

Apparently, it is safe to spray 
dairy cows with five-tenths per 
cent toxaphene prepared from 
wettable powder concentrates, says 
I..eighton. However, use of a five- 
tenths per cent toxaphene water 
emulsion spray prepared from 
emulsified oil concentrates may 
not be sati.sfacfor>’ .

Following the use of water 
emulsion spray in this experiment, 
toxaphene apparently was secreted 
in the milk for several days.

Further re.search on the effects 
of toxaphene on dairy cattle and 
their milk is planned by the ex­
periment station.

Urinary Calculi  ̂
Study ProgrcK

c o l l e g e  s t a t io n . — Axtimai
scientists report progress in in­
vestigations on the formation o f 
urinary calculi in cattle.

These crystalline or stooelike 
deposits, which are formed in tbc 
urinary tract, may result in tiic 
death of animals by obstructing 4 ic  
flow of urine.

Recent work indicates that 
urinary calculi content of 
bladder is increased by ineludinc 
limestone in the fattening catkna. 
of a steer calf. Supplementing the 
ration with bonemeal apparently 
has a similar but less pronounced 
effect.

These results were obtained fn 
an experiment conducted by thn 
Texas Agricaultural Experiment 
Station and the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture during 1950-51 at 
the Big Spring Field Station.

Six lots of eight steer calves 
each were used in this work. Two. 
lots were fed 01 pound of pul-’ 
verized limestone daily per head, 
two lots received 200 grams o f 
bonemeal p>er head daily, and the 
remaining two lots received no 
mineral supplement.
John H. Jones, animal husband­
man with the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station, reports that 
very small amounts of calculi wera 
found in the bladders of the 
steers, although three were lost 
from this condition.

Of the steers which received ao 
mineral supplement, nine were 
free of calculi and only one had 
more than 0.1 gram. Three of thr 
steers fed bonemeal were free o f  
calculi and only twno had mere 
than 1.0 gram. One of the animals 
fed limestone was free o f calculi, 
nine had less than 1.0 gram, two 
had 2.0 grams and two had nearly 
4.0 grams.

AUSTIN.—The state draft call 
for February will not be filled with 
men below the age of 20, Brig­
adier General Paul L. Wakefield, 
state Selective Service director, 
said last week.

The only exception that will be 
taken to thi.s rule will be in the 
case of draft volunteers and delin­
quents.

Previously, national Selective 
Service headquarters had instruct­
ed state headquarters not to in­
duct any men below 21 without 
first requesting authority from 
Washington.

“ We requested authority to in­
duct men as low as 20 years old.” 
Gcnoral Wakefield .said, “and sub­
sequently each state and territorial 
director was granted this authori­
ty. Here in Texas we were afraid 
that we might not be able to de­
liver our quota if we were con­
fined to 21-year olds.

The Februaiy induction calls is 
2,144 men. as compared to 1,471 
in January, and 362 in December.

The state Selective Service di­
rector said that state headquarters 
expected to get the February call 
to local boards in the mail either 
Monday or Tuesday.

“Texas is going to make every 
effort to fill the February call 
from examined and acceptable men 
who will be at least 21 years of 
age at the time of induction, re­
gardless of which local board has 
jurisdiction over them,” General 
Wakefield commented.

“ We’re calling first on the 
boards that have examined and ac­
ceptable men 21 years, or older,” 
he continued. “ Then we’re calling 
on those our records show have 
no 21-year-old examined and ac­
ceptable.”

Latest available records at state 
Selective Ser\ice headquarters

show that local board.s at the fo l-; 
lowing places have not examined 
and acceptable regi.strants 21 
years or older;

No. 6 at San Antonio, No. 30 
at Dallas, San Diego, Galveston, 
Longview, all boards in Harris 
County, Edinburg, Port Arthur, 
Lubbock, Corpu.s ('hri.cti, Sinton, 
T>’lcr, No. I l l  and No. 112 at 
Fort Worth, Uvalde, Laredo, Abi­
lene, and both boards in Travis 
County.

General Wakefield explained 
that .some or all of these loca' 
boards can pos.sibly have exam­
ined and acceptable registrants 21 
years oUl or older by the time 
they are ready to .ŝ nd out Feb 
ruary induction orders

“ Results of January phy ical 
examinations are not known at 

' present,” he said. “Some of tht-e 
! may become eligible to be sent 
{February induction orders, but it 
I is doubtful if many of them will.”

A total of 111 of the .state’s 137 
' local boards actually have 2.424 
examined and acceptable men 21 
years old or older to fill the Feb­
ruary call for 2,144 men, accord 
ing to up-to-date calculations of 
the quotas and calls section of 
state draft headquarters.

General Wakefield pointed out. 
however, that this is too close a 
manpower margin calling for some 
20-year-olds.

“ We must make allowances for 
possible errors in local board re­
ports, and. also, a lot of things 
can happen to some of tho.se men 
that can make them ineligible fur 
ser\ice at induction time in Febru­
ary,” he commented.

At the City Hall

have made to that splendid new 
building, which stands at the cor­
ner of Main and Third street. We 
did not attend the formal opening. 

Just 
reserved our ticket until things 
were normal and everything un­
der control. Found Chief Hous­
ton Hamilton on duty at the po­
lice section and he showed us 
every department.

From the several descriptions 
we had read of the building, the 
interior that is, we expected to 
see something real nice, but to 
put the matter mildly, we w’ere 
gloriously surprised. We have 
been in city halls in much larger 
cities, from 100 to 300,000 people, 
that has nothing on the Brownfield 
city hall in the way of interior dec­
orations, furnishings and fixtures. 
Not only conveniently arranged, 
but its utility of every inch of 
space is well planned and executed.

Up in front, there is a large lob­
by are for the customers of the 
taxing and utilities departments to 
transact business, with huge fire­
proof vaults that will preserve all 
the city records for all time. City 
Secretary Bill Aschenbeck, as well 
as the Utility Supt. Eunice Jones, 
both have well placed and equip­
ped offices.
