problem children, and for one

der control by their parents. Whe­
ther the child or the parents are 

blame, wc shall not discuss at | 
tb it time. But we do know that; 
A ese  boys and girls are confined 
i r  these institutions for some m- 
fraction of the law.

But had it ever occurred to you 
that very few of these delinquent 
cases came from farm families, or 
even the smaller towns? Most of  ̂
tiiem are.from the cities or larger: 
tewns. Why? We once heard a good | 
^■an and speaker say,“  if you don’t 
want your child to go to the bad,'

better have something for him to 
do— something to occupy his mind, 
especially when there is no school 
going on.” Then there is the old 
saying that most of us have heard; 
all our lives about “ an idle brain 
being the devil’s workshop.” T o ' 
say the least about the matter, we * 
know that the youth that is em­
ployed, or busy with matters about 
the farm home, has little time to 
plan crime.

It is therefore of the utmost im­
portance that people in town, par­
ticularly, find .some sort of employ-  ̂
ment for the boys, especially. As 
for the girls, in most cases, if they 
have the right sort of mothers, who  ̂
stay home and look after the wel­
fare of the family, they have the 
oversight of the girls most of the 
time. But the real trouble comes 
when the parents turn nighthawks 
themselves and leave the children, 
boys and girls, to seek out their 
own associates and modes of en­
tertainment after night.

Most of us do not object to the 
children attending shows, parties, 
etc., occasionally. But the parents 
should know where they are, and 
when they aim to return home, and 
especially with whom they are as­
sociating. Therefore, it is great 
that we here in Terry county live 
in an agricultural and livestock 
community. It gives our youthful 
citizens something to think about, 
and something useful to occupy 
their young minds. And usiiaHy, 
the energy expended in doing 
something useful brings a hearty 
appetite, as well as restful sleep; | 
therefore, a good .healthy body.

Even here in Brownfield, a lot

of the boys are so situated that 
their parents have farm property 
nearby, and they can along with 
the youths who live on the farms, 
have some livestock, or some cot­
ton acreage conte: ts. Even if they 
never win a dollar in prizes, the 
devoting to the feeding operation, 
or the growing of a few acres of 
high grade cotton or maize, stimu- 
ates a desire in the youth to 
achieve success. Such a youth has 
little time or inc'ination to en­
gage in something that is question­
able to his moral outlook on life. 
He gets his pleasure in watching 
the calf or pig grow and put on 
poundage, or hi.s patch of contest 
cotton or maize come through the 
fertile earth, grow up and begin 
fruiting, and finally result in an 
abundant harvest.

Nearly all such lads are ready 
for church or Sunday school when 
the time comes. Or, if that have 
not been encouraged in that way, 
they at least find more pcasure 
in visiting the neighbor boy, John­
ny Jones, we will say, or Willie 
Smith, who are also growing some 
calves or pigs. Or perhaps are con­
testing the visitor with a patch of 
cotton, maize or both. Usually .such 
boys have little desire to speed up 
and down the road in their hot­
rod, narrowly missing some pedes-: 
trian or a plunge into a ditch out 
on the country road. You can read­
ily see that growing something use­
ful to mankind is worth something 
to the youth as well as the com­
munity.

It is for that very reason that 
organizations like the Jaycces, 
Lions, Rotary Kiwanis and other 
clubs, are willing to devote time 
and money to encourage young 
people to be useful to themselves 
and to their community. It pays 
big dividends in the long run. 
Have you ever seen or paid atten­
tion to statistics on the cost of law 
enforcement, especially in counties 
with a large city? It is one of the 
most costly parts of the expense of 
the city, county and state. If you 
can encourage good citizenship by 
the expenditure of a few dollars 
in the way of encovraging youth- 
to be moral and obedient to the 
laws of the state end nation, you 
have saved yourself some extra ‘ 
taxes and at the same time con­
tributed a good share in a more 
abundant life for some boy or girl.

Then, such steps also contribute 
toward a more abundant life for 
all concerned. As the arable land

in the world becomes more scarce, 
and the population of the world in- 
creasse, there arc more people to 
be fed and clothed, and the farms 
of the US.\ and Texas must con­
tribute a large share toward feed­
ing and clothing the world. We 
must not only provide more food 
and clothing for the millions who 
live and work in the cities of the 
US.A, but must furni.sh .some to the 
overgrown and less fertile scclion.s 
of the world as a whole. If people 
farmed like they did a half cen 
tury or more ago. we would not 
bo able to feed our own 1.50 odd , 
million pooi'le. much less export a 
lot to less fortunate sections of the j 
world. j

By having these friendly con­
tests. the rivalry, for better and 
better livestock and farm products 
takes hold on the youth of the 
land. They arc to be our leading 
citizens in ju.st a few years. We 
will not only teach them to raise 
a better cow or steer, or pig, but 
wc will have to leave in their 
hands the conduct of the communi­
ty morally and financially. Shall it 
be that they are belter prepared 
than we? Or shall we let them drift 
back into the one crop with mule 1 
and bulltongue plows? Or will we j 
teach them to put two pounds more 
on an animal in a given time, and | 
make two blades of grass grow 
where one grew in the past?

If we neglect to train the young 
people in the way they should go,  ̂
morally, physically or financially, 
we have failed in our duty to them.; 
Wc must therefore suffer the con­
sequences when we can le.ss help 
ourselves. Instead of a lot of moral-. 
outstanding young people, we have 
a lot of drifter, leeches, grafters 
and bums. And there will be .such 
a majority of them that we shall' 
all have to hide away at night, and 
lock up cvcr>’fhing. Do you want 
that condition?

Then, if you are not a supporter 
of all such events to promote a 
better youth buildup, then get in 
the harness today and help the 
Jaycee.s put over the bĉ -t calf show 
ever seen here, and we have had 
some good ones. Don’t stop there, 
but any other way you can help 
in the promotion of a bettor com-. 
ing generation, don't fail to do so.' 
Time is short— eternity is a long 
time to think about.

Both 
were efficient workers, one a sten­
ographer and the other an account­
ant. Both said there were so many 
hangers-on who did not know hard­
ly what they were there for, that 
they were in the way, and they 
could have done better work if

the office they worked in had been 
cleared of them.

Then there was a man who pos­
itively knew the facts related to 
us that a goood farmer who lived 
down in Ellis county, rented out 
his farm during the war, and mov­
ed to Dallas to work in a plane fac­
tory. He would come in each 
morning, punch a clock, go out the 
back door and loaf all day, and 
come through in the afternoon, 
punch tho clock and out at the 
front door. He was instructed to 
do this, and he drew a check on 
the company for regular time and , 
pay.

Practically all po.stoffice employ­
ees are now on civil service. They 
have to know their job, and we 
might mention that their salary in 
some instances are not in keeping 
with private industry. Statistics 
show that over 321,000 quit their I 
jobs last year to enter private em­
ployment.

And contrary to general opinion, 
civil service employees can be dis­
charged for poor work and other 
reasons. Last year more than 17,- 
000 were let out for inefficiency 
and other reasons.

We note that a number of Texas 
Congressmen have expressed them­
selves on whether or not they 
thought this state should have the 
presidential preferential primary. 
All were in favor of it, but some

thought it should strictly remain 
a state affair without any federal 
control of it. States that have 
them get a much better expre.s.sion 
of the people about men and meas­
ures, and the conventions then 
have some idea on what the grass­
roots peope want.

Mr. Hackney is going to give us 
some more low downs on these pre­
cinct conventions, and he’ll define 
the meets and bounds of the sev-1 
eral precinct, and when and where 
they will be held. Watch for these 
announcements.

Children Can Take 
TB, Says Dr. Cox

Many of us have hoard all our 
lives that old one, not necessarily 
so stated by a physician, but pass­
ed frnm car to mouth, that small 
children do not take tuberculosis. 
State Health Officer Geo W. Cox 
thi.s week stated positively that 
children can pick up tuberculosis 
germs just the same as measles 
germs.

He stated that children using the 
room of TB patient.s, or the eating 
and drinking ve.ssels they use, or 
the beds, can get the disease germs. 
Dr. Cox goes on to .say, a baby may 
not show the .symptoms like an 
adult person, but the disease can 
develop rapidly with them, and end 
fatally.

So. if you have members of the 
family with the disease, be careful 
If handled right and precautionsly. 
the disea.se can be confined to the 
one member of the family. Your 
doctor will tell you what to do and 
not to do.

We are just us­
ing the 1917 and 1950 figures, with 
the death rate from them given 
first for 1917, and the second fig­
ures for 1950 You will note with 
pleasure that deaths from scarlet 
fever and smallpox have been wip­
ed out in Texas. Here are the fig­
ures in deaths per 100,000:

Malaria. 413-13; Scarlet Fever, 
524); Smallpox, 148-0; Tuberculosis, 
3,917 2,005; Typhoid Fever, 868-11; 
Maternal deaths, 405-216. Acci­
dental deaths, all 1,714-5,450; Mo­
tor vehicle deaths, 209-2.523.

G. I. QUESTIONS 
and ANSWERS

Q—I bought a house with a GI 
loan, and now I find I'm to re-enter 
military sen ice. Do I have any pro 
tection against foreclosure, just in 
case I can’t meet my payments 
while in service?

A—Yes. Under the Soldiers’ and 
Sailors’ Civil Relief Act, you and 
the lender may agree to reduce the 
loan payments during your mili­
tary sendee and for 90 days there­
after. Provided, of course, you’re 

, unable to make the full payments 
because of being in uniform.

Q— I interrupted my GI Bill 
i schooling to go back into military 
' service. I expect to be discharged 
j  soon, and I want to know when I 
, have to resume school again.
I A—You must resume your GI 
Bill Studies within a reasonable 
period after your separation from 
■sej-vice. The length of this period 
will depend on the circumstances 
of your particular case. Factors 
considered are availability of train­
ing, family conditions and the like.

Q—Are Korean veterans eligible 
for VA grants for wheelchair 
homes, if they meet all require­
ments?

A—Yes. Grants arc available to 
seriously disabled veterans of all 
wars and peacetime ,ser\ice, so 
long as they meet requirements of 
the law.

Q—I need an automobile to trav­
el to and from work. May I get 
a GI business loan for the car?

A—No. GI loans for automobiles 
may be approved only when neces­
sary for the veteran in conducting 
his own business or in fulfilling 
the requirements of his job. The 
use of a car to travel to and from 
work docs not qualify a veteran 
for a GI auto loan.

Turning
Back
the
Time

By A . J . S.

“  At the time the writer ’ came to ’ 
Browpfield, there was only one 
church building fn the town. It 
had been in time the first school 
building, and when a larger'school | 
building was demanded along just' 
back where the Coop. Gin No. 2 
now stands, the Methodist people 
bought .the original school build- 
ing. By the time it was moved 
to the present site of the Metho- i 
dist Church, Second and Main, with ' 
the crude moving apparatus o f ; 
those days, the old building, not j 
buijt too well in the first place, { 
had to be anchored af the four 
corners with heavy duty guy wires 
to kee^ winds from caving it in.

But the people- of ttie whole

community was proud of the old 
building, which was some 20x30 
feet in size. And everyone in 
town attended Sunday School 
there, and got along just fine. 
The late Pappy John Powell was ' 
the superintendent, and he visited 
among the classes from the tots to 
the oldsters, with words of en-, 
couragement. And a lot of th e ! 
strict denominational stuff was 
was forgotten or at least ignored, j 
We remember that the late W. G. 
Hardin, one of the adult teachers, 
used Gospel Advocate literature 
(Church of Christ) and it was 
strictly OK with Pappy John. He 
always called for a copy for him­
self, as he thought the commenta­
tor on the lessons was good.

And the Baptist could have done 
the same thing without any dis- 
sention. While many things that 
might be conflicting was discussed 
freely, no one ever got out of 
hand and demanded anything. The 
people therefore learned to love 
and respect each other, not only as 
neighbors and friends, but as 
w’orkers together in church affairs.

The Methodist had two Sundays 
per month, we believe, the first

and third. The other two Sun­
days were given to Gomez and 
Harris. This left two Sundays for 
the other religious organizations. 
One was* used by the Baptist, 
whose pastor was a citizen of the 
community. The other was used 
by the Presbyterians: the minister, 
as we remember coming up from 
Big Spring. No one faith was 
very strong at that time, the Mcth- 
olist perhaps the stronger, es­
pecially financially. So far as 
we now remember, all collections 
went into one fund to be used for 
the upkeep of the building and 
premises, as well perhaps as ap­
plication to the salaries of the 
minister, which would look very 
small at this time.

But most of the ministers at 
that time studied far less about 
the size of the salary than now. 
The cost of living was small in 
comparison to presently, and in 
the case of the Methodist, they had 
a little two-room parsonage on the 
south side of the church half­
block, facing what is now Broad­
way. As they generally used young­
er men out in this area, they gen­
erally had a wife or in some cases

In fact, none of us thought we had 
to have much room in those days 
With the exception of four or five 
houses, the great majority were 
two and three room affairs, mostly 
two room.s. But this writer re­
members that the first home we 
had was a two-roomer. Had been 
a store building, and remodeled 
into a two-room house with a par­
tition put in, and the store front 
torn off. We have never had a 
home .‘■ince that we appreciated as 
much. And that would go for oth­
er pioneer home owners.

But back to the churches, along 
about 1911 or 1912, the Baptist 
people felt able to build, and erect­
ed a church on what is now Hill 
street, a nice little building now 
used as a homo or apartment. They 
being weak invited the Church 
of Christ membership to go with 
them. They were few, and decided 
to do so. The Presbyterians elect­
ed to stay with the Methodist. 
And everything went along just 
fine for a year or two. then it all 
happened.

The Baptist people got a new 
preacher that was much more or 
thodox than the old pioneers, and 
as soon as ho found out the mixed 
Sunday School arrangements, he 
ordered a meeting to vote out the 
non-conformi>ts. M;>ny of the old 
timers asked that the Church of 
Christ people .stay on, as they 
would outvote the preacher and 
a few’ sympathizers. But the lead­
ers of the Church of Christ at that 
time, R. H. Banow.'-ky and W. G. 
Hardin informed them that they 
had rather not slay on when there 
was any objection.- whatever, as 
they did not want to cause hard 
feeling among tlie Bapti t breth­
ren. So. the C. of C. pe('ple went 
to the school building for the time 
being.

Thus, it was not necessary for 
the matter to come to a vote, and 
there was still peace all around 
among the good old pioneers.

[ they had cover crops in most pla­
ces, and there were no denuded 
spots that had no top soil, but they 
had caught plenty sand from other  ̂
fields. Some of the farm homes 
with too much low shrubbery- had 
caught a lot of soil, but where the 
trees were kept trimmed for a rea­
sonable height above the ground, 
the blowing sand did not bank up. 
In a few places there was sand in 
part of the paved area, and high 
along the fence rows.

At Plains, we refreshed with 
soft drinks, and chatted with the 
filling .station employees between 
their fillings of cars and trucks. 
Seems to be about as many trucks as 
cars along the norlh-.south highway- 
through Plains, as that is an oil 
field section. At Denver City, we 
drove around some, as we wanted 
to see Editor Wat.son’s new home 
for the Press. But we were never 
able to find it. If we did. it had 
no sign on it. Of course we did 
not expect to find any of the new.s- 
peper men in their offices in any 
of the towns, on Sunday.

Seminole was reached about 5 
p. m., and we drove around some. 
Still growing but not as fast as a 
couple of years ago. The improve­
ments now in all the towns visited 
are of a substantial nature— not 
just something to open up a busi­
ness in a hurry. Seminole has a 
good oil field that runs right into 
tow-n, just as has Denver City. 
A lot of the land is still ranches 
between these two tow-ns, and not 
badly blown.

Much soil, however, had been 
moved between Seminole, Sea- 
graves and Wellman, and on to 
within six miles of Brownfield 
where a harder nature land is 
fond, and even it had been blow-n 
some. In the 43 springs we have 
spent in this area, we have never 
in that time seen as much erosion 
of soil as we have seen this year 
Back to Brow-nfield about 6 p. m.
