Operated From Outside H-Bomb Target Area
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With the addition of three new
trailer-mounted mobile commun-
ications centers, Los Angeles be-
comes the first city in the nation
to provide a flexible, integrated
communications network for its
civil defense organization. These
new units, each representing an
investment of approximately
$40,000, tie into 36 fixed com-
munications centers throughout
the city which in turn reach a
total of 900 message centers. To
man this entire system would re-
?uire a total of 17,800 persons
or a single shift.

The new equipment represents
the combined planning of city

APATHY
Every nationally-known person
wetively engaged in resisting the
srowth of Communist power and
#he spread of Communist propa-
Zanda in America warns that the
American people still are danger-

wusly apathetic to the menace.
Why is this true? Herbert Phil-|
rick, of the New York Herald
Tribune, who served nine years as |
an FBI counterspy deep within the
Communist apparatus, has made
a serious study of this national
mpathy. He says that it is permit-
4img the Communists to continue
#o win in their conspiracy to con—]
#irel the world. Y

“This particular apathy and thisl
meglect on the part of the people
ds the one greatest single problem |
#acing the free world today,” Phil-|
®rick said in a lecture at Harding
«Lallege. “I think the first problem
#s simply that the American people
find an inability to conceive the
mind of a Communist. Back in
1945, T was selected, out of 1,800
Communists whom we had in the
73eston area at that time, to attend
.a special training school.”

Training For Traitors

“This was a deeply secret school,
so secret that not only was its ex-
istence not known to average
American people walking about
Boston but was also unknown to
yank and file Communist Party
members. We were tailed, we were
sereened, we were examined, we
wre questioned until finally 17 of
ms were selected to attend these
schools. Since the classes began
the reason for the secrecy and the
security became very apparent.

“At these training schools we
wwere taught not simply the tradi-
tional Marxist - Leninist - Stalinist
doctrine with which most folks are
Familiar, but also in very specific,
dn very direct terms, the duty, the
absolute duty ‘and necessity for
every single Communist to work |
towards and to prepare for the day
of the violent overthrow and vio-
dent revolution and destruction of
the United States by force and vio-

Violence and Bloodshed

“It’s difficult for American peo-
¥ie to conceive that anybody could
#be teaching and believing this. But
when you sit in these secret, con-
spiratorial meetings, as I did; and
when you hear these characters
wdiscussing these matters (strategy
JFor violent revolution in the USA)
dn very practical terms, and mean-
dng it, then believe me the cold
sweat begins to run down your
spine. These boys mean business.
They always have; they always
wwill. And when they talk of vio-
dence and bloodshed, the comrades
are taiking abcut yovr blood.”

Another cause of the apathy,
Philbrick found in his study, is
dhe “reluctance of most people to
admit or recognize unhappy or
anpleasant facts. They simply:
won't want to recognize the un-
pleasant and unhappy facts of the
world in which we live, and the
#dact that we are on the spot be-
wause the Communists have made!
it that way.” |

Thought-Shaping |

A third reason for American
wpathy, said Philbrick, is that the|
“Communists want this apathy to|
eeontinue undisturbed and there-i
Fore they use their great propagan-|
«da apparatus and the science of |
“thought-shaping — cybernetics—to
discount in the minds of Ameri-
cans the true danger of the Com- .
wunist conspiracy. They use the
Lommunist fronts likewise to at-
dract prominent non-Communist
wdupes who then help them to con-
vince the great masses of unin-
dormed people that “all the noise
about Communism is unnecessary
- . » it’s no real threat . . . so let's
Forget it and work at more import-
ant things.”

And yet, as Philbrick says, the
world conspiracy of Communism
which began with a mere 30,000
sradicals in 1917 now rules 800,000,-
900 pecple with a brutal iron hand;
mnd during every day since 1945
this criminal conspiracy has been
taking over the territory of the
world at the rate of 1,000 square
miles a day. “To this very mo-
mment,” noted Philbrick, “we the
free peoples of the world have
mot won back one single inch of
that territory which we have lost.”

Apathy to this great menace is, |
indeed, a grave problem in the
free world.

Three Governors On

Inspection Tour Of
Korean Installations

Three state governors were to
leave by air Friday on their way
to inspect United States and Unit-
ed Nations relief and rehabilita-
tion programs in Korea.

The governors, who met in San
Francisco, Thursday, in the first
leg of a 16-day tour for the For-
eign Operations Administration,
were Dan Thornton of Colorado,
John S. Fine of Pennsylvania, and
Allan Shivers of Texas.

Another governor, Johnson Mur-
ray of Oklahoma, was scheduled
to make the trip, but dropped out
because of state problems.

Thornton, chairman of the Coun-
cil of State Governments, told a
press conference Thursday the mis-
sion assigned them “characterized
President Eisenhower’s confidence
in state governments” and was “an
Iindication that the President desir-
es to work closely with the states.”
