NX ith sixty-five million dollars cash now 
in the General bund the largest in the his­
tory of I exas and with an estimated 
eighty-five million dollars in this Fund by 
next January, when the 5 1 st Legislature con­
venes, apparently tFiere is no necessity for 
any new faxes to he levied by the next Legis­
lature. Both of our present Representatives 
are committed to this program.

In the 49th Legislature f^earson was a 
member of the committee on Oil, Gas and 
.\1 ining, one of tlie major Committees in the 
House. In the 50th Legislature he was ad­
vanced to C hairman of this important Com­
mittee. All F)ills pertaining to oil, gas, and 
mining must secure the approval of this 
C.ommitte'* before being considered by the 
f hiuse. More ron.structive oil and gas legis­
lation and les.s punitive legislation, was en­
acted by the 1 exas Legislature in the last 
two sessions than in any like period in Texas 
history. Pearson was author and sponsor of 
a bill which makes it possible to lease land, 
through a receiver, w'hen part of the royalty 
or mineral rights are owned by non-resident 
or u nk nown riwner.®. This new law has been 
used frecjuently in Fastland and adjoining 
counties, and some 6 or 8 wells are now be­

ing drilled in the Gorman and Cisco area 
which could not have been drilled had it not 
been for the F^earson Act. This has not only 
helped the oil men, but has helped the land 
owners, royalty owners, businessmen, and 
laborers alike.

Also, the Cisco Public Schools and the 
Cisco junior College are beneficiaries of 
some very constructive legislation sponsored 
by our present Representatives, In the 50th 
Legislature the Cisco Public Schools, for the 
first time, were brought within the terms of 
the Fquallzation Bill. The Cisco Schools 
have already received over $19,000 in cash 
from this hill, and will receive several thous­
and dollars more. Also, from the Appor­
tionment Rill enacted by the 50th Legisla­
ture, the Cisco Schools will receive $55.00 
for each scholastic, the largest in the history 
of Texas. Our two Representatives were 
very active and instrumental in passing these 
two bills, and securing this financial aid for 
our schools. The revenue received from 
these two bills enabled the Cisco School 
Board to improve the school facilities and 
materially Increase the salaries of our teach­
ers, which they so righly deserved.

Probably the most important loOcal Bill 
enacted by the 50th Legislature is House 
Bill 388, generally known as the “Clsc o

Bill. Pearson and Collie were co-authors 
and co-sponsors of this bill, and are directly 
rt^ponsible for its passage. This Bill en­
abled the Cis(:o Independent School District 
to refinance its bonded indebtedness, and 
reduce the interest on its bonds from to 
V/i <. Under the old law, the past due in- 
tf*rest on these bonds bore 6̂  < interest per 
annum. Under the terms of H. B. 388 the 
interest on past due interest was remitted en­
tirely until the year 1971. This legislation 
wil result in a tremendous saving to the tax­
payers of tFie Cisco Independent School Dis- 
trict. In brief, Pearson and C!ollie co-operat- 
ed with the local School Board 100 per cent 
m all sch^ l legislation. Any member of the 
Cisco School Board will verify these facts. 
Mr Pearson and Mr. Collie, in modesty, have 
said little about their accomplishments in the 
last Legislature. However, the citizens are 
entitled to know these facts.

Mr Pearson and Mr. Collie have done a
- 1 1  deserve to he re-elected.

We will neeiH jheir experience and good judg­
ment in the 5 1st Legislature, which convenes 
next January.

M. E. (Petroleum Fmgineering Society); President 
of Presbyterian Students As.sot iation; member of Friars 
(Student Leadership Society); Sigma Psi (Scientific So­
ciety); and Pi Epsilon; (Honorary Petroleum Engineer­
ing Society). At graduation he was credited bv Dean T. 
U. Taylor with the highest scholastic record in the history 
of the Engineering College.

After graduation, .Mr. .Murray taught Petroleum En­
gineering at the university one year. During tht time he 
herame vitally interested in the dwindling oil reserves of 
the state, a condition he recognized while working in vari­
ous fielrs. Because of his research and study in conserva­
tion he was appointed Senior Engeneer, Chief Enforce­
ment Officer, and Chief Examiner of the Railroad Com­
mission.

Mr. M array long has been active in Boy Scout work, 
having served as Scout Master at Coleman, and Kilgore, 
while an employee of the Railroad Commission. He is a 
member of a troop committee in Austin.

In June of 1939 he married jo Newton of Burkett, 
Texas. They have three .daughters, Jo Anna, Marsha 
and Janice.

Mr. Murray recently was elected Ruling Elder of the 
University Presbyterian Church in Austin.

Early in 1 94 1, before Pearl f larbor, Murray was ap­
pointed Conservation Engineer for the Petroleum A d ­
ministration for ar in I9istrict Three, which included 
Texas, New .Mexico, Louisiana, Arkajisas, Mississippi and 
Alabama. His first assignment was to report (quickly the 
location and extent of all production suitable for manufac­
ture of aviation gasoline. He was widely commended also 
for results in production efficiency, curtailment of waste 
and cataloguing of available reserves. He was particu­
larly active in promotion of exploration and conservation 
in these fields.

In 1943 he was appointed Chairman of the Gas Con­
servation Engineering Committee to study wasteful flaring 
of gas. As a result of his study and findings much valu­
able gas, formerly flared, has been turned to profitable in­
dustrial and domestice use.

L ^  1947 saw Murray appointed a member of
the Railroad Commission by Gov. Reauford Jester, the 
first graduate petroleum engineer ever to serve in that 
capacity.

Murray was paid an unusual tribute recently when he 
was o ff^ed  the highest oil position in our federl govern­
ment. I his he declined because he is more interested in 
conservation of Texas oil than in personal honors.
