The body of tlK: young Woria 
War I I  Veteran arrived in Stan­
ton on Tuesday morning uccutu- 
panied by a naval escort, Chici 
petty offiuer, Randall Reed ol 
Fort Worth. Services were unu- 
der the direction of T. R. Haw­
kins, Pastor of the Fust Bap 
tist Church, J. B. St'jwart, Pas­
tor of the the First Melhodisl 
Church. Fred McPherson, Pastui 
of the Southside Baptist Church 
of Lubbock and Elmons- John.-on. 
minister of the Stanton Church 
of Christ.

William Blanton Stovall, the 
son of Lonnie C. and Aniii" Inei 
Stovall, was born in Sl'iinfoi'd 
Junes County on Deccinb. i 29 
1918.

Except for one year spe.nt in 
Meadow, Terry Count/, and or»- 
year in Louisville, Uonto i C'oun 
ty, his entire life was spent in 
Stamford and Stanton, movinj 
hcTe with his family in Decem­
ber, 1932.

In June, 1939, Blanton, while 
completing his high school erlu-

catiun, enlisted in the Nav, 
Forces of the U. S. Upon his en­
trance into tile s.rvice, he rc 
ccived his tirsi trauiing at San 
Uiego, California, later transiei 
ring to Male Island, then to 
Quanticu, V'ligiiiia, where he re- 
ecived Parachute training in thj 
Marine Corps.

After returning to Sun Uiego, 
he was attaelied to the Medical 
Corps of Company E., 2nd Para­
chute Battalliuii. 1st Parulroup 
Rcginlerit, and assigned to the 
Pacific Area, sailing from San 
FrancHco on October 16, 1942.

I Ij was killed in action in the 
New Guinea area on October 1st, 
1943 at the age of 24. He wut 
temporarily buried in llie mili­
tary cenrjtary, Finseliafen, New 
Guinua.

His b'idy arrived m the Uni­
ted States on Jan. 13. aboard the 
United States Army Tran.spori 
Sergeant Jack J. Pjndellon.

Stovall is survived by his wile 
the forn*--r Eileen Lois Ship- 
ley of Napa, California, and 
son Ronald Wayne Stovall,, hu 
father and mother, tlirce broth­
ers and two sisters. Theae in­
clude Willard Travis, Eldo 
Wayne, and Cecil Neil, all ol 
Stanton; Mrs. T ikI P. Gross of 
Big Spring, and Mrs. William 
I Currie of Alpine.
