Reorganization of the 49ih 
Aniifired Divisiin. Texas Nat­
ional Guard, which would con­
vert the 981st Field Artillery, 
including Cisco, into a mob'l 
.self propelled howitzer division, 
has been disclosed by Captain 
O O Od'im commanding o f­
ficer of the IcK'al unit 

The reorganization aak of the 
961st Field Artillery iiit*i the 
mobile division, to be known as 
the 648th Armoured Division, 
was not announced, but it was 
understofxi the change would l»* 
effective within the next three 
months

According to Frank Schleap­
fer. administrative ai^istant, the 
components of the old 961st will 
rec-eive in exchange heavy mou­
nted 155mm howitzers on 12 
ton tracks, called ' Weezles'' by 
the army. National Guardsmen 
here have been training with 
the now oboslete 155mm to b*‘ 
returned to the state armourv 
immediately after the conver­
sion. L-ater, Cisco will be issued 
four self propelled guns.

While the mam purpose of 
the change is not known, the 
ne'a- 648th division will be a.-i- 
signed font line duties in fas-c 
■war breaks out. it was said. The 
guns arc capable of kncx'king 
out heavy tanks within arad- 
lus of ten miles

Sinne time ajro an un-signed oiifiilar appeared <m ( ’ i.sco .slieet.s attarking the 

schikil administratiiTi. It wan ignored hecau.se it mentioned no facts and its sixm- 
sor or .'-isinsors were not honest enough to sign it.

Hut as the schtHd Imarxl election next Saturday comes nearer ami nearer cer­
tain statements and colorful charges are lieing made more and more Imldly, cau­
sing a mimlM*r of gixvl people to womler if there i.sn’t some seji of a fire under 
the smoke

It is time, we lielieve. to tell the public where the fii-e is.
While we know that some o f the criti cism of our schisd system is sincere and 

constructive, .vet there is a great deal that is not sincere. It has a motive.

This i.s it:

Last year it liecame clear that if the Ci.“co public school system was to lie pro- 
nerly run every department, everj' organ ization joid every activity in the system 
'.vould have to be governed hy the scIumiI administration and coordinated with all 
other activities. .No outside control or divideil authority could tie )»#rmitte<l. No 
one class, organization, unit or activity couhl be allowed special fdvoi-s or treat­
ment. .All wc^ild have to l>e on eipial fo oting. None could be any more imixirt- 
ant than another,

\\V ordered that jxilicy put into effect. It is our judgment that it is the only 
way to run the system. We believe the )>eople of Ci.sco want it run that way. 
iVc do not lielieve that the football team, the home economics department, the 
•land, the lilnary or any other one part of the .sehonl is more important than 
another.

It is hard to see how any schcKil syste m can Ije successfully ojierated if theaut- 
horby o f the school administration over any part isf it can lie counteitnanded by 
an organization outside the system.

While we appreciate the interest and help of those groups which are organized 
to promote school activities, we cannot jiermit that interest to s iR ien^e the aut­
hority and resiMinsibility of the .school officials.

I nfortunately simie of our friends do rot .seeni to hold that opinoin. They de­
mand that certain activities of the school lie given preferential treatment and
more freedom from contivd of the school authorities. They want to exalt one ac­
tivity at the expense of all the others. U is the old foimiula of the tail wagging 
the dog.

That is what is at the Inittom of much of this talk, rumoj' and prejudiced criti­
cism. It is nirt admitted, of course. Tlie tactics are the familiar method o f using 
'hai'ges, suggestion and innuendo to create suspicion and confusicn.

Traced down, each of these charges romes home to the fact that .someliody ha.s 
an axe to to grind.

For instance, there has lieen some loone talk alMiut the finances of the school.
The iHM'.sons resivinsible for this could very easily go to the school lioard office
where the bixiks are oiien and get the facts.

The accounts of the .school system are audited by a professional, bonded firm 
of .niiditcvrs c'very year. They are checked b.v the Slate Department o f education, 
by the Public Junior College auditors and other agencies having to do with the fin­
ancing or su|H'rt'ision of the public schools. There is no ixissible way for any ir­
regularities to go undetected.

In a similar wav many other ch.irges are lieing whispered into the ears of the 
|ieo])le in our stivets liy those who have no motive other than to take ccntrol o f 
oui' schiKiI systc>iii and operate it in such a way that the welfaie and rights o f all 
the students are sulxu'dinated to the i>rivileges of the few.

We do not believe. th.at the patrons of the Cisco schools want their schools run 
that way, .As your elected representatives we are endeavoring to administer the 
system for the go<xl of all and the sjiecial privilege c4 none.

I f  you ai>prove of that policy we ask v'ou to supixirt it at the polls next Satur­
day.
