HOU.STON. .March 15 — Texas 
and the nation arc gaming in 
natural gas reserves, a m n d in g  
to the ligiires released today by 
the American Gas Association.

Natural gas reserves proved 
and recoverable in the United 
States as of January 1, 1950, 
were 180.4 trillion cubic feel, 
reports .AGA,

A year ago the .AG.A figure on 
reserves was 173.9 triillion Thus 
in 1949 gas reserves gained 6.5 
trillion, or 3.7'1 . This gain was 
accom|)lished despite record gas 
production of 6.2 trillion cubic 
feet.

Texas continued the giant in 
natural gas reserves with 99.2 
trillion cubic feet as of the first 
of the year. It gained 3.0 trillion 
cubic feet during 1949, or 3 6D 
Texas tiad 55.0''  of the country’s 
proved recoverable natural gas 
on January 1

Louisiana is runnerup to T e x ­
as in gas reserves. It had 26.7 
trillion cubic feet as the year 
began. During 1049 it led all the 
important gas states percentage 
wise in gain in reserves with 
11.3'; .

More gas was added to proverl 
recoverable reserves during 1949 
than was produced. The same 
thing happened in 1948

While the .AG.A docs not, Cana­
dian geologist generally agree 
on a eiirrent figur.'' of 10 trillion 
cuhie feet of gas reserves a l ­
ready iirovcd and recoverable 
for their country.

Foundation treated 889 polio pa­
tients, largest number in its his­
tory, during the fiscal year end­
ed last September 30, it was 
d i s c l o s e d  in the institution’s 
annual reisirl made public today 
by its president, Basil O'Connor.

The  Foundation specializes m 
after-care of seriously involved 
infantile paralysis iiatients, 11 
was founded in 1927 by the late 
Pri'sident Franklin 1). Roosevelt, 
and has been headed since then 
by Mr. O'Connor, who is also 
president of the National Found­
ation for Infantile Paralysis.

The patiicnts at Warm Spring.-; 
received 58,446 hospital d a y s' 
care, and 629. or 82''-', were as 
sisted financially b y  National 
Foundation Chaptri-»

During the previous year, also 
a peak period. 853 iieisons r-'- 
ccived 57,941 hospital days’ care 
and 83 ,̂' of them were assisted 
by National Foundation Chap­
ters.

Statistical studies in the rc 
port gave this picture of the 
patients:

.Average stay at Warm S|iring.' 
was 66 days and averag" daily 
tot.d of patients at any one time 
was 160.

At time of admi.ssion. 558 t>a 
tients had been paralysis vic­
tims for more than one year.

Most of the patients yvere in 
two ago groups — 304 from 15 
t h r o u g h  24 and 306 from 5 
through 14 year.s

The largest group. 2.58 patient,' 
had paralysis of the m-ck, trunk, 
both arms and la'th legs, and 
159 others had involvement of 
the trunk and l)oth legs.

They came from homes in 4f 
states, the District of Columbia.
