Coutitv Agent 
Says to Plan 
Ahead for ’69

“Closing tim e,”  as it r e ­
lates to 1968 farm records, is 
at hand. This means totaling up 
the balance sheets on farm and 
home enterprises and taking a 
close, hard look at what has 
happened during the past year.

A close look should point up 
the problem that must be met. 
in planning for 1969 and the 
years ahead, reminds County 
Agent J.K. Adams. Records of­
ten reflect whether management 
changes a re  needed and also 
whether an enterprise should be 
expanded or dropped.

Furtherm ore, a complete set 
of records is a must for proper 
income tax reporting. Regular­
ly kept records can save dol­
la rs at tax paying time for de­
ductible expenses are  often 
overlooked, especially if paid 
for in cash.

Too, adds Adams, complete 
farm records a re  an asset when 
money must be borrowed for 
production and operating ex­
penses. Knowing what the busi­
ness is doing makes a strong 
talking point in making neces­
sary credit arrangements, says 
the county agent. Farm families 
need facts on which to base their 
decusions and none a re  more 
reliable than those obtained 
from well-kept farm records, 
emphasizes Adams.

Local county agents can sup­
ply information and suggestions 
for the kind of record system 
needed in today’s complicated 
farming and ranching opera­
tions.

Colton Harvest 
Past Forecast

The fifteen rural gins in Bai­
ley County reported a total of 
60,519 bales of cotton ginned on 
Monday, December 30. The five 
local gins were not available 
with reports, however, it is 
expected that an additional five 
or six thousand bales a re  ad­
ded to the more than 11,000 
reported by these gins on De­
cember 18.

Joe Harbin, of Bailey County 
Electric Cooperative, said that 
there is a considerable increase 
over the a mount of cotton ginned 
in 1967.

Noticeably improved was the 
quality and quantity of cotton 
on dryland farms in southern 
Bailey County. The quality r e ­
mained high and quantities ex­
ceeded early  forecasts for the 
crop.

County Agent J.K. Adams said 
several farm ers reported alow 
price paid for cotton in their 
1968 crop. He said the cotton 
in some instances, however, is 
bringing up to $15 more on the 
market than through the loan.

He said the average irrig a ­
tion farm er received $10 more 
for their cotton this year, e s ­
pecially those who planted some 
of the varieties bred especially 
for this area. He reiterated 
earlier statements that re ­
gardless what variety the fa r­
mer is planting in special 
breeds of cotton, in order to 
reap the full benefits of longer 
staple, higher micronaire bred 
cotton, he must grow cotton 
bred especially to this pa rti­
cular county and immediate 
area.

Most gins are  continuing op­
eration on a clean-up basis, 
with a rea farm ers cleaning 
their turnrows and fields of the 
final bales of cotton. Ginners 
expect the 1968 cotton season 
to end shortly, and with the 
weather in a variation of moods, 
from warm and sunny to frigid 
cold, sunny days a re  providing 
the final stages of just right 
weather to finish the season.

More than 75,000 bales are  
expected to be ginned by the 
time the season ends.

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VA Warns Pensioners 
To Return Forms

The new year could begin 
with a financial jolt for thou­
sands of veterans and widows 
on the Veteran Adminis­
tration’s pension rolls who thus 
far have failed to return their 
annual income questionnaire to 
VA.

Totally and permanently non- 
service - connected disabled 
veterans and wartime veterans 
widows who meet income lim i­
tations are  eligible for pen­
sions, according to Jake Coker, 
Manager of the VA Regional 
Office in Waco.

The law requires these bene­
ficiaries to report their in­
come each year in order to 
determine the amount of pen­
sion, which is related directly

to income, to which they a re  
entitled. The questionnaire r e ­
questing data on 1968 income 
received and 1969 income e s ­
timated was sent to 2,033,000 
pension recipients about the 
firs t of November. Deadline 
for returning the questionnaire 
to VA was set at January 15.

With this deadline fast ap­
proaching, approximately 645,- 
000 pensioners have not r e ­
turned the questionaire.

Until the VA receives 1969 
income estimates from these 
beneficiaries, it can not de te r­
mine or pay any pension bene­
fits in 1969 to them.

And in 1969, discontinuance of 
pension payments could be more 
costly for many of these bene-

flc iaries than in the past, Coker 
said.

Starting January 1, VA pen­
sions will be completely r e ­
structured. Income limits will 
be raised $200 for all 
pensioners. Further, the p re ­
sent three income levels used 
in determining the amoung of 
benefits a recipient may be 
paid will be increased to 
between 13 and 28 levels in 
$100 increments.

For approximately 1.2million 
beneficiaries on the VA pen­
sion ro lls, this restructuring 
will mean higher monthly pay­
ments in 1969.

Thus, failure to return the 
income questionaire could mean 
the loss of $110 a month in 
pension payments in 1969, com­
pared with the present ra te  of 
$104, for the veteran with no 
dependents and little or no in­
come. The loss could be $130 
a month instead of the p re ­
sent $119 for the veterans with 
three dependents and little or 
no income, Coker said.

He urged those who have not 
returned the questionaire to 
complete it and mail it in the 
self-addressed envelope with­
out delay. Any information and 
assistance they may need in 
completing the questionnaire 
may be obtained by visiting the 
VA office in Lubbock located at 
1612-20 Nineteenth S treet, or 
by writing the VA Regional Of­
fice, 1400 North Valley Mills 
Drive, Waco, Texas, 76710.

The Mystery 
in ihe Mirror

The moon is just a moon, but a man is a man!
Intrigued by eons of lunar light, men imagined that on 

the moon's backside we would surely one day find heaven— 
at least.

So we went back there, found the backside is like the 
front side, gray plaster of P aris, pockmarked and pimpled, 
“ like dirty beach sand with a lot of footprints in it."

The magnificence and magic qualities which genera­
tions had attributed to the moon, earthmen might have 
found, instead, in themselves.

Yet today man sits surrounded by the trophies he has 
won, the frontiers he has conquered , the mountain of text­
books he has written and rew ritten—and remains yet utterly 
confounded by what he sees in the m irror.

We now know much about the mysterious forces about 
us, but little  about the mysterious forces within us.

It is within himself that man must next turn on the 
light. This inner space is the neglected frontier.

• The Russian Budget

-Clues For 1969 

•Important To Nix on 

-Peace Hopes Up

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  A 
careful study of the Russian 
budget has shown that first r e ­
ports and impressions were 
misleading. Tentative Decem­
ber reports stressed the fact 
that the Russians had provided 
for a seven per cent increase 
in military expenditures for the 
coming year; this was said to 
herald a more militant Soviet 
policy.

However, closer analysis 
indicates expanded activities 
in eastern Europe, such as the 
Russian occupation of Czecho­
slovakia in August--probably 
account for most of the m ilitary 
increase. And taking the budget 
as a whole, most analysts con­
clude the Russians expect peace 
in 1969.

They base this view on g rea t­
ly expanded Russian plans and 
expenditures for consumer 
goods in the coming year. The 
production of automobiles is to 
be hiked significantly—capital 
allotted for that purpose is be­
ing doubled. Large sums of 
money a re  provided to increase 
the network of gas stations 
across the Soviet Union.

A major increase in the 
production of fertilizer is con­
templated and the production of 
television sets is to be increas­
ed to 6,000,000 a year—the 
firs t time so many have been 
programmed. These and other 
consumer expenditures in the 
budget have convinced students 
of Societ affairs the Russians 
expect no war in 1969 or in the 
immediate future.

In view of the fact that the 
Nixon Administration is almost

certain to enter into negotia­
tions with Russia in the near 
future on the question of slow­
ing the arm s race and maintain­
ing peace, this budget analysis 
is of singular significance and 
is not a discouraging one.

Mr. Nixon himself has 
stressed  the need for these 
negotiations and close associ­
ates believe he is willing to 
meet the Soviets half way in 
any genuine arm s-race slow­
down by the two giants of the 
modern, nuclear - powered 
world.

One of the inevitable results 
of Russian increases in con­
sumer goods production, such 
as automobiles and television 
sets, is a rise  in the standard 
of living of millions of Rus­
sians. The more affluent Rus­
sian citizens become the more 
they will have to lose in w ar— 
especially a nuclear war.

Thus, in the long run, regard­
less of negotiations entered in­
to in the immediate future by 
the Nixon Administration, the 
better life to be enjoyed by 
more and more Russians is in 
the interest of peace. For the 
Russians certainly have ade­
quate land and living space, and 
if the people emerge from the 
poverty of “ have-nots”  which 
has bee» their lot for centuries, 
they will not rem aina “ hungry” 
nation, coveting and envying 
the luxuries, wealth and a good 
life of western Europe. The 
average citizen of the U.S.S.R. 
will then have much to lose in 
going to war.

The great trouble with luck 
is that it often disappears when 
you need it most.

The effort to secure selfish 
advantages explains much of 
what is termed "politics.”

Cont’d. from Page 1 
the board of education adopt 
the reorganization plan by June 
1, 1971. Otherwise, they state 
that it would be too late to 
follow through with the com­
mittee’s other recommenda­
tions in time for the 1971-72 
school year.

The committee has suggested 
three exceptions to the mini­
mum enrollment of 2600 
students in a school d istric t. 
Countywide d istric ts which 
could operate with 1600 stu­
dents "sp arse  area”  d istric ts 
with less than 1600 students, and 
special purpose d istricts such 
as those serving military in­
stallations and special schools 
such as for the deaf or blind.

The consolidation of d is­
tric ts  would result in annual 
savings -of $20 million to $30 
million, the committee e s ti­
mated. These savings, mostly 
from fewer teachers for la r ­
ger classes, would be used to 
pay off bond debts, of consoli­
dated d istric ts.

Under the proposed plan, Bai­
ley County would merge from 
three school d istricts to one 
d istrict; Lamb County would 
merge their six school d is­
tric ts  into one district; P a r ­
mer County would merge four 
d istric ts into one and Cochran 
County would merge three 
school distric ts into one d is­
tric t.

TWIGS ON THE GROUND
The twig girdler is the in­

sect responsible for girdling 
sm all twigs and branches on 
trees , causing them to break 
and fall to the ground. They 
work mostly in the fall when 
their eggs a re  laid on a branch. 
They move back and then girdle 
the branch and shortly there­
after it falls to the ground. If 
they aren’t removed, these 
fallen twigs become the source 
of infection the following year. 
Therefore, it’s a good practice 
to pick up and burn the girdled 
twigs.

Trim a little fat from the edge 
of pork chops and fry out in a 
heavy skillet. Remove pieces. 
Flour chops and brown in hot 
fat. Combine remaining ingredi­
ents. Spoon fat from skillet and 
pour catchup mixture over and 
around chops. Cover and cook 
over low heat 114 hours or until 
very tender. Spoon sauce over 
chops once or twice during cook­
ing and add a little water as 
needed. Serve chops and sauce 
with cooked rice.

Most of the pine that are  the 
older in Clovis were planted in 
the late Thirties or early F o r­
ties. That is to say that the 
trees you see around the area 
a re  really not too old. They 
have done well in the thirty 
years and being human we are  
prone to think that will include 
all possible parts of our wea­
ther or other components that 
make up our climate. At least 
after that long a period we think 
it is well worth the risk of 
planting a pine tree and ex­
pect it to do real well, rem em ­
ber, the pine tree  is the one 
that sings in the wind.
